The Baldwyn, it is said, has been in existence
sinee the time of Richard, Ca:ur de Lion, who, as
vou know, was said by some to be a Templar.
There is no doubt i preecptory of the Order ex-
isted at Dristol, as the Temple Church and parish
sl testify, and carjously enough whilst 1 was
in Brivtolin fuly last, Sir Knight Powddl, the
worthy and esteemed DUP.GLCoof Bristol, showed
nie ihe seal of the Order, which had just been
picked up near the river, and which was dis-
covered in making some exeavations there about
20 feet bedow the surflce.

The term “ Freemason” appears formerly to
have signified no more than mu present name of
mason—a stone-cutter—who worked with a
chisel, as distinguished from one who could only
dress stone with an ase or i nmer, and build
walls, in which sense it is still used 1 some
parts of the kingdom, it is not improbably ucon-
traction of ¢ Ifree-stonc-masen.”  During the
middle ages the Craftsmen of slmost every trade
formed themselves into sceictics or guilds; and
prescribed rules for their governanee, which were
recognized by the higher powers, who also,
sometimes, conferred particular privileges npon
them. The Masons in sonmie parts of Europe
were early united in an asscciation of this kind;
for they are found to have been established as a
free Guild or Corporation in Lombardy, in the
tenth century, but whether this socicty was
descended from  Dionysiasts of Antiquity, or
originated in a later age, has not been ascertained.
In Normandy they appear 1o have becone
associated in 11435, when, as in the middle
ages, architects, as distinet practitioners, were
scarcely known, and but litde more than the
general form and  arrangement of a buikling
were preseribed by those who superintended iis
erection, much of its beanty must have depended
on the skill of the workmen to whose control
the subordinate parts were ent-usted ; the Masons
therefure must Juve had the power of largely
influencing the appearance of the structures on
which they were employed, hence it might be
expected, that at o time  when the  greatest
arehitectural  splendour  was sought  alter in
ceelesiastical edifices, the artificers, on whom so
much depended, should have been especially
patronized by the dignitaries and friends of the

THE SONGS OF MASONRY.
Thesongs formed i early times show astriking
A.l{lllt‘ n \\‘1 ity hee alled the domestic man-
ners of the Masonic institution. Nor has  the
custom of festive entertainments been yet aban-
doned,  In the beeimming of the cighteenth cen-
tury sangs were deemed of so mueh impaortanee,
that they were added to the Books of Constitutions
m Great Briwin and on the continent, a custom
which was followed in America, where all our

carly monitors contain an abundant sapply of

Iyrical poctry. In the constitutions published in
1723, we find the well-known Entered Appren-
tice’s song, written by Matthew Birkhead, which
stll retains its popularity among Masons, and
has wttained an Jdevation to which its intrinsic
merits, as a Iyrical compasition, would hardly
eniide it,  Sengs appear to have buen incorpo-
rated inte. the ceremonies of the Order at the
Masonry in 1717, At that tinme, to use
the fanguage of the vencerableOliver, © Labour and
refreshment relicved each other like two loving
brathers, and the gravity of the former was ren-
dered more engaging by the charucterstic cheer-
fulness and Joe und gaiety of the latter.”  In
those days the word ¢ refreshment”™ had a prac-

tical m\.n.m'_;,.nul the Jodge was often called {rom

Clabour, that the brethren unnht indulge in inno-

cent gaiety, of which the sonyg lo'mul an essen-
tial p it This was called ]wnmny, andd the
brethren who wore blessed with talents for voeal
music were often ealled upon “to contribute to
the harmony of the lodge.”™  Thus in the minute-
book of a lodge at Lincolu, in the year
1, 32, which is quuh(i by Dr. Oliver, the records
show that the Master usually “ gavean clegant
charge: also went through an :xamination, .md
the Iudwc was closed wuh song and decent mer-
riment.”  In this custom of singing there was
an established system, Each oflicer was furnished

with a song appropriate to his office, and each
degree had a song for itself.

