Macdonald, read a statement
of the affairs of the lodge, which showed the
same to be in a very prosperous condition,
reflecting great credit on the energy displayed
by the management. ¢ The Health of the
Visitors” was then proposed and responded to ;

Baxter Langley, which concluded the
business of the evening, and the lodge was then
resumed, and closed in due form.

vince, he was still very happy to be ab’e to say
that their whole progress was satisfactory ; it was
something to think that o0 members had boer
added to the roll during the past year, batit was
more satisfaction to be abie to add that the
status of the Order in Glasgow was advancing,
morally as well as numerically,  They had now
to consider the application for three new
charters in the province. Thosefor the Clydesdale
and St. Vincent's, he should Lave much plea-
sure in recommending to the Lodge; the
third he was not so sure of, as he did not like to
sce fresh lodges opened unless he was quite cer-
tain the circumstances of the district reguived
it.  There was one other point on which he
should just touch, and that was the position of
their Provincial Grand Secretarices. Fourteen
yvears ago a small salary was attached to it; dar-
ing those fourteen years the work had more than
quadrupled ; now this was in a great measare
owing to the untiring zeal and cnergy of the
Secretary, who had laboured incessantly to bring
order out of comparative chaos, and the resalt
was before them, Glasgow was now not only
the largest, but, he would make bold to say, the
best organised province in Scotland, and from
their Benevolent Fand they now dishursed as
much as the Grand Lodge herselll Tle woald,
therefore, move that the Sceretary’s salary b
doubled.

This was carricd by acclamation, and Bro.
McTaggart re-entered the lodge, and being in-
formed of what had been done in his absence,
he thanked them in filicitous terms, not so
much for himself, as for whoever might sueceed
him in the office. He had faid the formdation for
good work and he hoped a worthy suceessor
might soon be found who would be able to raise
a noble superstructure, worthy of the Craft he
loved so much, and had eadeavoured to serve so
faithfully in the past, and if health was spared
him they would notfind his zeal faltering or his
love growing cold.

Bro. john Frazer, P.M. 87, and P.Prov.G.S. 13,
was then elected as the Deputy  Marshal, to as-
sist Bro. Robb.

The P.G.M. said there was  another officer
they had to elect viz, a Tyler, in the room of
their deceased Bro. James Pollock, to whose
memntory he paid a deserved eulogium, and said he
trusted all the Masters in the provinee would
support his proposition for making a permanent
provision for his widow, so that her few
remaining days might be spent in comparative
comfort and case.

Christie, K.G.C., M.P.S. No. 4, the Intendant
General for Mid Lothian, attended at Glasgow,
to open anew Conclave. He was accompanied
by the following  distinguished members of the
Order :—Very Eminent Sir Knight J. B. Mercer,
K.G.C., P.M.P.S. No. 4; R. S. Brown,
K.G.C., Hon. 8.and P.E.V.4; H.C. Jonas,
M.P.S. 103 ; E. William Barton, Hon. S. 103;
E. D. Shearer, V.E. 103; William Milne,
M.P.S. elect of No. 4; J. Fleming, E.V.E. elect
No. 4; A.M. Brace, S.G. 103; J. P. Nevin,
T. ro3 ; N. Minola Rennie, T. Forbes, Davie,

Wilmott, Robertson, and others.

Members of Conclaves No.4 and 103, in
Edinburgh, who came forward with alacrity to
help to open the first Conclave in the West of
Scotland, though we venture to predict that it
will not be the last in that quarter of the king-
dom, as the Order is sure to spread when it be-
comes known.

The meeting was held at 2 o’clock, in St.
Mark's Hall, which is admirably adapted for
such a purpose, the shield and banners of the
Knights Templar with which it is adorned being
not inappropriate to the working of this chivalric
degree.

The conclave was duly opened by the IIL
I.G. Sir Knight Christic, as M.P. Sov; J. B.
Mercer, K.G.C., P.S. No. 4, as E.N.; R. S.
Brown, as H.P.; A. M. Bruce, 5.G.; J. Nolan,
J.G.; J. Fleming, H.

