Matier withdrew his proposition , and gave notice ol
motion for ihe October Quarterl y Court to alttr the
rule.

Bro. J. A. Birch gave notice of motion for October that
the election of Secretary of the Institution should take
place by proxy instead of personally.

Bro. George Plucknett was re-elected Treasurer of the
Institution.

The General Committee was rr-elecrcd , and Bro. C. 11.
McKay was elected to fill the place of the late Bro. Jesse
Turner on that Committee.

The Scrutineers of Votes were then chosen, and the
brethre n proccedcel to the election of sixteen boys out of
an approved list of sixty-ei g ht candidates for the benefits
t.f the Institution.

After the minutes had been read ,
Bro. J. A. Birch said there was an alteration in the rules

which the brethren in the provinces certainly thought
might have been made with advantage to the Institution.
The provinc ial brethren believed that voting for the Secre-
tary of the Institution might be allowed to be conducted
by proxies instead of as at present in person. If provincial
brethren now wished to vote for Secretary they had to
come 'up to London, probably at ari expense of £3 or £6,
otherwise they were powerless to vote. They could vote
by proxy for candidates for the Schools or the Aged Insti-
tution , and it seemed to him and numerous other provin-
cial brethren that the same privilege might be extended to
voting for Secretary.

'The Chairman said the attention of the Committee for
altering the rules had been directed to this subject , and
they thought that the law should remain as it was. Bro.
Birch's proposition not being a new matter it was com-
petent for him now to move upon it.

Bro. Birch said he should be very glad to make a
motion on the subject. The voting for Secretary was reall y
now in the hands of the London brethren.

Bro. Thomas W. White said that thoug h this was not a
new matter , he must submit that the present was a melt-
ing for the confirmation of the laws as altered, and he
could not see how Bro. Birch's motion could be brought
on without notice.

Bro. Woodford also drew attention to the question ot
seven years and seven consecutive years.

The Chairman , after conferrinj with the Grand
Reg istrar, said that all that could be legally done at
the present meeting in this respect was that Bro. Birch
might move that the part of the laws that he objected to
be not confirmed. With regard to seven years the Chair-
man said the matter would be settled on Monday.

Bro. Birch said he would move then to strike out the
word " present " in Rule 73.

Bro. Thos. W. White said if this word was struck out it
would leave the wording exactly as it had been in the old
law.

Bro. Mclntyrc said, that being so, the old law would be
reviied. Bro. Birch might give notice of motion to alter
the bye-laws at next Quarterl y Court , or he mi ght move
for a Committee to revise that particular law.

Bro. J. A. Birch said he would give notice of motion
for the Court in October.

The minutes of last Quarterl y Court were then put to
the meeting and confirmed.

Bro. Mclntyrc, G.R., proposed that Col. Creaton , Grand
Treasurer elect , be elected Treasurer of this Institution.

FREEMASONRY AT HOME.

