
THE question which is covered hy tlie decision of the  lieneral Committee of
tlie Girls ' School , alluded to la- l  week , is a most  impor tan t  one, inasmuch as
it branches out into  severa l subsidiary points. One is the grave tendency ,
too apparent just now , of regarding Freemasonry as a "real benefit society.
*' So much subscri pt ion , so much re turn ,"' in fact "a quid pro quo ." Hut yet
any such view is d iametr ical l y opposed to the genius , the Cons t i t u t i ons , iho
whole scope of Freemasonry proper. We give to poor , and distressed , and
decayed brethren , who make a " fair  claim " on our benevolence , wlia! we
are able to afford , what , in fact , con ti lules a free gift of .Masonic charily.
We help the widows and orp hans of our brethren , firstly, because they arc
the willows and orp hans uf our brethren ; and secondl y, because thoug h they
have no abstract ri ght whatever to ask for or expect a n y t h i n g  at all from us as
"de jure ," they have  a great moral claim on our f ra ternal  symp athies , efforts ,
and beneficence. And , therefore , il is thai  wi th  hearty goodwill wc endeavour
year by year to keep up in thoroug h efficiency and good working order those
noble Charities of ours which  arc lhe " decus culiinieiique ol our common
Order. Another point whicli " crops np " is the utter want of provision for
(hei r  fami lv ,  whicli too many of our brethren forget to seek lo compass ot
arrange ; even in the days of the i r  pro sperity they hardl y ever app ea r to fore-
cast the future , how much less in the ir hour of adversity "' I t  is often
lamentable to realize the di . t res- .ing cases which come before us in out
Charities and al the Hoard of Henevolence , but st i l l  more is it to remember
how few ever apparent l y th ink of looking out for a ra iny day, or whi le
the sun shines , and the  skies are blue abov e their  bead ;, en-
deavour to pr ofit  by the f leet ing moments of pro- pcrily, and prep aring
for the possible even tua l i ty  of sickness or t r ia l , decay or des t i tu t ion .  l i a s
not lhe t ime  come when some combined effor t  should he make to encourage
among our .Masonic Fra te rn i ty  either a modes) and moderate system of l ife
insurance or deferred annui t ies , as a needful  aid in sickness , leniporary
assistance in death '.' Otherwise we fear that we shall dr i f t  ir.ore and more
into one great bene fit  system , and kepi up too, thoug h the words seem some-
what hard , for the reckless , the thoug htless .md the improvident .  'I hc
original idea of Masonic relief , the aim and obje ct of .Masonic chari ty ,  was
to provide for those who , throug h unforeseen contingencies , or by some mys-
terious vi si tat ion of T.G.A.O.T.l' ., have been reduced to a state of poverty
or distress. Hut it IICVLT occurred to our benevolent forefathers tha t  the tunc
would arrrve , ci ther  lhat  Freemasons would make no provision for themselves
nnd their famil ies in prosperity , and then claim hel p from the Order in
adversity ; or that the material advantages of Freemasonry would be so great
lhat some would '• press into it ," to give them and theirs a "claim " on i t s
many "good things ."

T UK Monde Mac onniiji ie alludes to thc wishes of the I t a l i an  Freemasons to
have an universal M.isonic Congress at Rome, and slates that  this  view has
been combattcd in Kng land and in Ang lo-Saxon Freemasonry. And most
naturally so. Thc "cui bono? '' ins tan t l y comes up lo thc practical Anglo-
Saxon mind. Wc have neither in Great Brilain nor America , nor Canada ,
any " burning questions " to solve, any " moot points " to decide. On thc
contrary, all we wish for arc peace and quiet ,  and the simp le liberty of
moving en our alloled pathway, fu l f i l l ing  our mission , and develop ing before
our Brotherhood and the world the ut i l i t y ,  thc need , the good of Free-
masonry. An Oecumenical Masonic Council would be, lo our minds , a simple
absurdity a " ridiculus mus ;" in that  it wculd probably a t tempt  to
solve question.? whic 'i cannot be solved , and to prcposc conclusion: ; by which
nothing could be concluded. The I ta l i an  Freemasons have two great griev-
ances, as they, think , pressing on them ,  ( i . )  What they term the Social
Question ,—whatever that may be ; and , (2), the power, persecutions, and
presence of the Roman Catholic Church. But these are questions which
we, as Freemasons , are entirel y incompetent to deal with , in whicli none else
t a n  hel p them except their  "ainselvcs ," and they arc also subjects which
Anglo-Saxon FYecmasons would deliberat el y refuse to recognize , or even dis-
cuss. Su;h matters have nothing properl y lo do with Freemasonry , and ire
altogether outside Freemasonry, and could not prope rly  be entertained f o r
one moment by  any Anglo-Saxon Freema son. So if this Universal Masonic
Congress be held il must be held without the Angle-Saxon famil y.

