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OUR conlemporary the Cmmd:uu ijlwum, seems lo us to ]n) f‘nr tco
much stress on Bro. Granad’s argument anent exclusive sovercignty of
Masonic jurisdiction, as he calls it, which he obtains from an entire misread-
ing of one of the older regulations which is incorporated in our Book of Con-
stitutions.  \We almost wonder that our contemporary does not see that that
is o regulation “quoad’* the Grand lodge only, and does not affect the
question of territorial jurisdiction, whichin America has become, as they say,
mixed up with exclusive sovereignty,  Originally, it simply was meant to
act compulsorily on lodges like those of Swalwell, which did not acknow-
ledge for some time the Grand lLodge of 1717, and were actually without
charters of any kind apparently.  Now, of course, it is 4 necessary accom-
paniment of Masonic lcglsl.ulon, inasmuch as it limits and defines the right
and status of those who claim to have seats in Grand Lodge on account of
their lodge membership. It is, in fact, a regulation aflecting both the mem-
bership and privileges of those who profess to form the Grand lodge.
There are two lodges, and only two now, which are recognized by the
Grand lodge of England, acting from immemorial corstitution; all the
other lodges on its roll are duly warranted and registered, as, indeed, both
the Lggdge of Antiquity and Somerset Ilouse Lodge are registered on the
list of The Grand Lodge, though they act from immemorial usage.
law does not alfect the question of territorial jurisdiction at all.  We were
quite astonishad at our able Bro. Granay deriving such an argument from
words which deal with an entirely different state of aflairs ‘and facts, and
are still more so at our contemporary cadorsing such a straining of the
QueeN’s English,

Tue question of territorial jurisdiction is, no doubt, avery difficult and
delicate ore, and which requires carcful and judicious handlirg, but from
first to last the action of the English Grand Lodge has been both elear and
consistent on the point. Origin'xll), warrants and charters were sought for
from the Englist Grand Lodge in unoccupied countries, and gradually many
of those bodies, which drew their life and birth from England, and l.nglnn(l
alone, declared themselves independent of their mother Grand Lodge. Some
bodies, too, which were only private lodges, without any principle of repre-
sentation or aggregation, cqually declared themselves Grand Lodges, though,
strictly speaking, they could hardly be, and are not Grand Lodges except now
by theuser, soto say, of long sufferance. I'he old Roman Gild law applies here,
“ Tres faciunt Collegium,” and so three lodges, at the least, must con-
stitutc a Grand Lodge. In America some of the State Grand Lodges hail
from Scotland, so that the uniform descent from the English Grand Lodge
is not maintained in the United States. In England we once had two
Grand Ledges in active operation, and, from once or other of them, all
American and Canadian Grand Lodges come. ‘There were also the recog-
nized Grand Lodges of Scotland and Ireland.  The York Grand Lodge
never gave colonial or forcign warrants, as far as we know ; and the famous
old Ladge of Antiquity, the Quondam-Grand Lodge south of the I'rent, asan
emanation of the G.l.. of York, never got into working order, though it was
formed. We wonder that Bro. Granax and the Canadian Craftsman do
not see that the constitutions they refer to only relate to theinternal govern-
ment of Grand Lodge and its private lodges, and do not touch upon juris-
dictional questions. In .the last century neither the modern nor antient
Grand Lodge cver denied, as far as we are aware, the’ equity of their
reSpective constitution of lodges and Provincial Grand Lodges, and as onc
by onein independent countries the Masonic bodies claimed to have a Masonic
jurisdiction conlcmpormywnhthcpolntlcal the Grand Lodge of England has
wisely conceded the point. But in Canada the case isalittle different.  \We
were not aware that the province of Quebec claimed to be a sovereign
state, like an American state, co-equal with cvery other 3 and though, con-
sidering the expanse of country in the Canadas, we should not be surprised
at the various governments with legislation asking for a Grand Lodge,