‘L'hus n the first edition of the Book of Con-
stitutions we have the “ Master’s Song,” which,
says Dr. Anderson, the author, is ¢ to be sung
with a chorus, when the Master shall give
leave—either one part only, or all together, as he
pleases ;7 the “ Warden's Song,"” which was “ to
be suag and played at the Quarterly Communica-
tion ;" the “Fellow Craft's Song,” which was to
be sung and pl;wud at the 0'-"\11(1 feast ; andlastly,
the « Jmtcwd Prentice’s song,” which was *“ to
be sung when all grave busmcss 18 over, and
with thc Master’s lm\g." In the second edition,
the number was greatly increased, and songs
were appropuiated to the Dep. Gr. Master, the
Sceretary, the Lreasurer, and other officers.

For all this provisions were made in the OId
Charges, so that there should be no confusion
between the hours of labour and refreshment s
f‘or while the brethren were {forbidden to  behave

ludluouxlv or jestingly while lodge is engaged
in what is serious or solemn,” thcy were  per-
witted, when work was over, “ to enjoy them-
selves with innecent mirth.”

The custom of singing songs peculiarly appro-
priate to the Craft at “their ]ud% meetings, when
the grave business was over, was <pecdlly intro-
duced into Jrance and  Ger many, in which
countries a large numiber of Masonic songs were
written and adopted, to be sung by the German
and French Masons at their “ table lodges,
which correspond to the ““ refreshment” of thcu‘

English brethren.  "Fhe lyrical literature of
Masonry has in conscquence of the custom as-
sumed no considerable magnitude, asan evidence
of which it may be stated that Kloss, in his
Hll)ll()"l.ll)])) of lqwnmxonr\, gives a catalogue
—Dby no means a per fect onv—of two hundrcd
and  thirteen  Masonic song books, published
between the years 1734 and 1737, in the English
German, Irench, l)dll!\]l, and Polish l.m"uan‘c
The Masons of the present day have ot
abandoned the usage of singing at their festive
meetings after the lodge is closed, but the old
songs of Masonry are passing into oblivion, and
we o seldom hear any of them, exeept sometimes

the  never-to-be-forgotten  Apprentice’s song of
Macthew  Birkhead.  Modern taste and culture

reject the rude but hearty stanzas of the old song
makers 3 and the more artistic and pathetic pro-
ductions  of  Mackay, Cooke, Morris, Dibdin,
Wesley, and other  writers of that class are
taking their place,

Some of these songs cannot be strictly called
Masonie, yet the covert allusions here and there
of their authors, whetherintentional or accidental,
have caused them to be adopted by the Craft, and
placed among their minstrelsy.  Thus the well-
known ballad of « LT'ubal Cain,” by Charles Mac-
Kay, always has an inspiring etleet when sung
at a lodge banquet, because of the reference to
this old worker in metals whom the Masons
fondly  consider as one of the mythical founders
of their Order, although the song itsell has in its
words or its ideas no connection whatever with
Freemasonry.  Burns' ¢ Auld Lang Syne” is
mother production not strictly Masonic, which
has met with the universal favour of the Craft,
because the warn fraternal spirit it breathes is in
every way Masonic, and hence it has almost
become a rule of obligation that every festive
party of Freemasons shounld close with the great
Scotchman’s  invascation to part inlove and Kind-
ness,

But Robert Burns has also supplied the Craft
with several purely Masonic songs, and his fare-
well to the brethren of Tarbolton Lodge, begin-
ning—

¢ Adiea! g heart-warm, fond adieu,
Dear Brothers of the Mystic tie,”
is often sung with pathetic effect at the Table
Lodges of the Order.