Bros. G. 'W. Wheeler, R. Bell, J. Johnstone,
and P. J. Tweed were created Knights of the
Order. A Council of Eminent Viceroys was
then formed, and the same four brethren, along
with Sir Knights Wells and Fleming, of Con-
clave No. 4, were duly installed in the seat of
Eusebius. A Council of M.P. Sovereigns was
then opened, and Sir Knights G.W. Wheeler,
R. Bell, and J. Mill, were reccived into that
degree and installed in the chair of Constantine.
A Conclave of Knights was again opened, and
eight brethren were duly admitted and installed
as Knights of the Order. The Iil. Intendant
General then called on the members of the Glas-
gow Conclave to choose their first set of officers,
wherewith to open their conclave, when the fol-

W. Bell, T. ; James Loutitt, Recorder; John
Buchanan, P.; G. B. Adams, S.B.; J. O. Park,
H.; and T. McClanachan, Sentinel. The
M.P.S. said it was with great diffidence and re-
luctance that he had accepted of the distinguished
honour they had just conferred upon him, for it
was indeed a high honour to preside as the first
Sovereign of the first Conclave in the West of
Scotland. He did not intend to say much on the
present occasion, but if attention to duty and
perseverance in the precepts of the Order, would
make up for lack of ability and influence, he
trusted that his acts should speak for him. His
first duty had been to thank them for their confi-
dence, and his next was tothank the Illustrious
Intendant General and the Eminent Knights
that had accompanied hin from Edinburgh, for
their kindness in coming over to confer the de-
gree, and install them, and also to thank the
Grand Recorder and the G.7Treas., Sir Knight
R. W. Little, for the very kind way in which
they had met their request to form a Conclave in
Glasgow.

Sir Knight Christie said it had been a source of
pleasure to himself, and the rest of the deputa-
tion to come over on this occasion, for he felt
sure from what he had seen of their Sov., as
well as the rest of the officers, that the Conclave
would be soon second to none.

The Knights then adjourned to St. John's
Masonic Hall, where a repast was awaiting
them. The Edinburgh friends were much
pleased with this arrangement, as it enabled
them to see the two best Masonic halls in
Glasgow. G. W. Wheeler presided, supported
by C. G. C. Christie, K.G.C., .G.D., M.P.S.
No. 4; and V.E. Sir Knight R. S. Brown,
K.G.C, Hon. S. and P.E.T. No. 4; Bro. F.
Johnson, V., as Croupier, was supported by V.E.
J. Mercer, K.G.C.,, P.M.P.S. No. 4; H. E.
Jonas, M.P.S. 103; R. Bell, H.S.; and ]J.
Tweed, H.V, of the Glasgow Conclave: After
the cloth was cleared the Chairman, after giving
“The Queen and the Craft,” “ H.R.H. the
Prince of Wales, Patron of Scotch Masonry,”
“Our new Bro. 1 R.H. Prince Arthur and the
rest of the Royal Family,” proposed ¢ The
Grand Imperial Council of the Red Cross of
Rome and Constantine, with the M.LG.
Sovereign, Sir F. M. Williams, M.P.,” C
Christie, [.G., replied in very felicitous terms on
behalf of that illustrious body, and then gave
“The Glasgow Conclave and its Sovereign,”
congratulating them on the favourable auspices
under which they had been inaugurated, and
predicting for themn a most satisfactory progress,
from the eminent Masonic qualities ensured
not only by their chief but by all the officers
clect.

Bro. Wheeler said that in assuming the
arduous duties to which they had appointed
him, he had done so in full reliance on the
support of the officers which he saw around him.
He knew them all intimately, and knew them
to be thoroughly imbued with the true spirit
of Masonry, and that they were all workers,
rather than talkers. He could perhaps say what
no other son of the Order could, that all his
office-bearers  were not only brethren holding_
high positions in Arch Masonry, eight of them
being Principals, and two Scribc E's of the
different chapters in the city, but further that
they were all of them Knights Templar; they
had not only his esteemed friend R. Bell, the
M.N.C., but all three Past Commanders and
two Deputy Commanders. With such a staff of
officers he felt that success was certain if they
were only true to themselves in the principles of
the Order they had now inaugurated, and fully
relying on their aid, he would do his best for the
Glasgow Conclave, and so try to deserve the
honour now conferred on him.

Order, whose interest they all had so much at
heart, and as for his share in the day’s work, he
could assure them that it was at all times a plea-
sant duty for him to travel from the East to-
wards the West to impart light, and he had very
little doubt that before long he should be asked
to again accompany his friend C. Christie to
establish another conclave, so sure was he of
their rapid success. J. O. Pask gave *“The
Installing Officers ;” V.E. Sir ]J. B. Mercer re-
plied, giving a beautiful exposition of th: prin-
ciples of the Order.

FEdmund Locock as H.; Charles Mitchell Nes-
bitt, as J ; and seven others, for a Chapter to be
attached to the Lindsay Lodge, No. 712, Louth,
to be called “ The St. JTames' Chapter,” and to
meet at the Masonic Hall, Louth, Lincolnshire.