If it be true, as we have endeavoured to point
out in two preceding articles, that Freemasonry
in what it does do, and what it does not do above
all , has ever human happ iness as its aim , and
human well-being as its end , surel y, we should
be disposed to think , it must be highl y appreci-
ated among men. And yet , strange to say, for it
is a paradox per se, this friendly, useful , and
beneficent fraternity, for it is all this and even
more than this, has had countless attacks to meet,
and numerous and bitter foes to contend with .
It has been assailed by ridicule and by obloquy,
it has been menaced by spiritual excommunica-
tions and temporal condemnation ; it has been
for a time silenced , suppressed , and supposed to
be extinguished under some unwise Governments
in various parts of the world , and ; even at this
hour , the opinions of the outer world seem curi-
ously interming led , whether of admiration or
detraction , approval or disapproval , sympathy or
sarcasm, respect or ridicule. Why is this ? What
has Freemasonry done to disentitle it to fair play
and equitable treatment , to the consideration of
the tolerant and the approbation of the just ? The
truth is, and we will say it all at once, and once
for all , the divided state of publ ic opinion is due
to the perseverance of mali gnant calumny, ori gi-
nal l y set on foot by the Jesuits and tho Ultra-
montane party in the Church of Rome. It is
more than possible , indeed , we think , and on no
li ght evidence , that the Jesuits, with their worldl y
acumen , soug ht at one time to make use of the
secret organization of Freemasonry to further
their own political or religious views. According
to the strict ideas of some Roman Catholic
writers there have not been a few '' heretics " even
amongst the Jesuits themselves, and it is just
possible that towards the end of the last century ,
for instance, when all society and all authority
weie decomposed and decomposing, that as-
tute and secret sodality may have thoug ht
that they could turn Freemasonry to their own
aims and their cwn benefit. But if so, this
endeavour did not last long, and the earliest con-
demnation of Freemasonry, in 173 S, procured
by the Jesuits, probabl y represents their official,
and latest , and deliberate views on the subject .
Hence, their great object always has been to con-
found Freemasonry with revolution , and to
repiesent FYeemasonry as a destructive secret
politi cal society. In the earliest Bull of Clement ,
indeed , another ground is taken , namel y, the
pernicious fact that Roman Catholics and Pro-
testants meet together—horrible ac t !—but  the
uniform tenor of all subsequent Roman Catholic
anathemata and allocutions , and Bulls and
Briefs, has been to confound Freemasonry with
Fenianism , and the Carbonari , and other secret
political societies, or rather to put them all , as we
say, "in a lump together on one level. In
Great Britain , America, and the Canadas , and
Germany, Sweden , Denmark , and Holland , any
such charge was quite unfounded , as
many Roman Catholics know and admit—
though we are obliged in fairness to confess that
in Germany latterl y some unwise individual
utterances have been heard , proclaiming, with
much egotism, that Freemason ry was simply an
opposition to Roman Catholicism—a very great
mistake in every respect. Still the old slander
has been handed on, and it has even grown in
younger and unskilful  hands, unti l  Freemasons
are accused of all revolutions, of king-murder , of
violence, turbulence , anarch y ; of being the hid-
den cause cf all the national tumults of past
years or to-day. Anything more ridiculous or
more false as a matter of history never has been
promulgated on fallible or even infallible autho-
rity. With the " Illuminati ," for instance, with
whom Freemasons have been often , and still are,
confounded by Roman Catholic authorities ,
they have had nothing whatever to do in any
measure. The I l luminat i  were founded by
Wcisnaupt , a Roman Catholic and a Jesuit , on
the system of Freemasonry, it is true , he being
a Freemason , thoug h not when , it is curious to

note, he founded his Order , and it is more than
doubtful whether in what he did he was not fol-
lowing the ' dicta " of countless leading Jesuit
teachers , by whom revolution and king killing,
and disobedience to rational laws , and anarchi-
cinl and anti-social princi ples, have been openl y
expressed and carefull y mani pulated. Thus the
prej udice , such as it is, lingering against Freema-
sonry in the world , rests, as such prejudices
mostly do, on open or anonymous slander, and
may well at once be dismissed for ever by the
thoughtful , the studious , and the equitable. If
any one asks of us to-day " what is Freemasonry,
and what does it do r " we reply at once " Si
quccris circumsp icc." Tlv^re is no human
society in Great Britain which, with limited
numbers and not very wealthy members, is doing
as much as Freemasonry does do for genuine
charity, for the miti gation of the sorrows,
the woes, the trials of humanity, for li ghtening
the burdens of this earthl y pil grimage , in rever-
ence for God and in love for man. And here
we slop to-day.

MASONIC LITERATURE.