J HE position of F'recmasonry, as regards the Roman Catholic Church and
community ,  is often misrepresented and seldom understood. F'recmasonry ,
as a system , respects all reli gious bodies, and antagonizes none. Hut the
Roman Catholic Church , since 1738 , Ins p laced Freemasons under a " ban
and interdict ," and all Freemasons , Roman Calholics ar d others , are, '• i pso
facto ,' "excommunicate ; - '  and , w i t h o u t  abjurat ion of Freemasonrv
and submission to the Church's edicts , Roman Catholic Freemasons
cannot receive the rites of the Roman Catholic Church. Wh y is
this '.' There arc too many educated and hi gh-minded men among
the Roman Catholic  Priesthood lo heed the i landers of vulga r m.-ndaci lv ,  ot-
to believe in the  absurd siories and the  violent  i n c r i m i n a l i o n s  >-n recklessl y
propagated as now by the '• Chanoine Segur " in Franco , or A1.11 \ \  STOI ./
in Vienna.  But s t i l l  the fact is so, tha t  the  Roman Cathol ic  Church everv-
where antagonizes and anathematize.-. Freemasonrv. We, on ihe cont rary ,
thoug h we never a t tack-, feel bound to defend our profe ,-im's and onr pr in-
ci ples , our effor ts  and our labous. We should be •• cravens " if w,. did not .
B u t v .e hepe  in lhe controversy thus  for ,v./ upon us , t h a i  we never I.>- ¦_ .- ehher
our sense of di gni ty ,  or our feelings of charily ,  and that  we never -hall  do -o,
under any provocations , or any ep i the t s . \\\. 11111 —. 1 hop e for calmer t ime- ' ,
less unreasoning prejudi ces , and more t r u e  c h . i r i i  v. To convince our readers

Wi: are pleased lo note that  thc popular at tendance at museums in Fairyland
is largely increasing ; 1,017, 204. persons visited the South Kensington
Mu tseuin last year , and thc Bethnal  Green collection had 45 1, 18 7 visitors.
In the provinces 770 ,426 persons, exclusive of F 'dinburgh and Dubl in , visited
the permanent  museums , while 253,269 persons at York came together lo
look al the P R I N C E  OK W A L E S 'S presents ; and 391,881 persons paid vi sits
lo forty-one local art exhibitions.

I T is not a l i t t l e  remarkable to observe that  the position of the general chari-
ties of the metropolis very much resembles that  of our Masonic metropolitan
Charities in respect of prov incial Charities. There are 1000 metropolitan
charities , and thei r  income to the close of 18S1 was £".(., 121 ,546. But we
have no account of provinc ial charities and provincial recei pts. The " tottle "
of general charity,  l ike as of Masonic charity, must be very large indeed.
Wc should like lo obtain , if possible, a general summary.
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OUR readers may well note elsewhere the paragra ph ref i l ing to the
cxo 'oration of Palest ine. Al l  such mat ters  have grea t interest for " Bri gh t
Masons. ''

The Grand Chaplain , M. W. Bro. A MBROSE W. H A L L , M.A., besides
rendering the prayers and scripture readings in a very able manner, deli-
vered nn oration , as follows : As years roll on , and as lodge after lodge
is added to the register of the Grand Lodge of England , it seems to follow
that the princi ples nnd tenets of our Order must become more increasingly
known and developed , and that the office of a ConsccralingChap lain .so fa r as
his address upon the nature of the science concerned might be omitted ;
that  a society so widely extended as ours, throug h every land and amongst
so many people, can require l i t t le to bc said as regards any explanation of
its merits. Butbn thren , amidst the many thousands llfal range under our
banner , how comparatively few there are who properly realize the nature of
their responsibilities ; and , therefore, I still think it an excellent institution
'or some brother lo bc called upon on" such interesting, though grave, occa-
sion as the consecration of a new lod ge, to remind its founders that a work
of no li ght importance falls upon them. I am to-day selected for that pur-
pose, and I approach the task with pleasure, because I see before me a
number of brethren , with many of whom I have been long associated in
F reemasonry, and who, I feel , arc forming the Brixton Lodge upon the
ndes and princi ples of what I may call thc Philosop hy of our Order, as
embodie d in the Three beautifu l Degrees of initiation , passing, and raising,
which are, so to speak , the text book of a good Mason for improvementand research. But whilst your new lod ge brings together another
society for the promotion of social intercourse, remember that you have

a hi gher.and holier purpose to fulfil , viz., to fulfi l the promul gation of those
great truths which it is mine to-day to bring under  your noti ce—those
three grand precepts which beat tif y the sacred edifice', and embody the
nature  and princi p les of Freemasonry .