But this

yet it is quite clear that they do not stand, with due deference to them be it
said, on the same ground as independent  territorial - jurisdictions,
Supreme Sovercign States.  Ttis, however, prebably a ncedless question to
raise; the only thing we are concerned’ with is the absolute * bona fides ** of
the Grand Lodge of England. Tlad the Grand Lodge of Qucbec been
wise, and we feel sure that even now it is, their best policy,—if we
were living in Quebec we should ourselves urge it upon this Grand
lodge,—it would at once enter into a friendly  concordat  with
the Grand Tlodge of Lngland, leaving it to time 1o settle the
points as regards the Fnglish lodges in Quebec.  The Enalish mind s essen-
tially practical, as no one knows better than Bro. Granay, and a ¢ bargain’s
a bargaia > is a popular and cherished Englizh proverb.  \What was settled
with the Grand Lodge of Canada cannot be unsettled by the Grand Lodge
of Queber, which was not a party to the original compact. They took the
position, by a well-known principle of cquity, with its obligations, and we
teel convinced that they will probably expedite the object th) have in view
il they at once place themscelves in friendly communication with the Grand
Lodge of England, leaving the settlement of the controversy, as the Graxn
SterETARY has so wiscly recommended them, alone to the efilux of time;
any other course will specdily Iand them in serious and lasting difficulties.
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Ix England we shall all, as Craft Masons, fully recognize the position taken
up by Bro. Col. Macrron Moore, as Grand Prior of the Templar organi-
nization, acting under a patent of LRI, the Grinp Masrrn of that dis-
tinguished body. It is quite clear that any so-called attempted formation of
an independent body will be an illegal one by their laws and the laws of
Craft Masonry.  We regret to note this tendency just now, as we always
fear that these impatient movements emanate from a few restless, busy,
self-estimating men, anxious for distinction and notoriety, the tinsel show of
briet authority, forgetting that nothing is so bad for socicty and the world as
this repudiation of old established formulie, this schism from lawfully cons-
tituted and supreme hodies.

We were very glad a short time back to hear from a very able and distin-
guished brother from New Zcaland that the large majority of the New
Zealand brethren were loyal to their English  Mother Grand Lodge, and
were in no ways wishful to sever the links which bound them to the most
venerable and distinguished Masonic organization in existence.  We have
always regretted theextreme facility with which both American and Canadian
bodies have recognized the absolutely illegal formation in New South Wales,
without carefully looking into the question ; and had they only kept before
them the points so lucidly set forth by our Graxp Recrsrrak in Grand Lodge,
that safe and careful adviser on all such topics of our Craft, they would have
avoided falling into a mistake which sets at defiance all Masonic precedents,
and afiords a very wide loop-hole for clandestine Freemasonry:,

It devotes its weekly illustration, which
it appears is ndt original, however, to the ridicule of the * [Ium-
bug of Freemasonry.” We cannot say honestly cither that the
drawing itself represents a very high standard of :esthetic art or a
genial pen, and scems to us, on the contrary, very feeble and very
absurd. [t ridicules I'reemasonry for want of charity to the widow. And
this in a town where exists a certain lodge called the Lodge of Hope, among
others, which is most noteworthy for its noble efforts for the Masonic Chari-
ties and the “ widows. We can recall the time when, with a band of good
men and true, second to none as workers in Masonry and supporters of the
Charities, the cfforts of the Lodge of Hope were unceasing and their ofierings
most liberal, even striking,  Many of these genial and he:lrty brethren are,
alas, no longer to the fore, but some h.lpplly still remain who could a tale
unfold, if only they would, of ceascless devotion and disinterested sacri-
fices for the best of all causes—Charity. It is astonishing to realize sometimes
what an amount of ignorance still lingers in the mind of the foolish fanatic
who attacks or depreciates Ireemasonry. We should have thought that
the return of 43,000 for our great metropolitan Masonic Charities
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annually might convince the gainsaying and rcbuke the petulant.
The Royal Masonic Benevolent Institution is granting £11,000 per an-
num in annuities to decayed Ifrcemasons and their widows, and if the
ingenious limner who has so caricatured Freemasonry wishes for any
enlightenment on this point, we feel sure that Bro. Jasmrs Terry, No.
4. Freemasons® Hall, the indefatigable Secrctary of the Institution, will
cheerfully afford him all information on the subject, so much so as probably
to make him rub his eyes with astonishment at what he hears of the chari-
table doings of Masons, and feel some regret that he has <o idly affected to
laugh at a peaceful, a loyal, and a beneficent Fraternity.  We think thatan
apology is duc to those many worthy brethren of ours at Bradiord who have
been thus foolishly ridiculed and perversely caricatured. At the same time
we feel bound to say this, we do not suppose that for one moment that the