As already observed, we have many productions
of our Masonic pocts which are taking the place
of the older and coarser songs of our ])ru‘(lu‘cbsox&.
It would be tedious to name all who have suc-
cessfully invoked the Masonic muse.  Masonic
songs——that is to say songs whose themes are
Masonic incidents, w hose I anguage refers to the
technical language of hcemlsonr), and whose
spirit breathes its spmt and its teachings—are now
a well-settled part of the literary carriculum of
the Institution, At first they were all festive in..
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character and often coarse in style, with little or
no pretension to poetic excellence. Now they
are festive, butrefined ; or sacred, and used on
occasions of public solemnity ; or mythical, and
constituting a part of the ceremonies of the
different degrees. Rut they all have a character
of poetic art which is far above the mediocrity so
emphatically condemned by Horace.—Nutional
Freemason.

DON'T STAY LATE.

This was the parting admonition of the wife
of one of our worthy brethren to him as  they
parted at their door a few evenings since.  Out
of curiosity we kept the aforesaid brother inview
through the evening. e attended the lodge,
was social with all, laughed and talked, and gave
himself up wholly to pleasure. The lodge
closed carly, but he lingered until the last, and
when the Tyler turned off the lights he seemed
unwilling to go. We still kept him inview :
with a small party of brethren he called at a saloon
to refresh the inner man.  He sat chatting with
his companions until the hands of the clock
pointed upwards, when he arose and laughingly
said my wife told me not to stay late to-night.
Never mind, he added, “Its lodge night, and I
can make it all right with her.”

We saw him leave for home, but we thought
to ourself that this excuse is often madeto the
lonely wife who sits waiting anxiously, hour
after hour, for her husband’s return, who care-
lessly says that the lodge kept him late.

Brethren, thisis not right. A man's place is
at home, and if he attends his lodge, let him
return as soon as possible, that the lodge will
not have to bear the odium of keeping the hus-
band from his family until the small hours of
night. It is for reason like this that we not
unfrequently hear complaints of the wife and
children, that the lodge takes up all the time of
thehusband andfather,so much so that heis never
at home. It is also for reason like this that some
wives speak harshly of a Masonic lodge, when
if the true cause was known, the fault would be
in another direction.

Except in extraodinary cases, lodges do not
hold later than ten o'clock, and even then, the
members, officers excepted, are not required to
stay until closed. Let brethren who have fami-
lies drop in and havea few minutes social con-
versation during refreshment, and then go home.
No reasonable woman could or'would object to her
husband leaving her for an hour or so once a
week. Do this, and we shall hear less com-
plaints from ladies, and they will soon learn to
love instead of detesting the Order—AMasonic
Monitor.

(No,
no.) But if it is not tobe an outsider, and not to be
a mush room Mason of yesterday, why have they
not met this part of the question openly, and
told us the shortest time a man should, in their
judgment, have been a Mason, what is the
narrowest limit of Masonic experience which fits
a brother for the discharge of duties which more
than any other call for a minute krowledge of
our customs and traditions, our sympathies
and tastes? We may judge somewhat by analogy.
The Jate Secretary, Bro. Patten, was a DPast
Master in the year 1833, and had been an active
zealous Mason for many many years before, had
been made a Grand Officer, and had devoted himself
actively to the Charities for a generation before
he became a candidate for the office he filled
so well.  Before him was Bro. Crewe, whose
pleasant social talents, zeal, knowledge, and wide
connection among the brethren were his title of
eligibility. The Boys' School furnishes similar
examples.  Bro. Binckes, long before he ever
dreamt of applying for the post of Secretary, was
known far and wide as a zecalous Mason and
accomplished worker; while as a member of
Grand Lodge he was one of the acknowledged
leaders of a strong party with whom I scldom
acted, and of whose policy I did not always
approve, but who undoubtedly infused great intel-
lectual vigour into our debates.(Hear,hear.)I well
remember that at the first Quarterly Communiea-
tion after Bro. Binckes was elected Secretary, his
appointment made a sensible difference in our pro-
proceedings for he withdrew an important motion
which stood in his name, net thinking it consistent
with his new position to take any longer his ac-
customed part in our discussions.