4th.  From Comps. Simeon Charles Hadley
as Z; Richard Peter Atkinsas H ; John Wil-
liam McIntosh Dosell as J.; and seven others,
for a Chapter to be attached to to the Constitu-
tional Lodge, No. 53, London, to be called
“ The Constitutional Chapter,” and to meet at
private rooms, Leytonstone, Essex.

With respect to a petition for another chapter,
the committee reported that they had also re-
ceived a petition from Comps. George D. Pochin
as Z.; Heywood Masters, as H.; Joseph C.
Gillman, as J.; and seven others, for a chapter to
be attached to the Architect Lodge, No. 13735,
Didsbury, to be called ¢ The Architect Chapter,’
and to meet at the Didsbury Hotel, Didsbury,
Lancashire. This petition was regular in form,
but inasmuch as the Lodge to which the Chapter
was proposed to be attached had not completad
three years of its existence, the Committee could
not recommend that the prayer thereof be granted
They, thercefore, referred the question of the
granting of this petition to the consideration of
Grand Chapter.

Comp. Savage advised that Grand Chapter
should not depart from its rule. If they granted
the prayer it would place Grand Chapter in a
dificulty, for it would be quoted hereafter as a
precedent for departing from their usual course.
As the Lodge had not been established three
years it could not have three Past Masters
to occupy the chairs of the three Principals. He
moved that the prayer be not granted

Comp F. Adlard seconded the motion.

Comp. H. Browse moved as an amendment
that the prayer be granted, but that the charter
should not issue for six months, by which time
the lodge would have completed its three years
of existence.

Comp. Havers enquired whether there was
precedent for such a course.

Comp. Hervey replied that there was no law
or practice for that course,

On a division the amendment was lost, and
the motion of Comp. Savage carried.

Comp. Hervey said he was sorry to announce
that Comp. W. Pultency Scott was absent on
account of illness, but that companion desired to
express his regret to Grand Chapter that he was
unable to be present.

Comp. Havers then said that with respect to
the next paragraph of the report the Committee
have further to lay before Grand Chapter a report
of the proceedings of the District Grand Chapter
of Bengal, on the 6th of November, 1873, and
beg to remit the whole question to Grand Chapter
for its consideration. It referred to a matter
which had on former occasions been before Grand
Chapter.  District Grand Superintendentsin the
colonies had beenin the habit of allowing chapters
to work pending the granting of charters by
Grand Chapter. 1n May, 1873, a resolution was
come to in Grand Chapter forbidding it; but
Comp. Locke, the acting District Grand Superin-
tendent of Bengal, had in June granted a dis-
pensation to the nine companions to form a
chapter called the Mayo Chapter. At that time
the resolution of Grand Chapter could not
have arrived there, and he therefore acted in
ignorance of the resolution.  When the resolu-
tion arrived there, he withdrew his permission.
He, however, subsequently looked into the patent
of the District Grand Superintendent, whose
lecum tenens he was, consulted with other coms

panions, and by their advice withdrew his pro-
hibition. ~ The case appeared to be clearly
against all the laws of Grand Chapter; but after
the most careful consideration he (Comp.
Havers) had given to the subject, he had come
to the conclusion that the whole of the proceed-
ings were right.  The resolution was come to by
Grand Chapter in May, but it was not confirmed
till August. The old law was not against Comp.
Locke. When he referred to the patent of
Comp. Sandeman, he foand he was authorized
and empowered by his own hand and seal to
grant to any nine known companions of the
Order, a dispensation for their holding Chapters
at certain times and places as he might find to
be most convenient. The new law was not
then passed; and the old one was not against
it; the constitutions provided for it, and the
patent aathorised it. The old patent was granted
in Comp. Gray Clarke’s time, as S.E; and it
was not likely that either he, Comp. W. H. White
who preceded him, put the power in the patent of
their own will.  The power was quite in accord-
ance with a known law of Grand Chapter, for
the patents were all engraved and printed.
Having read the whole of Comp. Locke’s report,
he must say how much he appreciated the
straightforward and manly conduct, the ability
and the perfect courtesy, together with the deter-
mination it exhibited on the part of that com-
panion to do his duty. A more exhaustive
report he had never read. He would propose
that the matter be referred to the Committee of
General Purposes, witl: directions to examine and
report upon,what changes, if any, it would be ad-
visable to make in the laws of Grand Chapter, to
the next meeting.

After a few words from Comps. Hamilton
and Sanderson, the motion was put and carried.