Often as we use these words , and often as wc
have used them in the Freemason , we never
touch upon the subject without some misgiving
and much reluctanc e, and the reason is obvious.
Our worth y brethren , excellent in many ways
and capacities , zealous , earnest, undaunted , and
untiring, do not yet quite  see, for some reason or
other , the need , utility , and advantage of Masonic
literature—in itself and by itself—whether for
themselves in particular , or Freemasonry in gene-
ral. True it is tha t  there is Masonic literature ,
and we will add " and Masonic literature ," and ,
that , desp ite apath y and forgetfulness, " caterers"
are still to be fouud to'supply a " pabulum " for
the Masonic mind , regularly, carefull y, and effec-
tively. But yet , alas ! what is the record and
result of most Masonic literary ventures, but
this—loss , failure , breaking down ? In both
hemispheres the cry is " still they come, ' and
above all , "still they fail." Goodl y argosies, well
frei ghted too, founder in the great ocean of Ma-
sonic indifference, and are heard of no more.
Pale ghosts of departed "weeklies " and "serials"
seem to haunt us still , reminding us that they
have been once amongst us in the " body," but
are now " disembodied " with a vengeance. And
why is this , we repeat once more ? We fear
there is but one answer—our Masonic public
wants "educating," not , indeed , in the vul gar
necessities cf the three " R.'s," but as to the high
importance and value, and light imparted by
" Masonic literature. " As a rule, we fear , the
less profound artistic and resthetic level of
Masonic literature is preferred , which deals with
the " menu " and the "songs," which sets
up elaborate " summonses " and deftl y de-
corated invitations as the " summum bonum "
of Masonic literary taste and power. If a few
of the old "stock books " are soug ht for anil
read , that is all , and , desp ite the changes of time,
the advance of criticism , and the discoveries of
archaeology, wc fear the majority of our Order
remain perpetuall y indifferent to the lucubrations
of the Masonic anti quarian , or the pages of the
Masonic histori an. Of course wc are not insen-
sible to the pre valence of the old Masonic hos-
tility to all publications, and thoug h we admit ,
promptl y, that there may be over publication ,
we have yet to learn why Freemasonry, so rich
in its legends and its traditions , its quaint customs,
and its remarkable symbolism , is to be without
a literature at all , and to be alone in the world ,
so to say, without any exposition either of it eso-
teric tokens or its esoteric formulae. We trust
sincerel y that better days are yet in store for
Masonic literature , and that the many thousand
works , not all of course of the same value , which
have been issued by Masonic writers since J / 3.3>
may be more studied by the " coining Freema-
sons' than they have been , we apprehend , by their
worth y predecessors. Our publisher has lately
issued two literary efforts which call for the
thanks of Masonic students, and the support or
intelli gent and reading Masons, and deserve a
place in all lodge libraries ,be these many or be these
few. The one is a catalogue of Masonic books,
which will be excessivel y usefu l to Masonic col-
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lectors, and as the forerunner of a later and larger
one seems to point, let us trust, to Masonic
studies and literary interest. The other is Vol.
I. of a Masonic Archaeological Library, which con-
tains the Book of Constitu'ions of 1723, and the
Wilson MS. The work is beautifull y printed ,
and is a fitting commencement of a usefu l Ma-
sonic archaeol og ical libra ry. la America , where
Masonic archreology has more votaries than in
Great Britain , these works will , we know, meet
with much sympath y and approval as steps in a
right direction , and we hope that we may see in
them, as the Editor of Vol I. of the Masonic
Archaeology Library states in his preface, " ausp i-
ciuni melioris ccvi," the promise that is of "that
good time coming," of which Mackay writes,
alike for men and for Masons.

PROVINCIAL EDUCATI ONAL
ASSOCIATIONS.

We publish t lscwhere a scheme, originating
in West Yorkshire , for the formation of a local
benevolent effort, somewhat on the system of
the Lancashire and Cheshire Associations , to
asssist the education of indi gent children of
Freemasons in that province. A somewhat simi-
lar society, with similar aims, also exists at Leeds.
We are glad to note and announce these propo-
sals, because though they do not go as far as we
could wish , they yet are good as far as they do
go. In our op inion the time has come when the
provinces should seek to have what  the French
call " Succursales ," or subsidiary inst i tut ion s , to
our great central Educational Chari t ie s .  There
can be no possible reason why one system of
education , even the same bouks , mi g ht  not be
used among all the Educational Institution *, and
as they would al! lead up to the gnat  central
Schools, a qualif y ing examina t ion  mi ght will be
added to the election by subscribers as at present.
Supposing, for instance, that West York shire had
a preliminary school of its own , its children who
go to the central Schools might be there from 12
to 15, and 12 to 16, respectivel y, and the younger
provincial children would be provided for in a
provincial school , and the London juveniles in
a London school kept up by the London breth-
ren alone. There arc some few obstacles in the
way, no doubt , but none which mi ght not be got
over by patience and perseverance. There is no
difficulty, for instance, as Dr. Morris and Miss
Davis could tell our readers , in having one sys-
tem of education for g irls and boys all over the
country, and it is just possible lhat we have in this
fact the practicabilit y of carry ing out Bro. Clabon 's
view of bursaries or scholarshi ps. The one
great hindrance in the way of Bro.Clabon 's bene-
volent scheme is, that whereas the Benevo-
lent Fund is the contribution of the whole Craft ,
and meant for general benevole .-ice, the proposal
to alienate a portion of it to the Schools
seems to savour to some of limited
and special purposes , antagonistic to its
avowed object. But if there were alike pro-
vincial and metropolitan " Bursaries " this ob-
jection would be met, and much good to Masonry
would accrue. Do any of us think that our
Educational Institutions with our growing order
can stand where they are now , taking into con-
sideration our app lications for admission and the
wear and tear of life r Any such idea is in our
opinion a mistake. We must , while the sun
shines, look out for increased wants and accu-
mulated claims, and having " put our hands to
the plough," let us not " look back " or " weary
by the way," but resolutely set ourselves to the
work of carry ing on , develop ing, and perfecting
Institutions so honourabl e to our Order , so
blessed for the young, and so hel pful to hu-
manity.