beams ot tins virtue be infused into your beans. For if Freemasonry is ' an
institution of brotherl y love , let its fruits appea r in discharging thc  dut ies  of
lile. Our Third Degree points to a day ol responsibil i t y,  when the concerns
of lime shall pass away, and when the world and all its pleasures shall
vanish like a morning dream. As regards the Second of these princi ples-
endeavour to render every kind office in your power where  required ; relieve
distress ; soothe affliction ; sympathise with sorrow. All must admit  lhat
there is no body of men more famed for liberality than Masons. The
charitable establishments, of which we may justl y boast , preve that  weare
ever toad y to succour and support those w:ho are in poverty and distress.
And here let mc exhort you , in the working of your new Iod gre, not lo fo rget
the noble Inst i tut ions supported by the member's of thc Order ; whether if
bc the Girls ' School , where the daughters of our brothers who hav e passed
away are trained up as sacred charges committed to our care ; or the Boys'
School , where the sons of Masons ai e so excellentl y prepared for tl c bailie of
life ; or the Asy lum for the Aged, where old 111311 and women find a rest-
ing p lace after the burden and hea t of the day—all noble and well-
ordered Inst i tu t ions ! Brethren, sunnorl them in vnnr !_ -,,ir , _ > 1,,. ,i;i;,ro„,- ,>
in sending up Stewards at their resp ective festivals , and by possessing a
"Benevolent Fund ' among yourselves ; the better lo a .sist those who
accept that oflice. As regards the Third of these princi ples I t h ink  1 need
onl y say that il points out the necessity of adhering sti icil y to t ruth , in all
places and on all occasions , as thc one grea t means of fi l ing resprcied by thc
world , and dying under the pleasure and with the blessmn- _ ,f ihe Hrr.-n
Architect. Brethren , it is to mc a grea t privilege to be permit ted  lo speak
to you on these important subjects, and to bc present to-day at l i e  ron -< -
oration of your lodge ; fi guratively speaking, to see the pa-Vive bud break
into the opouirg flowers , thc dormant chrysalis in to  l iving existence:  and
as these during their short lives have to contend wilh many enemies , ;o wil l
your lodge. Breaking to-day inlo a happy and , 1 t r u s t ,  prosperous career , ii
w i l l  meet no doubt with much to imnede its t-irnn- r, ,̂  ;,, ; << ,„»,-. r-. 1 .-._ ¦_ .! , -rl
usefulness ; and you will have need , as in the second Dedication praver , to
ask for wisdom to guidi: and instruct  your brethren in all thei r  dut ies  so
that the Brixton Lodge may bold its own , and at last , when  all your work is
finished , with God's approbation , you may arrive at thai temp le where you
will enjoy li ght , and bliss , and glory. You have , brethren , my earnest wi- h
for success. As you guide your bark , so will it sail. 1111-cailice'l or not.  amid
the billows of t emptat ion and the storms of opposition ; be careful to man
the vessel well , with good brethren and t r u e - ad m i t  no one to share your
privileges or to become a member of your lod ge u n t i l  a f te r  strict  enquiry,
and a lull assurance that  he will not mar vour love and harmony. Remember ,
you bear a precious charge—the li ght " of wisdom , the li ght of t ru th , the
i'rim and Tliiimmim of brightness and perfection. This you havo to foster ;
this you have to preserve and hand down to your successors in the  lod ge as
pure as you receive i t ;  your lamp is never to go out ; so that  when' the
invisible world shall be disclosed , and the Grand Lodge opened above ,
you may be able full y to receive and appreciate tha t  br igh t  g lory which
forms the true Freemasonry of heaven. 1 cannot do better than "conclude in
the spiri t of one of the most beautiful  l i turg ies ever comp iled , and invoke
the Most Hi gh to insp ire you continuall y wi th  a sp iri t  of t r u t h , un i t y ,  and
concord , lhat you may live in unity and godly love : That ihe 'Great

Masonic history. Alas , all ishaze and doubt! If any contemporaneous records
exist of this lod ge at St. Rook' s-hill , we mi ght decide one or two important
points ; firstl y, how in lhe beginning of the eighteenth century a mediaeval ,
perhaps a Roman Guild lingered 'on; and secondly, how far the current
history of English Freemasonry is correct at that period as to the Grand
Mastership of the Duke of Richmond in 1605, 1697, or 1698, and the
Deputy Grand Mastership of Sir Christop her 'Wren.

It is just possible that  documents exist at Goodwood , or traces might
there bc found , of the Grand Mastershi p of thc Duke of Richmond , which
would lig hten a very obscure chapter of our Masonic annals. It is note-
worthy, to say the least of it , that notwithstanding- the treatise of the learned
Musgrave, the  earliest evidence of the Roman Colleg ia is still to be found
at Goodwood , which , as I said before, has been exhaustivel y treated by Gale,
and an account of which is to be found in Mason 's " Goodwood." Some of
my ingenious student confreres may perhaps hel p in the elucidation of this
in teres t ing  and historical question.

WHY MAS ONS DO NOT READ MASONI C
LITERAT URE .

" Masons, as a rule , do not read Masonic literature ," said a prominent
Mason lo us some t ime since, and while there has been a decided advance
within the last few years , yet it must be admitted , however disagreable such
an admission may be lo the zealous , enthusiastic , earnest Mason , that there
is much t ru th  in the  remark.

But wh y is il thus '.' The live physician who desires to keep up with the
profession takes and reads the medical jou rnals of the day. The lawyer
who holds his po sition must read the reports , digests , decisions, and opinions
of his t ime .  I'he polit ician has lo keep himself  posted up on political econ-
omy, and the science of government as laid down by the great leaders of
thoug ht of lhe period , and in brief , oach one who would keep pace with the
limes , no mailer in whit  business or profession , must read the current litera-
ture bearing upon his part icular  business .

\ \ e a r e  emp hat ical l y a reading peop le, and growing more and more
so each year. The small cost ol books and period icals of the day has
placed tin-, luxury  in the reach of the poor as well as the rich , so that now
no man can plead poverty as an excuse for not keeping himself well in-
formed. But  to reach this point of general reading has required an clTort ,
and right here is ihe secret wh y .Masons do not read Masonic papers.
1 here is comoarativelv no elfot i on t h n  n-ii-t nf time inlim-n a,,,., ;, ,_ . .„

in st ruc t  th . ir less inlormcd brethren to urge upon them the necessity of
reading Masonic j ournals.  Xo Master of a lod ge should consider his duty
done u n t i l  he has made an effort to induce the members over which he has
been called to preside to take and read Masonic periodicals. Think how
much more in te l l i gentl y questions could be discussed and disposed of , and
how in tere st in g  each meeting would be if each member were well up in the
questions wh ic l i  c in l i i iua l lv  arise in every lodon . Tho f r a t e i n i i v  unnbl
increase in interest and build upon a solid , substantial foundation , and enter
up on an era of prosp erity never before known and hardl y dreamed of. The
decisions which  Grand Mailers are called upon to repeat year after year
would rapidl y d imin i sh  iu number , and general harmony prevail. Will not
ihe odicers of the lod ges in this jur isdict ion make an effort in this direction '.'
We hope so.— Mystic Tie.