One of the first lessons that we learn is ““ to be good men
and true.”  Avoid, therefore, deceit and guile 3 be plain and straightforward
in your dealings; and with heart and tongue unite in rejoicing with those
who rejoice, and sympathising with those who mourn.  Such, my brethren
are the Three Great Principles of our Order; may you, as a lodge, ever
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pe under their blessed influence, and receive that happiness which their teach-
ine will produce. 'l here was a time, ages and ages ago, whan (.:od S-’“‘lg’
e Let there be light! and there was light.”  But upon what did it shine?

1le was proud of the
compliment that had been paid to him and other Grand Oflicers in making
him an honorary member of the Southgate Lodge. Always feeling an in-
terest in Masonry, it was to him a source of pleasure when brethren who had
sincerely the good of the Craft at heart projected a new lodge, and he was
glad that some good and true brethren had come forward to start a lodge in
a locality with which some years back he had some acquaintance. Some
time ago he lived in a cottage in the neighbourhood, but many changes had
occurred since then, and he feared he should not be able to find a trace of
the spot he referred to.  The lodge having started he wished it all prosperity,
and he did rot doubt it would show itself worthy of the confidence reposed in
the petitioners by the M.\V. Grand Master.

In giving the toast of “ The Consecrating Officers,> the V.M. stated
that the brethren must all have been gratified with the way in which the con-
secration ceremony had been performed, and as many of them had seen the
ceremony before, they were well able to judge of the ability displayed by
Bro.

creating much merriment by some humorous reference to the excellency of the
accommodation at the large building over the way (Colney Hatch Asylum);
and Bro. 1. Seasay rephed to a toast proposed in honour of the musical
arrangements,

INAUGURATION OF A NEW MASONIC HALL AT
GATESHEAD.

Semc——

In the columns of this journal, on April 2nd, last year, we reported the
proceedings iv connection with the ceremony of laying the foundation stone
of the Gateshead Industey Masonic Hall, and it is now our sleasing duty to
report the apening ceremony on the removal of the l.mlgc of tndustry,
No. .13, to the premises, which took place on Monday evening, the 23rd inst.

\We have previously described the proportions of the building, both ex-
ternally and internally, which has been erected in 3 most substantial man-
ner, and 1o the entire satislaction of the directors of the Masonic 1lall
Company, from the designs of Bro. A, M. Fowler, late Borough Surveyor of
Neweastle, by Messes, Ty and Ko Lamb, of Giteshead. The internal
arrangements are eminently satisfactory, and reflect great credit to everyone
concerned in the ercction and completion thereof,  We congratulate the
members of this old lodge on the acquisition of such an excellent and perma-
nent place of abode, after many vicissitudes and changes of residence since
the removal of the lodge from Swalwell in the year 18435,

The Industry was an operative lodge, and was established by Sir Ambrose
Crowley, at Swalwell, prior to the seventeenth century, where the meetings
were held regularly for upwards of 130 years, until it was removed to Gates-
head, as just mentioned.

Fhe furnishings of the new lodge are most claborate and complete, and
the Finance Committee are to be complimented on their devotion and atten-
tion in the responsibilities of combining a tout ensemdble satisfactory to all
concerned.  The windows ave glazed with variegated cathedral glass, of two
shades in green.  Those in the lodge.-room have centres of stained tloral
designs, which greatly enhance the beauty of the decorations on the ceilings
and sides of the room.  The ceiling is picked out with a delicate green tint,
and the colours of the walls are of a greyish hue,  The seats placed around
the room are raised, and covered with crimson cloth.  The dais is of oval
form, and larger than is usually seen; its dimensions being 36 feet by 10
feet, by 1 foot 0 high. It is approached by two steps, each 0 inches high.
The dais is covered with Brussels carpet of a bright colour, and there is also
a handsome Brusscls carpet, of a darker pattern, in the body of the hall.
‘The two massive Scagliola mable columns, presented 1o the lodge many
years ago by the late lsarl of Durham, a P.G.AM. of the province, ave placed
in such a position as to give due cifect to the other furmshings,  From the
ceiling are suspended two massive and handsome brass chandeliers, and
burnished to suit, while the side-lights sct oll the lower portions of the room
in an cqually effective manner. The carpets, curtains, linoleum for ban-
queting and ante-rooms, &c., have been supplied by Messrs, Snowball, Son
and Co., of Gateshead.