Comp. H. Browse then read the conclusion of
the report of the Committe of General Puarposes
as follows :—

The President having quitted the chair, it was
resolved unanimously that the best thanks of this
Committee are due, and are hereby most
fraternally oftered to Comp. W. Pulteney Scott,
President, for his constant attention to the busi-
ness of Royal Arch Masonry, and his courtesy
and kindness to all the members of the Com-
mittee during the last twelve months, and moved
that it be recorded on the minutes.

Comp. Adlard seconded it, and it was carried
unanimously.

The Committee of General Purposes for the
ensuing twelve months was then elected, and
Grand Chapter was closed,

It ought to be a matter of rejoicing to us all,
that, never was our executive more admirably
filled than now, or greater readiness evinced to
aftord information, or greater courtesy exhibited,
as we can personally testify, to cither applicants
for advice, or as the French say ° renseignements
We congratulate the Craft for
more than one reason on the appointment of the
Grand Ottieers for the present year.

the charities, but we have no doubt, that, before
his year of office has expired, he will have duly
qualified himself.

Bro. Okeover is a Life Governor of the Boys’
School.

Bro. J. Simpson, D.C.L., the Grand Chaplain,
has long been well-known as an active and ener-
getic Mason of the province of Cumberland and
Westmoreland, and is also a Life Governor of
the Boys’ School. He was initiated in No. 129,
Union Kendal, in 1865, and has filled various
Craft and Provincial offices.

The two Senior Grand Deacons are both well-
known and active Masons, and have equally
served the Craft in high positions, Bro. Rucker
as V.P. of the Board of General Purposes, and
Bro. Leith as D.D.G.M. of Bombay. Bio. Rucker
was initiated in No. 66, Grenadiers, in 1865,
and having fulfilled his’ lodge offices, was sub-
sequently Grand Steward. He is a Vice-
President of the three Masonic Charities.

Bro. J. Percy Leith was initiated in the Anti-
quity, No. 2, in 1563, and is a P.M. of the same;
and of 549, 1118, and 1359, has been a G.S.,
and is Vice-President of the Girls’ School, and is
Life Governor of the Boys’ School. He has
se:ved each as Steward three times.

The two Junior Grand Deacons are cqually
well-known in the Masonic world.

Bro. J. C. Parkinson was initiated into Free-
masonry in 1858, in the Universal Lodge, No.
181, Freemasons' Hall, London, of which lodge
he is now the Senior Past Master and “'Father,”
having passed the chair in 1862-3, after uniting
in the years 1860 and 1861 respectively, offices
rarely held namely Junior
and Senior Warden and Secretary, The centenary
jewel was granted to the Universal Lodge on its
one hundredth anniversary in 1868, and it
is now a Vice-Patron of the Boys' and Girls'

in conjunction,

Schools.

Bro. Parkinson is a Past Master of the
Bard of Avon Lodge, he being the first W.M,
of that lodge after its transfer from Stratford-
upon-Avon to Middlesex, on its resuscitation,
after the Stratford brethren had passed a resolu-
tion to resign their warrant into the hands eof
the Grand Secretary.

Bro. Parkinson is a member of the Prince
of Wales Lodge, No. 259, and W.M, of the St.
David's Lodge, Aberdare, Glamorganshire, be-
sides being Deputy Provincial Grand Master for
Middlesex, a Member of the Board of
General Purposes, and a Vice-Patron of the
three Masonic Charities. The oflice of Vice-
Patron owes its origin to Bro. Parkinson, who,
observing that the position of Vice-President
attracted many brethren, and that no further
rank awaited donorsof more than 5o guineas,
prought forward and carried an independent mo-
tion, in 1871, creating Vice-Patrons of the
Charities, and entitling every donor of 100 gui-
neas to that rank. The result has been a large
pecuniary gain to all three Institutions. On the
protracted illness of Bro. Patteu necessitating his
retirement from the office of Secretary to the
Freemasons' Girls’ School, Bro. Parkinson, in
bringing forward the motion for declaring the
office vacant, paid a handsome tribute to Bro.
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Patten’s services, and subsequently, by the active
part he played, as chairman of Bro. Robert
Wentworth Little's committee, did much to
secure the election of the present efficient Secre-
tary.

Bro. Parkinson is the author of several papers
on Freemasonry—notably an essay published by
the jate Charles Dickens in “All the Year
Round,’—and of an interesting volume, printed
for private circulation only, and entitled “ Shake-
speare a Freemason.”