THE LONDON MAS ONIC CHA RITY
ASSOCIATION.

We have reason to believe that at the last
Sections this much needed association has done
good service to many poor candidates. The recent
flection has been a very difficult one to contest ,for various reasons, and is probably an omen of
what each suceeedingjelection must be. Indeed ,
>ri this fact alone is an apology to be found , if
apology be needed with any, for the formation

of an organization so friendl y to our great Chari-
ties , and so helpful to poor candidates. We
await the official report , which will go into de-
tails , and probab l y touch both on the " modus
operandi " and the serious difficulties which
arise from a keen and earnest competition for
the benefits, many and great , of our admirable
Institutions. We understand that at the next
meeting of.the Committee several new members
will b-i proposed.

ANCIENT AND ACCEPTED RITE.
To Ike Editor of Ihe " Freemason. "

Dear Sir and Brother ,—
As 1 did not write for "An Outsider ," who is not

a member of the Ancient anil Accepted Site, I do not see
wh y he-should trouble himself about my tone ; neverthe-
less, I have no special fault to find with his views , unless it
be lhat they arc .«i igularl y onesided for a disinterested
person. M y views of Masoniy are, to say the least , as
impaitial as his own. I have no wish to say anything
that may annoy " An Outsider ," but I do not see how he
can comp lain , if a society which has so little respect for
the opinion of others occasionally receives a little in ex-
change of its own Billingsgate commodity.

My lelter , I mu 3t remind your correspondent , was
written in view of one signed " Maitland ," which appeared
in jour  impression of the 28th ult. I recognise the hand
as that of a gentleman of good education and position ,
who was introduced to me by one of the Soverei gn Grand
Inspector Generals of the Ancient and Accepted Rite for
Canada. In the aforesaid letter he writes that the Mait-
iand brethre n " were railed ' prosli iuters of Masonry, ' and
de tiers of the powers th *t  be , ' traffickers in degrees.'
. . . . l'erj- .iry was plainl y intimated , and swindling,
if not worse, hinte d at." Now , whoever was the author
ol such a vile a fa  k is of very little consiiiaencc , because
I elu not wish to make such unp leasmt matt  rsa personal
a f f i i r  apar t  fro 11 the Rite , and in this I th ink  I act more
Masonicall y th an  if I sought out and attacked the indi-
vidual , lt is enoug h f.<r me that  the Ancient and Accepted
Rite has no authority outsiele ils own numbers. Such
language is , therefore , a mad conceit , and "An Outsider "
is quite intelligent enough to see my comparison without
my attempting lo point it out more clearly, which would
only add in his eyes to my offence. It is enough to know
that the brethren attacked are quite as honourable as those
who attack , and that is say ing but little.

As " An Outsider" is not a member of the Ancient and
Accepted Rite, 1 do not see how he is competent to 'lis-
cu-s the question of the legality of the Eng lish Supreme
Council of the Ancient and Accepted Rite, and 1 think
the Canadian discussion of the subject is in good hands.
As it can only be resolved favourabl y to his views by
showing that neither oaths or laws or anyth ing  else are
binding, it woulel be impos sible to consider it without  im-
plications. Moreover, I elo not sec any good in a discussion
between a brother who can know nothing with ceitainty
about the question , and one who (whilst his own op inions
are respected) cares nothing about it.