M \ S T K R  M ASOX'.--The 3rd degree of Symbolic or Craft Masonry ,
and as such , a l ike  in its exalted position in Masonic ceremonial , and its
in t c rc - i i n g  r i tual , greatl y regarded by all Freemasons. When we come
to look into it s hiiiory and archa ology, we are met by difficulties. Ar -
cha-olog icall y much obscurity sti l l  rests 'on thc earlier history of the Master
Mason 's degree. For some t ime in the last century the Master 's Lodges
were en t i re ly  separate from the Apprentice Grade, nnd I mlnw. Kfnm ir .
have hatl a Masters ' Led ge attached lo lliem , but entirel y distinct , as
Lod ges of Inslrucl ion now are. In those days of careless minutes , in all
probabil i t y  no minu te s  at all were kept of the Masters ' Lodges, and hence
our p auci ty  of deta i ls  and information.  Some have thoug ht that  Master
Masons ( t h e  actual  Master Masons) were ori ginall y those to whom were
entrus ted the secrets of the 'Jul degree : othars have held , lil.-n I." \V
Shaw , and in which op inion we concur, that  the Royal Arch Grade
represent- , the pecul iar secret of the actual Master Masons . Of course,
we need hardly  add tha t  the present arrangement and terminology of
our speculativ e r i tua l  h not actuall y older than probabl y about 1720. If the
Sloane MS. be a 1 ;th century MS., as wc believe it to be, it probably i cprc-
si'iils the r i lual i . -.m of the societies of Freemasons mentioned by Plot and
j oined by Ashmole. If it be onl y earl y 1S1I1, and which it is no doubt as to
chirograp hy. it at any rate sends us 'back to very earl y 1 Sth century j its
actual dale being about 17 15 as lo handwritin g and paper, but earlier" as lo
phraseology. By that  M.S. the division of A pprentice, F'cllow , and Master ,
was known.  Our earliest actual recognition of the Master Mason is, we
apprehend , the Charges so called , or General Regulations rather , of 1721.3.
We reject the s ta tement  lhat the grade was concocted in 1719 by Desaguliers,
j u t  as we disavow the author i ty  of Denvott.  Indeed , Dermott 's evidence
proves too much , and so proves nothin g,—because if no 3rd degree existed ,
how did he become in possession of one V Thc truth is, lhat his words are only
the bombastic expressions of a charlatan vaunt ing his spurious wares. We
leave out ol the question here the actual evidence of the Constitutions , as the
terms Masters and F'ellows seem to be more generic terms than anything
else, and we base our belief rather on the word s of the Sloane AIS., to prove
a pro-ei ghteenth century existence , inasmuch as wc believe that somehow
the legend of Hiram is a Iegond of the operative Guilds. The Scottish
minutes , in our op inion , lo use a homely say ing, "cut both ways," as while
thev give us minutes  onlv of the hirst Deoa-m (.-u n mii l tlir>vt-. l l.- ni << __ n _ - _-,._<_ »
and seem to admit  here and there separate meeting of '"' Masters," which
was probabl y the case. We have so lar no actual lod ge minutes  earlier than
those of thc Alnwick Lodge, and from, them and the " Swalwell " Lodge,
which go up to 1725, it is clear that we have to deal in England with great
sparseness and carelessness, and irregularity of minutes So late as 1730
the Master ' Lodge was a dist inct  bod y, of which no known minutes exist ,
and we have in this ,  probably, thc exp lanation of ihe diffirnlnr u.lnVI , A,- _-l,.r. .
ologieal s tudents  f ind  in lay ing down any hard and fast l ine on the subject.
As lar as our studies have gone, we believe in the anti qui ty of the Third
Degree , thoug h we by no means shu t  our eyes to the lact that time and
changes may have materially affected both the phraseology of the ritual and
the corresponding features of the Third Degree.— Kenning's Cyclopaedia of
Freemasonrv.

As to whether a
Deacon may be 'Treasurer or Secretary, page S>4, section 1
says, " The officers are the Master and his two Wardens ,
with their assistants the two Deacons, Inner Guard and
'Ty ler. 'There must ol:- " be a 'Treasurer and a Secretary. "
Surelv thc " also " here imp lies two additional officers.

Page O'I, section 13, s.ecms to provide against a Master
being Treasurer , inasmuch as Grand«Lod ge and Provincial
Grand Lodge dues should bc "deposited in the hands of
the Master instead of the Treasurer."

Allow me to express my regret that you did not report
the observations of the Grand Registrar on the late appeals
to Grand Lodge. Many of us look forward to these deci-
sions as laying doivn the law on doubtful points, and find
them valuable for fu ture  reference, and they are especially
so if we have the ipsissima verba reported.