The brethren assembled at seven o’clock p.m., when the lodge was opened by the
WL (Bro.

A dedicatory prayer was offered by the Chaplain, alterwards an opening
ode was sung by the brethren.  The ballot was then taken for Messrs. John
Frederick Corbett and George Innes Scott,” who were both duly clected.
The nomination of "'reasurer, Finance Committee, Organist, and Tyler for
ensuing year followved, after which the names ol the brethren clegible for
the chair were read, according to rule.

Bro. R. B. Reep, P (Chairman of the Industry Masonic Hall Co.),
then rose, and gave a hearty welcome to the W. M. and brethren as tenants
of the Company, and wished the old lodge increased prosperity and greater
success in their new habitation. The \W.AL cordially reciprocated the good
wishes of Bro. Reed, and after some routine business, the lodge was ciosed
in due form, and the brethren adjourned to the new banqueting hall, to
partake of a sumptuous and excellent cold collation, provided by Bro. J.
Phillips, of the Queen’s Head THotel, Newcastle. The fact of seventy
sitting down to the repast shows in what estimation the Lodge of Industry
and the W.M. are held by the brethren of the neighbourhood.

After the loyal toasts were given, the \W.M. proposed ““ The IHealth of
the Visitors,” which was responded to by Bros. Robert Hudson, P.G.D.C.
Durham, and J. Cook, P.P.S.G.\V. Northumberland.

The W.NL then proposed *“The Health of the L., Bro. Jechn
Wood, who was unavoidable absent through severe indisposition, and who,
he regretted io state, was not able to take a part in these momentous pro-
ceedings, in which he had hitherto taken a most prominent part,

Jro. R B Reen, PO, then assumed the gavel, and proposed *¢ The
Flealth of the Worshipful Master,” and in the course of his remarks stated
that Lodge 48 had been known for generations for its good working, and
that if he had to discriminate as to the excellence of the Past Masters, he
would state that they had had good, better, and best Worshipful Masters,
and he placed the present possessor of the chair amongst the latter. 1t was
known that Bro.

tastes and enhance the harmony and comfort of the brethren, who were
stiving and vicing with each other for the general good.

Bro. Trosas v also replied, and was glad to find that what his firm
had done was satisfactory to the sharcholders.  Ile could conscientiously
state that every attention had been given 1o details, and he hoped that the
brethren would always be pleased with the crection in which they now met.

The WAL then gave the toast of the  Industry Masonic Hall Com-
pany,” and in an cloquent spcech expounded the diflicultics and troubles
the Directors had experienced since the time the Masonic Hall Company
was formed, about five or «ix years ago,  He culogised the Chairman, Bro.
R. B. Reed, as being a man who could cope with the difliculties, and whose
steady and business-like ways had kept his brother Directors within reason-
able limits when they were desirous of pushing forward the building opera-
tions, but which he (Bro. Reed) would not sanction until the best part of the
shares had been sabeeribed for.  Tle complimented Bro. R, 3. Reed on his
discrimination and judgment in keeping back his more impetuous and
ardent colleagues, and could say that the ruling of such a chairman was
most gratifying to the Board, and was now seen in the excellent arrange-
ments that had been made for the comfort of Lodge 48.

Bro. R. B. Reep, P.M,, replied in a pithy and graceful manner. e re-
verted to the days of his youth, when the Lodge of Industry was held under
the canopy of heaven, andin the village of Swalwell, amongst ¢ umbrageous
trees and limpid streams.” He stated that he had been handsamely supported
by the Directors through all their trials and tribulations, and he was very
pleased to sce that they had surmounted all difficulties and reared unto
themselves ahouse, where he trusted  the bond of fellowship and brotherly
love would continue to reign for gencrations to come.

The Tyler’s toast was then given, and the brethren dispersed at 11 p.m,

The brethren afterwards adjourned to banquet, which
was, as usual in this lodge, admirably supplied by the
hotel, under the supervision of Bro, Cohen.