Bro. C. W. C. Hutton was initiated in Burlington
Lodge, No. 96, in 1846. His jubilee as P.M,,
took place some two years back, and was kept
as a memorable celebration by this well-known
lodge. Bro. Hutton is vice-President of the
Boys' School, and Life Governor of the Girls’
School, and of the Royal Masonic Benevolent
Institution.

He filled the high office of Sheriff of the City
of London, in conjunction with Alderman
Cotton, now M.P.

His services as Sheriff were marked by much
geniality and liberality, as well as thorough
efficiency.

Bro. Simeon C. Hadley, assistant G.D.C. was
initiated in No. 55, Constitutional, in 1860. He
is P.M. of 55 and of go.

He is a Vice-Patron of the Giils' School and
the Benevolent Institution, and has served all
the charities as Steward on several occasions.

Bro. J. C. Collins, the Grand Sword Bearer,
was initiated in No. 468, Lodge of Light, in
1849, he is now P.G.P. for Warwickshire, and
is Vice-President of the Boys' School, and a
Life Governor of the Girls'.

‘We cannot couclude this article without con-
gratulating our good Bro. W. J. Hughan on the
distinction conferred rupon him by the G. M., in
giving him the rank of P:G.8.D., in recognition
of his many services to Masonic archzology.

We feel that the compliment redounds on him
who so Masonically ofters it, as much as on the
able brother who so properly. receives it.

We rejoice to see this open recognition of
Masonic literary efforts. as it will tend, we feel
persuaded, to encourage our brethren just in the
one point where they are somewhat deficient,
to think, and read, and study for themselyes.

THE ROYAL MASONIC INSTITUTION
FOR GIRLS.

We bhave perused with much interest the
report of this excellent Institution, dated March,
1874, as well as carcfully gone through its
balance sheet up to the close of 1873.

We think that a few remarks on the leading
features and figures of both may be acceptable
to our readers, and we have, therefore, put to-
gether for them, with some little care and study,
the following “resumé” ofythe actual work and
financial position of the Girls' School.

In the first place we congratulate the House
Committee onthe recent alterations andadditions,

which we feel certain will be entirely approved
of by the Craft at large.

There is in our Order, for many reasons, the
greatest interest in the Girls’ School, and any-
thing that can conduce to its efficiency. extend
its utility, or develop its educational value, is
pretty certain to receive the warm support and
unanimous approval of our Brotherhood. There
were on the gist of January, 1874, 130 girls
in the school, of whom six were admitted by
purchase, leaving 124 elected inmates.

Of these 130, the time of 13 expires in 1874,
but on the rith of April, 16 fresh candidates
were elected, leaving at the time of the festival
144 children in the institution, the whole accom-
modation now available being for 145.

The scholastic reports of the Girls’ School
seem very good indeed, and the amount of
needle work done by them in 1873 is very
remarkable.

We believe, that, we are not far wrong when
we say, that, the Girls' School is not only a
credit to our Order in every way, but may
challenge comparison with every similar institu-
tion in the country.

We believe it was Lady Skelmersdale, the
wife of the distinguished P.G.M. for West
Lancashire, who said, when she saw the girls
and the school, that she « felt proud of being the
wife of a Freemason,” and we, as an Order, may
gladly remember, that, we have such an Educa-
tional Institution to boast of, as that comely
building, and that admirably managed establish-
ment, which are open to the inspection of our
brethren daily, on St. John's Hill, Battersea Rise.

The financial pasition of the Girls’ School is
also very good and encouraging, though the
Committee have expended 472,766 in new build-
ings and improvements, and have added 15 to
the number of inmates. They appeal, without
fear, as they may fairly do, and safely do, to the
liberal aid, and warm sympathies of our
fraternity.

From all sources, as wecll from previous
balance, donations and subscriptions, and funded
property, the income of the society for the last
year amounted to the large sum of £12,566 r7s.
6d., while the actual expenditure was £r15,192
17s. §d., leaving an available ‘balance at the
bankers of £1,374 4s. 6d.

Thus, this year the balance is nearly #£2,000
less than last year, though this is accounted for
by the building expenditure of 42,766, before
alluded to, and by the purchase of 42,000 stock
at £1,855 5s.

The ordinary expenses of the institution seem
to run about £.4,4co0, in round numbers annually,
and the extraordinary to about 4700, making in
all an annual expenditure of over £5,000.

We must remember, that, this will be increased
this year, owing to the larger number of child-
ren, and we caunot therefore safely estimate
the expenditure required under all heads at less
than £35,500 for 1874. Now to meet this, the
institution has something like’:#£30,000, funded
property, exclusive of a sustentation fund of
about s£1000, but such an amount, is of course,
utterly inadequate to meet the wants of the insti~
tution.