As to An Outsider s gratuitous and partial attack
upon that " ridiculous Rite of Memp his " (his words), by
which (in view of the opening part of his letter) I am sure
that he can mean no offence , I will answer him by a little
of candid and open information , by which doubtless I shall
bring upon the members the wrath of every man of the
Ancient and Accepted Rite, to be followed elsewhere by
special acts of annoyance. As man is purif ied by suffering,
the Rite will be purged by annoyance. The first 20 degrees
of the " ridiculous Rite of Memp his " are a selection of the
33 ceremonies ot the Ancient and Accepted Rite,
but deprived of their erroneous history , and with its titles
of Sovereign Princes, Princes , Pontiffs , tec, reduced to
simple kni ghthood ; its next ten ceremonies are schools for
the consideration of the ancient reli gions , and deducing
therefrom the doctrine of immortality of the human soul
and the fatherhood of God and brotherhood of man , the
same being applied to the first Three Degices of Masonry.
If " An Ojtsider "can find anything ridiculous in this I
regret his position , for he had better have never been born.
One title to which objection may be taken is " Prince Ma-
son ," which is the Thirty-second Degree , and presiding
officer of the chapters , senates , and council , but the Eng-
lish brethren did not consider themselves entitled to make
a change in the general nomenclature.

There is a good and proper feeling in "An Outsidei 's "
letter , for which I thank him , and I regret that he has
destroyed it s value by the tone ejf a partisan.

It Mr. Oldbuek' s view be correct ,
that the " Doctors live by our diseases , the lawyers by our
quarrels , and the clergy by our sins ," doctors would see m
to be a necessity of this mor ta l  state of existence. Wc
remember of old time, those who habituall y studied " Uu-
chan 's Domestic Medieine ," anel " Uuchantcrs ," as they
were called , they generall y made themselves ill , anel every-
body else ill , including the s e n E r t  1 about them.

That do what we will , we cannot do
without a doctor , wc venture to believe here, though , cer-
tainl y, if such a state of things could be realized in this
sublunary'scene, Bro. Dr. Greenway will have elone a
good deal to heralel its approach , and pave the way for its
success. So all who object to tloctor's prescriptions,
tec, tec, may look to Bro. Dr. Greenway for the promise
of more auspicious day s, and less " mcdicinalized "
hours .

In this little book , which seems to have been prepared
with great care, wc have a comp lete collection eif the law
i'f weights anel measures, with the decisions of Ihe Courts
on various points connected with it , and the cases in which
the questions have been raised. The bonk is not only neces-
sary for the table of Justice s of the Peace , anel the autho-
rities who are called on to adjudic ate in the numerous
weights and measures cases which come before them , but
will be a valuable hel p to inspectors of weights and mea-
sures, and may also very profitabl y be nail by those
tradesmen who at present do not appear to be quiet cogni-
sant of what constitutes a pound or pint.

THE LODGE OF ANTIQUITY , NO. 2.
1 have been aware for severa l years of the fact noted by

" Anti quity " in the Freemason oi the 121I1 inst., having a
copy of the calendar containing a list of the erasures and
Unions for the year 1794, and I have pointed this out more
than once. The lod ge called the " I l u o d i m " was con-
stitute d in 1 790 by the  "Moderns ," seion af'.er which
Preston and his fiiends were re instated by the  Grand Lodge
(2n d May, 1790), the warrant ha \ ing  been obtained " to
empower the companions of Ihe Order uf Harodim to meet
as a regular lod ge of Masonry." Us number was 467 as
altered on 18th A pril , 1792 , but its existence was indeed
biiif .  During its continuance , the funds  of the Lodge
and of the Chapter of Harodim were united for mutual
goo ) , and especiall y to promote the latter. Bro. R. F.
Gould , the author  of " The Four Old Lodges " (now in
press), thus writes at page 6 : " lu 171) 4 it absorbed the
Harodim , No. 467, constituted March 25th , 1 790."
I have had the pleasure uf examin ing  som« of the first
sheets of tile "Four Old Lodges " in which this statement
occurs , and antici pate much p leasure in reading the com-
p lete work shortl y. In the Masonic hch clic for 18 78, and
pr inted by Bro. G. I I .Rarncy  in a most excellent manner ,
we have had the laws oi the " Order e.f Harodim " le-
piintcd of 17 87, and in the Rosicruc ian ( then edited by our
lamented Bro. R. W. Little) for Oct., |S ;I> , will be femnil
the revised laws for the same Order of 1 790, anil the bye-
law s of the " 1 laroelim Lodge ," referred to by our Bro.
" Anl i quity, " of 1790 (dateel 91I1 Dee., 1 790). As the
chief members of the Grand Chapter of Harodim were
members of the branch of the " Lod ge of Ant i qui ty " which
for a few years met under  t i le  win.; of the •' Grand  Lodge
of all Eng land"  held at York , and sub sequ ent l y r e turned
lu the i r  alleg iance as members  of the " Moderns ," l. -indon ,
any lads relat ing tu this  ij i t i r es t ing  subjeil are uf value ,
and thoug h those slated by " A n t i qu i t y  " are not new lo
us Masonic -.j tut 'iii t-.:, we (eel sure that 011 pursu ing  his
riseaiebes be wil l  f ind  many  addit ional  items of interest