because it was so fortunate as to have the immorta l  John-
son as the champ ion of its attractions. Yet is there, in
reality, li t t le to choose between these impor tant  sections of
the great highway that connect s the Eastern and Western
Districts of "the Metropolis. With Fleet-street are asso-
ciated the Temple , the Devil Tavern , resort of " rare Ben
Jonson ; " Whitei' riars, or Alsatia , and the various courts
—Johnson 's, Red Linn-court , Holt-court , Wine Ol'tice-
court , Goug h-square , &c, on its northern side ; with the
Hill we connect the Blackfriars precinct , Plavhouse-varel ,
the Old Palace of Bridget 's Well , or Bridewell , the Ol.)
Bail Hill-Old Bailey—the Old Bell Savage Inn , Baynard 's
Castle , Paul's Wharf , the Wardrobe , Pr in t ing  House
square, where formerl y dwelt the King 's printer;  and ,
above all , St. Paul' s Cathedral and Church yard , and their
immediate surroundings, lt is, indeed , difficult to conceive
that  within so narrow a compass shoulel have been crowded
so many places of interest and importance in the history of
our famous capital . In many instances only the names sur-
vive of what were once famous buildings or districts , anel
for this reason thc appearance of such a memorial as this
is the more welcome. Many  more elaborate works hive
at different times , and including Messrs. Cassell , Petter ,
Gal pin , aud Co.'s " Old and New London ," been published ,
but the ground they traverse is far more extensive. They
treat of the -whole  of the Metropolis , this of only a very
small district. All are alike readable and rejil- te with valu-
able information , but the more ambitious and comp hen-
sive works require much leisure t ime for stud y, while
the hand y little volume which Bra. Trcloar has j ust
made public may be profitably read at a single sitting.
This memorial of Lud gate-hill and its neighbour-
hood is intended onl y "as a gossiping, but , it is _ hoped ,
an entertaining, and perhaps in some instances an instruc -
tive memorial of one of the great hi ghways of thc greatest
city in the world ; " nor are we exaggerating when  we say
that the author 's intention has been ful l y realised. Bro.
Trcloar writes pleasantl y, and bis book is both instruct ive
antl interesting. He has consulted the best authorities ,
and places before us , in aeuccession of well-drawn pictures ,
the Lud gate-hill of different epochs in its history. Af ter
a short introduction and a few pages devoted to the earlier
legendary history of the neighbourhood , we are taken in
succession—and of course , in imag ination—to the old
palace, and afterward s penitenti ary of Hridewtl l ;  Bay-
nard' s Castle, once the residence of Richard 111., of evil
inemorv ; Paul' s Wharf and Puddle Dock ; the Royal
Wardre'ibe, once, as its name imp li es, the depository for the
Royal " toggery," and Pr in t ing  House-square. Then we
accompany him round Old St. Paul' s, wi th  Paul's Cross
Paul' s Bakehouse, Paul's Urcwbousc , and at a later date
Paul' s Coffeehouse , a very full and attractive account of
the Cathedral being given.  Passirg to the north side of St.
Paul's, we find ourselves wandering in close proximity to
Paternoster-ro v , Ave Maria-lane , Creed-lane , Amen-cornei
and Bowycr- row, afterwards Lud gatc-strcet , Warwick-
lane, where stood the great Mansion of the Nevi l fs , &c.
Elsewhere we have uictures of the Ohl Bell Savage Inn , of
thc glories of the old Lord Mayors ' Pageants , of Doctors '
Common?, Stationers' Hall , thc Fleet , with its marriages ,
market and prison , and not excluding the Fleet Ditch. In
addition arc particulars of eminent citizens and eccentric
characters ; relics that have been found at di l fe icut  limes of
Roman or Saxon London ; and uf builehngs whicli arc
or have been associated with thc names of persons of dis-
tinction in trade and commerce, politics , literature and the
arts. 'I hese together make up the story of Ludgate-hill ,
past and present , as told by Bto. Trcloar. His task must
nave been an agreeable one, if only on account of his own
connection with the locality, and we heartil y congratulate
him on the admirable manner in which he has carried it
throug h. If any of our readers should ever feel the need
of a competent guide to conduct them about Ludgate-hill ,
whether as it was in the past or as it is in the present , let
them forthwith consult the pages of Bro. Trcloar '» pleasant
little book.

Plate 19, too, has
a tasty rust ic crin-s resting on a roug h but pre t t i l y con-
ceived base, the two harmonising well with the rest of the
monument.  Plate ;0\ is likewise one that we feel sure

Binckes , in acknowled ging the toast, said he should follow
the example set in this lod ge of old traditions of making a
short speech. Another  tradition in the loel ge was support
to the  Charities. 'I hat was kep t up that evening by thc
vo lun ta ry  offei. , of Stc'.vaidship for the three Inst i tu t ions ,
and whom had spoken in eulogistic terms of the merit and
claims uf the great charities uf Masonry . 'They were doing
a vast amount of good to those who needed assistance and

support. The claims were large and extensive , but he be-
lieved the day would never arrive when the brethren would
slacken the i r  support of the Inst i tut ions.

Dawson
for his kind remarks , and to the brethren for so cheerfull y
responding to the toast. 11 was certainly one of the hap-
piest moments in his life , and he thanked them all most
sincerely for the kindness ami cordiality evinced towards
himself. Bro. J. L. Hine , P.P.S.G.W., in proposing " The
Alasonic Charities ," made one uf his earnest and heartfelt

out what undoubtedly was the essence and pure princip les
of Freemasonry. Bro. Hine also informed the brethren
that a very gratif ying sight had been witnessed in that hall
the ni ght previous , which was the enter ta inment  of a num-
ber of indigent and aged Freemasons and widows of Free-
masons to a tea and supper, lt was a very touching and yet
satisfactory spcctricle to witness these dtd people enjoying
themselves.