Bro. James lLewis Thomas, P.G.AD.C., responded to
the toast ol *“The Pro (.M, Deputy G, &c.” Re-
ferring to the complimentary remarks made by the WL,
on the way the Grand Officers did their duty, he said that
they endeavoured to the best of their ability to do their
duty in cvery possible way by the Craft. They had been
raised to the position that they held, he presumed, for some
little merit which they might have possessed.  Among the

Of
those great and illustrious brethren whom the W.AM. had
complimented he could say very little that the brethren did
not alrcady know, because he was sure that the names of
Grand Officers  were  quite  familiar, almost house-
hold words in the Craft. But for those Grand Olfficers
present he could only say that they very highly appreci-
ated the honour of having their names coupled with those
arcat names in Freemasonry.

Hogard, visited this old and excellent lodge, and it always
cave him the greatest pleasure, because the working of the
lodge was of the most admirable kind, They bad that
cvening witnessed the ceremonies worked in a manner
which they would never sce excelled anywhere in the land.
Onc of the lodge’s own P.M.’s, Bro. Norden, had per-
formed the ceremonies in a manner that he (Bro.

Still, it was a very great
pleasure, because the W.N. and himself joined the lodge
within a month of cach other; therefore he felt the more
eratified that he had been able to instal him, No doubt
the brethren had noticed that during his career in the lodge
Bro. Joseph Da Silva had fultillled all the duties when he
had been called upon tothe utmost satisfaction to the whole
of the brethren, and he would do the same in the chair of
IX.S., because having atrended lodges of insteuction with
him, he (Bro. Norden) was able to testify that hewas capable
of carrying out the duties of the chair as well as any other
brother in the lodge.

The nexttoastwas “ The Masonic Charities and the Lodge
of Israel Benevolent Fund.” e said they looked to the
Royal Masonic Benevolent Institution to provide support
and comfort to _thuse brethren who had in days gone by
perhaps seen affluence, but who, through age and adver-
Shf" were compelled to seek assistance. It was on their
behalf that Institution was founded, and Bro. Terry would
Lear him out that during the years it had been in existence
it had fullilled not only to the utmost the scheme that was
proposed for it, but that it had far exceeded the estimate
first made.  But whether it had or not, the future would
show that as Freemasonry extended threefold the spirit of
philanthropy and generosity pervading Freemasons?’ breasts
would estend tenfold, He therefore asked the brethren
to support this Institution, for which he was going to be
Steward at the next festival, on the 215t February, and he
hoped the brethren would rally round him and send him
with a good list from the Lodge of Isracl, At the same
time the other Institutions must not be left without support.
The Benevolent IFund of the Lodge of Israel would Lc ex-
plained l?' Bro. A. M. Cohen, who greatly desired that the
money it had should reach four figurces, which he saw in the
not very far distance.

Bro. James Terry, in replying, explained the good the
Benevolent Institution was doingand said there were 335 old
persons receiving, the men £40 a year each, and the
widows £32 a year cach. The Institution was paying in
this way /£11,600 per annum. Ninc years ago it was
paying only £3400 a year, or £Sooo a year less than now,
The W.M. was therefore right when he said that while
Masonic lodges increased threefold he expected the philan-
thropy of Masons would increase tenfold. He thought there
were occasions when the lodge Benevolent FFund would not
be equal to the demand upon it, and the Bencvolent
Institution would be called upon. For instance, to produce
£ 40 a year fora man over Go years of age, according to the
government valuation, £3000r £460 would be necessary,
A brother of the Lodge of Isracl was an annuitant of
the Benevolent Institution, receiving £40 a year, but the
Institution did not come to ask the lodge to donate from
its fund the purchase money of thatannuity. e therefore
ventured to think the Institution might look for some little
support from the lodge ; and he reminded the brethren that
£5a year would give one vote, £10 two votes, and five
wuineas would make a brother a Life Governor, with two
votes for life at cach election.

Bro. W. M. Cohen, P.AL, replied for  The Lodge of
Isracl Benevolent Fund,” and exhorted the brethren to
make the amount foir figures. This fund has £o30 in-
vested in Consols, and a balance in hand of £6S Ss. gd.

“The 1.P.M.” was next toasted, the W. M, expressing
the great regret he felt at the unavoidable absence of Bro.
H. J. Phillips. In his absence, however, Bro. L, Norden
had at the last moment undertaken the duties of Installing

Master, and had filled those duties with credit to himself,
and in such a manner as to do great honour to the lodge.
He was sure he only echoed the wish of every brother to
couple the name of Bro. L. Nordon, and give a hearty
response to the toast.