We trust, that, these few remarks may interest
our brethren, and lead them to give their most

hearty support to the Girls' School, in order if
needs arise, still farther to angment its almost
unutterable value to those who are recipients of
its advantages, and to our now world-wide con--
fraternity. And, therefore, whenjwellook at the
financial position of the Girls’ School, and its re-
quirements to-day, we must not merely consider
the present, but we must carefully bear in mind
the future,

We may observe further, that, as far as we can
judge, such wants are likely to increase in the
future, not decrease, as one thing is patent, our
metropolitan charities must either meet the fast
increasing wants of the Order, or Provincial
Institutions are certain to arise and satisfy many
pressing local claims.

As a good deal has been said lately about the
support given by the Craft to our metropolitan
charities, we have put together carefully the fol-
lowing statistics from the Girls' School report.

One hundred and fifty London lodges con-
tribute’as Life Governors or annual subscribers,
twenty-seven Lodges of Instruction, fourteen
Chapters, and ten High Grade Bodies, and
Mark Lodges.

‘We may observe ““en passant ' 52 girls come
from London, of whom one is by purchase.

Five hundred and twenty-nine Provin.
cial Lodges contribute as Life Governors
or annually to the School, about 6o Provincial
Chapters, and 40 High Grade Bodies and Mark
Mason Lodges.

The provinces which have the largest number
of lodges subscribing are East Lancashire, West
Yorkshire, West and  Kent,
East Lancashire having 49, West Yorkshire, 39,
West Lancashire 23, and Kent, 33.

These figures suggest a good many considera-
tions, but one thing is quite clear, as we have
often said before, as regards the Girls' School,

Lancashire,

at any rate, the margin of non-subscribing
lodges is still far too large,

ROYAL MASONIC INSTITUTION FOR
BOYS.

The General Commiittee of this School met
on Saturday last, at the Board-room, Freemasons’
Hall, Bro. Joseph Taylor, V.P,, in the chair.
There was a larger attendance of brethren than
is ever witnessed, except at quarterly com-
munications, there being at least thirty brethren
present. Among them were Bros. Benj. Head,
Raynham W. Stewart, H. Browse, W. Roc-
buck, F. H. Ebsworth, G. Morris, Hyde Pullen,
W. Paas, Collard, Moutrie, F. Adlard, S. Rosen-
thal, Jesse Turner, John Symonds, H. Massey,
H. A. Dubois, L. Ruff, H. Young, Richard
Motion, Robert B. Webster, T. H. Kent, Benj.
Mallam, G. Plunckett, J. W. Dosell, George
Angold, Thomas Young, J. C. Dwarber, D.
Ramsey, Haig, and . Binckes, Secretary.

After the reading and confirmation of the
minutes of last meeting, and the reading of the
minutes of the house and audit committees,

Bre. John Symonds, Vice-Patron, rose to
bring on the motion, of which he gave notice at
last general committee, that on account of the
length and efficiency of the services of Bro. F.
Binckes, Secretary, his salary be raised s£50
a vear, to commence from 1st January last. In
doing so he said that at the last meeting of the
Gencral Committee he gave notice that he would
bring forward this maotion. It was entirely in
consequence of his own action at the committee
for the revision of the laws of the iastitution
that it became necessary to give any notice
at all. At that time the General Committee
had power to alter the salary of the officers
whenever they choose, without any notice what-
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ever, but the laws of the Royal Masonic Bene-
volent Institution required that such notice
should be given before any motion for an in-
tended change was made. He had thought it
best to assimilate the laws of this Institution in
this respect to those of the Benevolent Institution,
and he was sure that the more this matter was
considered the more they would feel that it was
the proper thing to do. In the motion he hadto
submit he had stated in his notice that the altera-
tion should be made in consideration of the
length and efficiency of Bro. Binckes's services.
Bro. Binckes had been their Secretary for thirteen
years, so that there really was length of service
in his case. In their own privale businesses, as
merchants, warehousemen, solicitors, or any
other line of business, the brethren remunerated
the services of those whom they had employed
for any long space of time, by giving them a
larger salary than they did servants who had been
with them but a short time. A body with which
he as well as his brother on his left {(Jesse Tur-
ner) was connected, the Corporation of London,
had adopted a plan by which there was a revision
of all salaries once every five years. Now, on
looking over the papers in Bro. Binckes's office he
found that the last time there was a revision of
Bro. Binckes's salary was in 186p, which was
just five years from the present time, though
when he gave notice of this motion he had not
that fact in mind, or any intention to assimilate
the Masonic Institutions to the Corporation. He
would call attention to the fact that in conse-
quence of the increasged cost of living the addi-
tional £50a year would really only bring up
Bro. Binckes's salary to what it was in 1869, so
far as regarded its purchasing power; and it was
hardly such an increase as it seemel at first