if he has access to the old records of that ancient lod ge.
I have been antici pating information about the Lodge of
Anliquity from the Deputy Master of H.R.H. Piiuce
Leopold , viz., Bro. the Rev. A. F. A. Woodford , M.A.,
who has many times before now " struck li ght " where
formerl y was darkness, and I trust will do so many times
more.

Hug han's criticism of the list (1738) published by
me in the current number  of the Mason'c Magazine , in-
vites more remark than is possible under existing circum-
stances , the bulk of my lod ge lists for the past century
being now in the hands of the printer ; and no one knoA- s
better than the esteemed author of the Masonic Rigister
the difficulty of explaining in detail the discrepancies of
successive calendars without all one's memoranda to re-
fer to.

I think , however, I can answer the emeries to Bio.
Hughan s satisfaction , though I must refer general readers
to my lists of the eighteenth century , which , embod ying
the full descri ptions of more than three thousand lod ges,
will be shoitly bifore the Craft. Old 08 and G9 in the
1738 list (Masonic Magazine) are at present "Strong
Man " and " Medina " respectivel y. The lod ge at New-
castlc-on-Tyne (p. 437 Masonic Mngaz ne) is the present
Lodge of Industry, Gateshead. This connection is at
first vitw very confusing, the natural infe rence being that ,
as per engraver! lists there was a lodge at Gateshead in
1133, the present Gateshead Lodge, also dating from 1735;
is identical therewith.

The notes, however , to my reprint of the 1740 list , show
that the lodge numbered 127 on that list , meeting at the
Fountain , Gateshead , and constituted Sth Marc h , 1735
(veall y 173 6: see Masonic Ma gaz ine , page 437), was
erased 1 71I1 Nov., 17 60, and again on 2 7th Jan., 17 68,
also, the engraved list of 177 S has the following :—

(ii , Loelge eif Industry,  constituted June 24th , I 7 ? v
This date corresponds with tae period of establishment
placed against the Newcastle L >dge in all editions of the
engraved lists , and if liro. Hug han refers to the sime
numbe r (di )  in his own list for 1 774, which he was kind
enoug h to lend me some months since (the list for that
year being absent from the collection in the library of
Grand Lod ge), lie will find " No. (ii , Masons' Arms ,
Swalwall , mar Ncwcaslle-ou-Tvne."

Wheeler , W.M., Yarrowee Lodge,
proposed " The Health of the W.M., Bro. Kenned y,"
remarking as he did so that the Orion Loelge had shown
gieat discernment in choosing so able a Mason to preside
over it. Bro Kenned y rep lied eloquently. During the
evening that brother was fuquentl y applauded . Bro.
Hamilton , W.M. (Buniuyong),  then proposed " The
Health of the Ins ta l l ing Maste r, Bro. Kell y," and com-
plimented him upon his zeal as a Mason , and the way in
which he had perfoinn-d his dunes that evening. In
rep lying,  Bro. Kell y dwelt historicall y and classicall y on
the anli quity anil excellency of Freemasonry. The fol-
lowing is an cxtrait from that brother 's eloquent ora-
tion :—" What a vast field of thoug ht does thn placing of
our W.M. in the ancient chair of King Solomon open up
to us. It points out Masonry as liie line of union between
the civilised countries of every age and of every clime.
Il is the onl y inst i tut ion that connects us will i  ihe sages
of anli quity.  It has f requent l y been asked , whence did
Freemasonry take its rise ? but that question is not so
easil y answered , because il has been anterior to the age
of history, and contemporary with , if not preceding, civi-
lisation itself. Some d ite its ori g in from the building of
ihe Hol y Temple at J e r u s i l e m  by King Solomon , but
thoug h that  may be an epoch ill ils hist ory, it no more
m a i k s its ori gin than liie Grand Maslcishi p uf St. John
the Ewiiigelie- t , »r of H.H.H.  the Prince of Wales. Cen-
turies before  l i ie building ut King Solomon 's temp le, when