I line) into Freemasonry, and
another old man present hael been fifty years a Alason. It
was such sights as these lhat opened our beaits to the
cause uf Charity, and in concluding his remarks llro. Hine
hoped his appeal would not be made in vain , and left thc
matter in their hands. " The Health of the l.P.AL ," Bro.
Nicholls, was proposed by the W.AL , who alluded lo his
praiseworthy efforts in the cause ot charity during the past
year, and the popularity and esteem in which he was held
by them alb Bro. Nicholl ' s health was drunk with en-

Nevertheless be did nut fear Ihey would be found want ing
in the hour of trial. Bro. Lamonby proposed the next
toast , " The Bishop and Clergy uf all Denominations ,"
and in doing so spoke of (lie cosmopolitan character of
Alasonry, inas much as men of all creeds were found ill its
ranks, and quite recentl y he had read in the Freemason of
a Wcsleyan minister , in the south of England , who had
passed the chair uf his lodge. Coupled with the toast was
the name of Canon Hoskins , Chap lain of the lodge. Bro .
Hoskins , in responding, dilated on the discovery of Masonic
marks amongst the ancient ruins of Calder Abbey, and
said the foumlatioii stone uf our most recentl y erected
cathedral at Truro had been laid by the Grand Alaster him-
self with Masonic honours. The toast of " H.R.H.  the
Prince of Wales, AI.W. Grand Master ," was given in a
loyal and suitable manner by the Chairman , and received
with enthusiasm, lira. Major S'ewcll, in proposing the



toast of "The M.W. Pro G.AL , the Earl of Carnarvon ,
the R.W. Deput y Grand Alaster, and the Grand Ollieers,"
mentioned that the  toast must commend itself to them , as
the Earl of Carnarvon had married a Cumberland lad y.
This toast was well received , and the Chairman gave " The
Health of the R.W.P.G.M., the Earl of Bective , ALP., "
which was drunk with all the honours. Bro. T. C Robin-
son , l.P.AL,gave the toast of "The W.D.P.G.M., Bro ". I.
Lindow Burns-Lindow, and the Officers of the Provincial
Grand Lodge, Present and Pas t ," in a neat address.
Bro. Alajor Sewell , Provincial Grand S.W., replied.
Hro. R. Robinson , P.AL , gave the toast of thc
evening in an eloquent speech , that of " The Newly-
Installed Alaster. " He said : The toast which he had the
honour to propose was a toast of no common order. It was
the health of a gentleman who was not onl y the Worshi pful
Alaster of Skitldaw Loelge, but the representative of one
of thc oldest of our Cumberland families—indeed , he might
say the representative of one of thc oldest families of thc
Anglo-Saxon race. I le believed their eminent brother in
the chair could trace his descent from a date prior to the
Norman conquest. And as locomotion at that time was
not so rapid as it is in our elay, they mi ght fairl y assume
that the Dykes famil y was a power in Cumberland befo re
the invasion of Julius Ca:sar. If so, they mi ght claim their
Worshi pful Alaste r as a lineal descendant of one of the
ancient Britons. Through a leng line of ancestors Bro.
Dy kes was connected with nearly all the ancient families in
the northern counties, as well as with a considerable por-
tion of the oldest of our English nobility. He was a colla-
teral descendant of William the Conqueror, the royal houses
of York and Lancaster, of Charlemagne of France , and the
Royal Stuarts of Scotland, l'our hundred and fifty years
ago, one of his ancestors represented thc county of Cumber-
land in Parliament ; and from that time to this they read of
members of this ancient famil y filling places of thc hi ghest
di gnity and trust. He was one of a few present who could
remember the father of their Worshipful Master as Alem-
ber for Cockermouth and High Sheriff of the county. Vet ,
notwithstanding his ancient lineage, they saw no signs of
decay. Their W orshi pful Alaster was not a withered ,
dried-up, sapless stump, nor did he at all resemble the
fossil remains of a bygone age, but , like the unchanging
evergreen , he appeared that day in all his pristine vigour;
and he was sure they all rejoiced that he had latel y added
another link to his long and illustrious chain. In connec-
tion with Freemasonry, he (Bro. Robinson; found it re-
corded in Bro. Lamonby 's excellent and interesting work
on F'recmasonry in Cumberland and Westmorland , that the
father of their Worshi pful Alaster was initiated into Ala-
sonry in the year 1S24 ; appointed Deputy Provincial
Grand Alaster for Cumberland in 1S33, and Provincial
Grand Alaster fur Cumberland and Westmorland in 1SC12,
which last high ollice he continued to hold unt i l  his
lamented death in 1S06 ; and thc honour conferred upon
their brother in the chair that day was, he trusted , the
stepping stone to that exalted position so ably filled by his
father , their late revered Provincial Grand Alaster.  In the
chair of King Solomon he ventured to say that he would
discharge the  regal duties with a dignity (combined
with zeal and ability) equal to any of his predecessors,
and he was equal ly sure that he would have the loyal
support of those able and cxperiencetl officers
whom he had been please d to appoint. As one genera-
tion passed away and another came, he trusted their
Worshi pful Mastcr might bc blessed with health and long
life to discharge the duties that mi ght devolve upon him ,
and as years rolled on , he might endear to himself more
and more thc good will and esteem of his fellow-men.
And when in thc fulness of ti me, he. too, should have been
gathered to his fathers , mi ght it b" said of him that  he was
a worthy descendent of William Del Dykes. The W.AL,
in rep ly, expressedlhis gratitude for the way in which thc
toast had been received. He was quite unable to reply to
the toast so eloquentl y as Bro. Robinson had proposed it ,
but he trusted , with the assistance of the ollieers and
brethren cf the lodge, he should not bc found wanting in
performing the duties devolving on him. He was en-
couraged thc more to try from seeing dail y in his smoke
room two addresses which had been presented to his father.
one by the Provincial Grand Lodge and the other by the
Skiddaw Lodge. He had that day worn the same apron
his father had worn when Alaster of a Carlisle Lodge, and
he trusted his son , who wore an apron now, but not a
Masonic one, would wear it after him. He remembered
many years ago, when a small boy, seeing his father in a
very elaborate dress walk through the streets of Cocker-
mouth with two other gentlemen, similarly dressed , arm in
arm , and at the time he thought , if it should ever be Ins lot
to act in the same way, "his cup of happ iness would bc
full." He hoped that time woulei come, and although he
bad not during the past year bestowed so much attention
as he oug ht to have done to Alasonry, in fu ture  he hoped
to make amends for the past and merit their approval .
'The W.AL , gave "The Immediate Past Alaster,"
followed by " The Newl y invested Officers ," which , on
being responded to, Bro. Major Sewell proposed " Ihe
Installing Alaster ," exp laining that it ought to have
appeared on the toast in the plural number , as he con-
sidered much of the credit was due to Bro. Lamonby. Bro.
T. C Robinson , following up a custom adopted in Skiddaw
Lodge some live years back , had installed his successor in a
really admirable manner , whilst they all knew how diligentl y
and efficientl y he had discharged his important duties during
thc past year. As regarded Iiro. Lamonby, his part of thc
installation ceremony had been performed by him so fre-
quent l y in that lodge that he had become an indispensable,
and his forthcoming departure to Australia would involve
them in a great loss. l ie  wished him every success, both
Alasonic and otherwise , and trusted they would frequentl y
hear of him.  The VV.AI. wished to add a few words to
what bad fallen from Bro. Alajor Sewell. He had to
acknowled ge his deep indebtedness to Bro. Lamonby in
various Alasonic matters , and he was sorry the lodge was
about to lose him.  Mc considered him nulli sccmidiis 'm
Masonry, and trusted at no distant date to hear of his being
appointed District Grand Alaster of Australia. Bro .
Robinson having modestl y replied , IJro. Lamonby, in
response, wished , first of all , for permission to correct Bro.