It was here announced, amidst cheering, that Bro. Terry
had kindly placed twenty guineas from the Province of
Kent upon the V. Master’s list as Steward for the Royal
Masonic Benevolent Institution. .

Last week's Anowledge contains an interesting
article on a recently published treatise by Col. Young, Pro-
fessor of Astionomy in the College of New Jersey, U.S.A,,
on The Sun.’”® In a footnote reference 1s made to the
adoption by that learned professor of the following curious
illustrations employed by Professor Mindenhall for the pur-
posc of conveying somcthing like a finite idea of the dis-
tance of our carth from the centre of the planctary system,
6, says the latter, ““we could imagine an infant with an
arm long enough to cnable him to tonch the sun and burn
himself, he would dic of old age before the pain could reach
him, since, according to the experiments of Helmholtz and
others, a nervous shock is communicated only at the rate of
about 100 fect per second, or 1,637 miles a day, and would
need more than 150 years o make the journey, Sound
waould do it in about feurtecn years if it conld be transmitted
through celectial space, and a cannon ball in about nine, if
it were to move uniformly with the same speed as when it
left the muzzle of the gun ”—the initial velocity of a shot
from a rifled cannon is belween 1500 and 1600 feet per
second. A further illustration by Professor Young himself
is pronotmced by the editor of our contemparary to be
“cill wmore impressive,” It is as follows: ¢ \V{\ih: the
carth is travelling twenty miles along her cirenlar path, her
path deviates from the tangent at the first point of the arc
of twenty miles by only one-cighth of an inch.  Lhis is the
distance which the sun, with all his tremendous attractive
encrzy, draws the earth towards him in a second of time,”

The samejournal contains an article by the editor
on the ““Precession of the Iquinoxes,’ in whicli noteis taken
of a method for determining the age of the Great Pyramid,
which, for architectural and cther reasons, has so many
attractions for members of our Craft, It scems that the
star ““ Alpha Draconis” or ““Thuban? was nearest the
Pole about 2700 years p.c.—the word ““ago” is used, but
obviously this is an error~* hut, of course, it was the Pole
Star for a lang time before and after the period when it
was nearest the Pole (just as Alpha of the Little Bear is
now the Pole Star, though some 300 years will dlapse
before it is at its nearest to the Pole).’” In determining
the age of the Great Pyramid, the ditor takes this
*“Alpha Draconis?” when itis at a certain definite distance
from the Pole, namely 3% 50/, and from it as a centre with
the distance stated as his radius describes on an accompany-
ing map, a circle which cuts the pole in two points, one of
which corresponds to about 3350 years B.c., theother to
about 2170 B.c. Now, *‘cither of these,” he goes on to
say, ““would correspond with the position of the descending
passage in the Great Pyramid; but Egyptologists tell us
there can also lately be no doubt that the later epoch is
far toolate. If, then, we regard the slant passage as in-
tended to bear on the Pole Star atits sub-polar passage,
we ot the date of the Pyramid asc<igned as about 33350
years .., with a prebable limit of error of not more than
200 years cither way.”’

From this we Jearn
that in the case of the Great Pyramid, the casingr and
pavement “have been found /1 situ, at about the middle
of the west, east, and south sides; it was already exposed
on the north side, on which alone it has been hitherto
known.” As to the second Pyramid, it appears that
its ““ peribolus walls ** have been “ cleared in many
parts, showing that they are all carcfully built and not
of ¢ heaped stone rulhish,’ as had hitherto been supposed
Also, the so-called “lines of stone rubbish?’ on the west side
of the pyramid prove to be all built walls, formine a series
of lony gralleries, about sixty in number, each about 100 ft.
long, 9 ft. wide, and 7 {t. high, with ends and thresholds of
hewn lhinestone,”  These, Mr, Petrie says, would serve to
house two ar three thousand men, and he conjectures they
may have been the workmen’s harracks., Somewhat similar
discoveries have been made at the third Pyramid, and it is
later on added, as an important fact, that ““the Great
Pyramid proves to be scveral feet smaller than hitherto
supposed.