sight to be. The second fact he had mentioned
in his notice, the efficiency of Bro. Binckes's
services, would be acknowledged by everyone
who knew anything about that brother. At the
time when Bro. Thistelton was Secretary they

used to think a festival very favourable if they
could get f200. On  one  occasion
he (Bro. Symonds) remembered he said
to Bro. Thistleton, scratching his head at the
same time, that he thonght £8co was a very
small amount ; but that brother smiled blandly,
and said it was a good one, and that they had
not had such a sum before within his know-
ledge. Now, it was not very long ago that
£23,000 were announced at two successive
festivals ; that was ina great measure awing to
the exertions of Bro. Binckes. (Hear, hear).
He did not think he need dilate further upon the
subject ; it was nothing but absolutely just to

Bro. Binckes that after so long and cfliciently
serving the institution he should have this addi-
tion made to his salary. (Hear, hear.)

Bro. H. Browse, V.P., seconded the moation.
He had been one of those who had revised Bro.
Binckes's salary in 1869, when his commission
on the subscriptions, which it was at first
thought best to pay, was discontinued, and a
sum paid to him as salary in licu of commission.
This salary did not amount to nearly so much as
his income, when he was paid commission, and
it was now thought, after five years, that that
shounld be increased. (Hear, hear.)

Bro. Raynham W, Stewart, V.P.,, sapported
the proposition, on account not only of the length
of the service of Bro. Binckes, but also of its
cfficiency.  The brethren were told at the time
the payments to Bro. Binckes were revised that
his zeal and cnergy on behalf of the institution
would fall off. This had not been the casc at
all, as Bro. Binckes was as energetic and zealous
now as formerly. He was only sorry that Bro.
Symonds had not gone further in his motion,
and made the amount £100,

The motion was carried unanimously, and
anthority was given to sign the necessary
cheque.

Bro. Binches, who had been out of the room
during these proceedings, was then called in,
and informed by the Chairman of the result of
Bro. Symonds' motion,

Bro. Binckes said he felt it was always a very
delicate and ditHcult matier to speak of himsell,
but he hoped they would allow him in bricf,
though sincere words, to express his thanks to
the brethren for their too kind appreciation of

his services.  He need hardly say that he felt
very much the compliment paid to him; he felt
it perhaps the more deeply because the motion
carried with it in some way or other a mark of
approval of the manner in which he had endea-
voured to discharge his duties, and when the
Chairman said it was carried without opposition
that it greatly enhanced its value. If any
brethren had entertained a feeling not entirely
approving of what he had done, he hoped they
would live long enough to find he had done
right, and to give him credit in the meantime
for the most honest endeavour to do so. What-
ever might be their feclings it would make no
difference at all in the energy with which he
should continue to discharge his duties ; except
that would rather stimulate him to increased
exertion on behalf of the interests of the
institution.  He would repeat how deeply he
felt the kindness of the brethren in passing this
resolution, and would once again warmly thank
them for their kindness. (Hear, hear).

The brethren then adjourned, after passing a
vote of thanks to the Chairman.

ROYAL MASONIC INSTITUTION TFOR
GIRLS.

The General Committee held its usual mouthly
meeting on the goth ult, in the Library, Free-
masons’ Hall. Bro. Ben. Head, V.P., presided.
There were also present, Bros. Major Creaton,
H. Browse, H. C. Levander, A. T. Tattershall,
E. Clark, Griffiths, Smith, [. F. Peacock, R. B.
Webster, H. A. Dubois, H. Masscy, A. H. Dia-
per, Raynham W. Stewart, and Dr. Ramsay.
The sum of £1500 was ordered to be invested,
and Col. F. Burdett and Dr. Ramsay were
elected on the House Committee, in place of
Major Creaton, now Trustee, and Bro. George
Cox, deceased, Nominations were received for
the House and Audit Committees, and the bre-
thren then proceeded with the consideration of
petitions received since last meeting.  The coni-
mittee afterwards adjourned.

An emergency meeting of the Apollo Univer-
sity Lodge, No. 357, Oxfordshire, was held on
the 1st inst., for the purpose of initiating into
Masonry H.R.H. Prince Leopold, who is now
resident in Oxford.