the Golden Fleece was watched by the sleepless elragon ,
when Priam rei gned at Troy, Freemasonry flourished.
The legend of the Golden Fleece is regarded as a lively
fancy, the very existence of Troy has been questioned ,
and Jerusalem is only known from its sacral connections.
Still Freemasonry flourishes full of life and vigour. Our
greatest and most venerable institutions are but of yester-
day when compared to it . Freemasonry was an ancient
institution when the first Pope was placed in the chair of
St. Peter, when the first King sat on the throne of
Eng land , when democracy was rocked in its cradle at
Athens. It saw the growth and decay oi all the great.
States, of the past , from Nineveh to Venice ; it saw the
founders of Rome suck the wolf on the banks uf the Tiber;
it saw the same Rome as mistress of the world , with
Greece and Judea , Egypt and England , as Roman pro-
vinces pay ing tribute to the Ciesars ; it now seis it as the
decorateel tombstone of its buried greatness. Other
institutions have occupied human attention for a short
time. Freemasonry has seen them all come anil go. It
saw the Mag i pe iform their rites at Memp his, heard the
Del phic oracle mystif y its votaries , witnessed the age of
chivalry pass through the south and west of Europe as a
brilliant meteor. Their very existence is now onl y known
to the historian , yet Freemasonry flourishes throughout
every part eif the globe. Wh y ? Simpl y because of the
solidity of its founelation. It is founded , not on the
gratification of the passions, not on the promotion of self-
interest , not even on the achievement of ambition , but
on the practice of every moral and social virtue. Those
excellent precepts which arc taught in a Mason's lodge
must leave some impressions on the minds of its members,
and though they may be sometimes disregarded , can
never be entirel y forgotten. I do not go as laras to say
that they can alter Luman nature , and change a depraved
and worthless person into an honourable man , but I do
say they restrain the evil prosperities of the tvicked , and
call into action the virtues of the good. They sup-
ply us with fortitude to withstand the pleasant allurement
of vice, and teach us not only to moderate our passions,
but to be temperate in our conversations and our very
thoug hts. And I have no eloubt that so long as Free-
masons place men like Bro. Kennedy in their chairs
Masonry will continue to flourish throughout every pa rt
of the globe, and be influential in dispensing the beauties
of virtue and lessening the aggregate of human misery
and vice." The annual installation took place on 13th
December at St. John 's Lod ge, 42 7, I.C., ' the Imme-
diate P.M., Bro. Herbert , being the Installing Master .
'I he new officers are Bros. J. Showman , W.M. ; II.
Hun t , S. W.; Lawson , J.w!; B. Paton , Secretary ;
Martin , Treasurer ; Leggo, S.D. ; Proctor , J.D. ;
Hernial) , I.G. ; and Morga n , Ty ler. The lodge
was exceeding ly well attended. The Installing
Masui 's work was faultlessly elone. The Masonic
Anthem was very finel y sung. Among the visi-
tors to the lod ge were Bros. Baker, D.P.G.M. ;
Small , P.P.G.S. W.; Finlayson , P.D.G.J .W. ; Scott ,
R.W. D.J.; Robertson , P.P.G.D.C ; Wheeler , W.M., and
and Little , P.M., eif the Yarrowee Loel ge; Kenned y,W.M.,
Kell y, P.M., Babington , P.M., A. Wilson , W.M., and
Hart , P.M., Havilah Lod ge, Creswick ; S. Batson , P.M.,
Weickhardt , and Everharelt , All Nations Lodge, Clunes ;

About
eighty brethren sat down to an excellent banquet. Several
toasts were eloquentl y given and responded to.

W. G. Bri ghte n ,
P.M. No. 144, Grand Superintendent of Works, and Prov.
Grand Secretary for Middlesex and Surrey. Prior , how-
ever, to the consecration of the lod ge, Bro. Brighten
advanced Bro. Sir Charles James Palmer to the Mark
Degree, for which purpose a special dispensation from
Grand Mark Lodge v.as granted.