Lady Dun-
can , a girl of eighteen , has married a rich banker in Lon-
don , a Scotchman , but she has no love for him , and is onl y
too glad when he is in the City , at which times she receives
the visits of a Mr. Wentworth, with whom she is in love.
Al y lady proposes getting up some theatricals in aid of the
church and schools, and engages a professional to coach
her up in her part in Goldsmith' s " She Stoops to Con-
quer." Sir Thomas is not much pleased with the idea ,
being opposed to theatres , but gives way. Mr. Wentworth
makes a call to rehearse his part with Lady Dunca n, when
my lad y proposes to him he shall invent some excuse to
get rid of her husband for the afternoon. He, therefore,
asks Sir Thomas if he has heard of the fall of the Govern-
ment of Turkey, and the consequent panic in the City. Sir
Thomas has not, and staits for his office; but suspecting
something wrong at home, first telegraphs to thc City, and
receives a denial of .1/r. IVentiuortli's report. He re-
enters the room where Lady Duncan has just been asking
Mr. Wentworth to go away until four o'clock, for she has
a lady coming to sec her.

But when
Lady Dunca n tries it—much to the amusement of the
audience—what seemed so easy a task , is now very dilli-
cult. She tries burlesque , but is equally unsuccessful.
Lady Duncan asks Miss Reeve \\\\y she does not change
her name, and a host of inquisitive questions about her
husband—as most ladies do of each other, lihe then shows
Miss Reeve the photograph of the man for whom she has
a passion. Of course , the actress recognises her own hus-
band , and at once denounces my ladv , for , whilst being a
married woman and holding a position , she encourages the
addresses of another man." Lady Dunca n is unprepared
for this, and had been under the popular, but erroneous ,
opinion that all persons connected with thc stage arc
bad. Whilst this is going on Mr. Wentworth comes
to pay his visit , and is surprised to see his wife,
who reproaches him , as she is entitled to do, for
his inconstancy, but lets the individual of her own
sex have it the most. All women are severest on
their own sex. Whilst Miss Reeve is_ teaching Lady
Dunca n a real practical lesson , in walks Sir Thomas, who
is not quite sure whether what is going on is real or acting
only, not having had any suspicions of his wife . Miss
Reeve wishing to hide her husband spares Sir Thomas's
wife an exposure, and explains that she is giving her a
lesson. Sir Thomas, who is very Ion.1 of his money, asks
what there is to pay, for thoug h he is not partial to
theatricals, did not know thc performer s could work
themselves up into such a state of enthusiasm like real
life. Miss Reeve replies there is nothing to pay ; to which
Sir Thomas responds that she is a dear good woman , for he
thoug ht he would have hid to give a good many bawbees,
and thinks her an uncommon nice actress. The audience
is left to surmise that Ladv Duman has that day learned
what she will never forget—a lesson. It is also a lesson wc
think may be taken home by the audience. Many persons
have that foolish notion that the whole stage is corrupt.
We hope, in cocrsc of time, this will disappear ; and it
cannot tic better done than by pro fessionals and by per-
sons mixing together in society and knowing each other.
Actois will not be found very different from ordinary
people when not on the stage. "Of course we do not wish to
condone any faults ; there have been and there are many
bad things done by players , but of late years they have
declined. Putting thc stage against any other profession ,
wc venture to say it will appear in a very favourable light.
There are black sheep in every Hoc k , but considering the
temptations which beset this profession , wc have no hesita-
tion in saying, as far as our experience goes, cctors nnd
actresses set an example many would do well to follow.
" Plot and Passion ," hy our late lamented Bro. Iom
'Taylor, follows " A bes-on ," and in which Bro. Bancroft is
the princi pal character. We forbear noticing it now , as in
a short time it will be withdrawn to make way for AL
Sardou 's new play "Odette. " We believe Airs. Langtry
will take a part in it. VVe may mention at the Haymarket
all fees are abolished; so ..they ought to be everywhere.
Truly Bro . and Airs. Bancroft have appropriately chosen
the words over the proscenium , " Siimma arts est eclarc
artem."