MASONS' MARKS.
To the Editor of the Freemason.
Dear Sir and Brother,—

In Jooking over this amusing controversy,
Inote that, in my last communication, I made a
slight slip of the pen, by substituting “ equal ™" for
odd,” twice at the very least,

Curiously enough this mistake, unlike many
others, has no appreciable bearing on cither the
context of the sentence or the * points ” of my
argument. ’

There is no custom in operative Masonry,
there is no rule in speculative Masonry, which
demands or enforces, cither an equal or an un-
equal number of points.

Those who contend for any such rule or
custom betray an utter ignorance of the subject of
which they profess to expound, with the “dictum”
of a skilled Master, the leading principles.

I should not have intervened in this discus-
sion at all, as Bro. W. J. Hughan is quite able
to encounter Bro. C. 1. Paton, on any ground,
but that, I was amused with the startling auda-
city with which Bro. Paton propounded gravely
the ridiculous dogma, that, the double triangle
could not be a Masonic Mark because it had an
even number of points.

Having studied the question many years, in all
its bearings, and having had the advantage of
listening to the lectures, and sharing in the re-
searches of our lamented and able Bro. E. W,
Shaw, who was most truly “facile princeps’ in
all questions anent Masons’ Marks, having
made by hard and persevering labour the largest
collection extant, I felt that I could not allow
Bro. C. I. Paton to come out, like the “jay in
borrowed plumage’ and assert, what I know to
be archzologically incorrect and historically
untrue.

The fact is, that Bro. C. L. Paton, like a good
many other people now a days, not having studied

the question profoundly “ab origine,” seems to
think that, if he will only boldly assert or senten-
tiously put forth, some very novel and startling
view, everybody else must “ vail his bonnet,”
and go to the wall!

Now I have always contended, and always in-
tend to contend, as long as discussion is permitted
and intellect is free, that “ cateris paribus,” we
are all also equally competent to form an
opinion and to express it.

If persons indeed propound untenable theories,
merely for the idle purpose of controversy or
sensation ; if they rush into print on the slightest
provocation ; if they will argue where they have
not studied, and adduce second hand authority,
when they shoald have verified their refer-
ences, they must not be surprised if in the melée
of our Masonic criticism, they sometimes get
rather roughly handled, unhorsed fron: their in-
fantine hobbies, and comfortably rolled over on
the ground.

Their fall will do them no harm, if it teaches
them alittle less egotism, alittle less looseness of
assertion, and if it renders them a little more
tolerant and more respectful of the words and
statements of others, who really do understand
what they write about, and who actually, too,
have thought out for themselves, relying on no
second-hand *“data,” what in their desire to
diffuse Masonic information, and to advance
Masonic archxcology, they seck to impart to
others.

The question of the “ Marks ™ is one of the
most abstruse, and yet one of the most interest-
ing, of the whole range of subjects which fall
under Masonic discussion.

It cannot be decided off-hand by any one, who
on a most superficial acquaintance with the
subject, and on an utterly rotten foundation, at-
tempts to build up a showy but viciously planned
and censtructed edifice.

Many people, too, confuse the merely opera-
tive period of Masons’ Matks with the purely
speculative,

Learned men are not by any means agreed
yet what Masons’ Marks are in themselves,
whether corporate or personal, whether mystical
or purely tokens of Craft Jabour and convenience,
but in discussing the question of Marks at all,
to limit the discussion to the speculative period,
is as reasonable as to play Hamlet, omitting the
part of the chivalrous Prince.

I say all this by way of warning, all Masonic
discussions having been next to nigh impos.
sible hitherto, because they have always
drifted into personalities.

We scem to be doing the same, even about
 Marks.”

But those who, like myself, look at the ques-
tion, after many years study, purely from an
archeeological, and not from a personal point of
view atall, we cannot allow any onc to use
such uncourteous and unmasonic langnage as Bro.
Paton thought well to use in writing about Bro.
Buchan and myself, though we have nothing in
common, that we did not know what we were
talking about, that we only displayed our ignor-
ance, &c., and several other equally choice ex-
pressions,

Coming from Bro. C. I. Paton, this was a
little too bad, as all I had done, my only oftence,
had been to point out that this view of the
necessity of odd points was an utter absurdity,
that there was no warrant for it to be found any-
where, at any period, either in speculative or
operative Masonry, and that the double triangle
was a Masonic operative mark, though Bro.
Paton did not seem to know it.  Ireferred him
to Laurie and to Lyon to refute his own ill-
judged and hasty assertion.

And so T leave the question, having thought
well to admit a slight error, and to restate my
own position more carcfully to-day.