The brethren present at the consecration were Bros.
W. W. B. Beach , M.P., Past Grand Mark Master;  Col.
W. Wigginton , A. Tisley, Charles Horsley, T. R. Rich-
nell , J. N. Rogers, F. H. Cozens, Don. M. Dewar, J. W.
Baldwin , A. H. Hubbard , E. Hopwooel , Dr. E. Passawer,
H. C. Levander , and H. Massey (Freemason).

The consecration was appointed for the 7th April , on
account of that day being the birthday of Bro. His Royal
Hi ghness Prince Leopold , who, in addition to granting
peimission for the lodge to bear his name, most giaciously
per-mitted the lodge to use his crest and arms upon the
summonses, jewels, and lodge banner, and having further
conferred upon the lodge the distinguished honour of en-
rolling his name as its first honorary member.

After the lodge had been formally opened , the Conse-
crating Officer called upon Bro. Beach to deliver the
address.

Bro. Beach thereupon said that probably there was
nothing in Masonry so remarkable as the progress of
Mark Masonry in recent years. Not so many years had
elapsed since Mark Masonry was practised only to a small
extent in England , and throug hout the worlel also to a
limited degree. But of late years Mark Masonry had
increased in an unparalleled degree. Lod ges had sprung
up in every part of the country, and in every
colony and dependency attached to the British Crown ,
through the exertions of brethren who were animated
by a desire to extend the princi ples of Mark Masonry,
because they believed that Mark Masonry was an intrinsic
relic of the past, (hat it was indissolubl y blended with the
best interests of Freemasonry, was an important link in
our traditional history. That being so, they bound them-
selves together to spread it to the utmost of their ability all
over the world. Some brethren , hewevcr, who presided
over Craft Masonry declared that M irk Masonry was not
a part of ancient Freemasonry, according to the traditions
they had received from their Masonic ancestors. Mark
Masons then took the resolve to establish an authority of
their o.vn. It woulel not have been fair to themselves,
or to Mark Masons in every part of the world , were they
deprived of some supreme power to rule over them.
However zealous Freemasons might be to c irry out their
princi ples, it was necessary that they should have a
supreme head, to which they mi ght look for directions ,
and therefore Grand Lodge of M.M.M. was established ,
and it had reached to a point of permanent success. There
were attempts at one time to check it , and attempts to
depreciate it , but they had been totall y unsuccessful .because
the Mark Masons pursued their course undeviating ly ; they
did not set out hastily, but followed their object with
steady resolution. Tliey endeavoured to cany out those
true princi ples i>f the Craft , endeavours to promote a good
understanding between all the degrees of Freemasonry,
and by that means they had achieved their great success.
At first , of course, Grand Lod ge of .Mark Masters was not
acknowled ged in every part of ihe world or in many
quarters , but of late Mark Grand Lod ge of Eng land hail
been acknowledged in most parts of the world , and had
obtained a position which now it would be difficult to put
aside. It woulel be the tffort of those connected with the
Order to do their duty to the best of their ability
for the welfare of the degree, anil it was the duty
of brethre n who were entering a new loel ge and
establishing a new lod ge to exert themselves to make that
lodge an important unit among the lod ges which wire
ruled over by the Grand Mark Master M isoas' Lod ge.
He trusted that all the brethren then present wou 'd do
their best to support this lodge. It was a ve ry gratif y ing
thing to have new lodges established , especiall y when
there was every reason to believe that they would be suc-
cessful.

°f the lod ge, and the thanks  of the lod ge wire voted
'o Sir Albert W. Woods (Garter) , for furnishing
a sketch of Prince Leopold' s arms and cres'. The
following brethren were elected honorary members of
the lod ge :—Prince Leopold , the Earl of Limerick , the Rev.

Bro. Beach acknowdedged the compliment , and a vote
of thanks was afterwards passed to Bro. Bri ghten for
consecrating the lodge and installing the WJvI . The
lod ge was then closeel , and the brethren adjourned to
banquet. The usual toasts were proposed in due course.
The W.M. proposed the toast of " Prince Leopolel , and the
other Honorary Alembers of the Lod ge;" and Bro. Beach ,
in responding, said he had had the opportunity of meeting
Prince Leopold several times in Masonry, and he could
full y testif y to the truth of the remarks that had been made
as to his merits. He wimessed His Royal Highness's
installation as Provincial Grand Master of Crafc Masons
for Oxfordshire , since which time as well as be-fore, he had
taken the warmest and most active interest in Freemasonry .