Wc are glad lo hear that the arrangements for
the establishment of a Royal College of Alusic are
progessing more satisfactoril y than its illustrious pro-
moters could have anticipated. Our readers will doubtless
remember that a select preliminary meeting was held
about four weeks ago at Marlborough House. It is
now arranged that a large gathering, convened and
presided over hy the Prince of Wales, shall he held in
London in the second week of February, the object being
to enlist thc aid of representatives from all the counties
and large towns in thc United King dom. After this , local
meetings will bc held in various parts of the country, and
it is confidentl y expected that thc appeal to the public will
he liberall y represented , but should the annual subscrip-
tions prove insufficient to meet thc expenditure—estimated
not to exceed £5000 a year—the Government will be asked
to make up the deficiency, lt is antici pated that the
Commissioners of 185 1 will grant a site for the college at
South Kensing ton , to which will be adeled the building
already erected by Air. F reake. Further , a trust has
already been created in the names of the Prince of Wales ,
the Lhikc of Edinburgh, Prince Christian , the Duke ot

Rylands reproduced from thc Egyptian cor-
respondence of a French journal the latest accounts of
Professor Alaspero's exp loration of the mysterious step-
pyramid of Afedoum , which is thoug ht by some not un-
likel y to prove that of the Protomonarch Alenes himself.
Alaspero had discovered the entrance at the summit of the
supposed artificial mound on which the pyramid was
thought to have stood, but which turned out to be its first
storey. According to AI, Gabriel Charities , writing on the
day of his visiting the pyramid , with Alaspero as his
cicerone , the opening now uncovered forms an entrance
by an admirabl y constructed corridor sloping downwards
about 40 metres, absolutel y the same length as that of the
Great Pyramid. At the end of this long slope the path is
as yet blocked up by debris. Alaspero has alread y found
in the corridor two hieratic inscri ptions , in the st yle of the
20th dynasty , recording the names of a coup le of scribes
who had visited thc pyramidal that date, at least 1000 B.C.

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BRO. PROFESSOR PRAG.

Quite a gloom has been thrown over many Jewish and
Christian households in Liverpool hy thc news of the death
of Bro. Professor Prajr, Chap lain of thc Lodge of Israel ,
No. 1502 , Liverpool , for many years the chief minister of
thc Old Hebrew Congregation , Liverpool , who was well
known and hi ghl y respected by all classes of the city. He
was presented a few months ago with a handsome testimo-
nial  in recogniti on of his twenty-five years of earnest ser-
vice. Horn at Dantzi g, in Prussia , he came to Eng land to
fill thc post in the Old Hebre w Congregation , which he held
unt i l  the day of his death. Although not an Eng lishman
he had a considerabl e knowled ge of English , and could
always express himself in grammat ical and graceful lan-
guage. He acted as teacher of Hebrew at the Jewish
Schools , Hope-p lace, for some years , and he also filled the
chair of Professor ot Hebrew at Oneen 's College. He was
well known among Rabbinical scholars for his profountl
knowledge of the Talmud. Indeed , he may be said to
have stood in thc first rank of Tahnudical scholars in this
country. He has left no works bearing his name ; but it is
no secre t to those who knew him well that his knowledge
furnished the materials for more than tine important work
on Hebrew literature. He will be greatl y missed by the
poor , to whom he was always a staunch friend. He was
for many years a member of thc Literary and Philoso-
phical Society, and served upon its council. He has left
an extensive Hebrew library, which comprises some very
rare works. Ihc. Prag may be said to have died in harness ,
for it is onl y a few weeks since he outdated in his syna-
gogue. His health has been failing throug hout the summer ,
in sp ite of his having obtained rhange of air. A short
t ime since he went to Brighton , but growing rap idly worse
he was removed to London , where he exp iree! on the  j ;th
ult . ,  surrounded by his wife , children, and sons-in-law
(among whom was Mr. \V. Aronsherg. J.P., Manchester).
On Sunday, the 3ist  ult . ,  the remains of lira, Prag were
interred in the Jewish Cemetery, Deane-road , Liverpool ,
amid marks of the most profound respect from a very large
gathering. The body of the deceased had been removed
to his late resilience in I ' pper Warwick-street , for in terment
in Liverpool. At the Prince 's-road synagogue on Saturday
reference was maele hy the Rev. Morris Joseph to the
bereavement which Ihe congregation had sustained. A
special service was helel in the Synagogue, which was
largely atlended by all elates of the Hebrew community.
T h e  congregation included many Freemasons. On the
conclusion of an address by the Rev. Morris Jo'ep li the
coliin was borne into the synagogue on a bier by four sons-
in-law of the deceased , and placed in from of the pul pit ,
the chief mourners and the e x i t u t i v c  ol the synagogue
following, and standing nea r lhe coffin while the remainder
of the service' proceeded. On its coniTiisiiin the colii n
was taken out anil placed in a hearse , and a proces-
sion , was formed , consisting of about 125 mourning
coaches and i .rivatc carriages , containing the male
relatives an>l the members of the congregation who
had signified the i r  desire tei a t tend at the cemetery.
On ar r iv ing  at the cum tery thc body was re-
moved to the mortuary-hou se,  where the iirst part of
the burial  service was read , ami Hro. lhe Rev. Dr. Stern ,
Asst, Chap. 150.', delivered an address. The body was
afte rward s taken to th grave , and the concluding portion
of the service was read in the presence of a large number
of people. The Rev. J . Polack suhsoepiently addressed
the mourners in the mortuary-house. There were twenty-
live mourn ing  roaches , containing 100 gentlemen , princi-
pall y members of lhe deceased' s congregation.
