But
we are by no means bigoted, and we are prepared to review fairly and
squarely every proposal for so laudable and patriotic a purpose which is
brought under our notice. The motion which Bro. Raynuam W, STEWART,
P.G.D., intends bringing before Grand Lodge on Wednesday next contains
such a proposal, and in estimating its merits or demerits we shall deal with it
as though no plan of our own had been laid before the Masonic public.
Speaking offhand, we say, unhesitatingly, that Bro. STEwaRrT's plan lacks
all those requirements, save one, which such a proposal should possess.
Its one recommendation is that it falls in with the Prince of WALES’s
scheme for commemorating the jubilee of his mother’s reign, namely, that
the British public should combine in establishing in London, as a memorial
of that auspicious event, an Imperial Institute for the Colonies and India.
This scheme has found favour with her MaJesTy, and if carried out—as it
undoubtedly will be—is certain to prove of invaluable service in consolidat-
ing the interests of the British Empire. Bro. STEwarT's idea is that
Grand Lodge should contribute #1000 towards this Imperial object, and
to this extent—and this only—his idea has merit. By so contributing,
Grand Lodge will assist in promoting a grand work, ariginated by the Prince
of WaLEs, accepted by the Sovereign, whose reign it will commemorate,
and endorsed by her people, who love and respect her so deeply. But
otherwise there is absolutely nothing in the motion which justifies our
recommending it to the acceptance of our readers. Considering how
numerous, influential, and wealthy our Society is, the sum stated in the resolu-
tion is paltry. When the Prince of WALES returned safe from his State
visit to India, the Craft signalised its rejoicing by voting f4000 to the
Royal National Lifeboat Institution, Thus, if the amounts mentioned are
to be taken as a guide in estimating the relative importance of the two
events, the Sovereign’s Jubilee is one-fourth the importance of her son’s
return from a six months’ tour in the East, This is one objection which, as
it covers the proposal with ridicule, should be enough to overwhelm it out of
existence. Another and more fatal one is that it allows of no trace remain-
ing of the part taken by the Masons in the forthcoming great national
rejoicing, This £roco will be only one of many hundreds of thousands of
pounds expended on the establishment of the proposed Institute. A
powerful Society like ours should present a memorial that will be worthy of
an honoured place among the memorials of other large socigties and bodies
corporate, a memorial to which future generations of Masons may be able
to point with pride, not a mere money presentation such as many private
individuals will offer. Qur two Masonic Lifeboats, on the Essex and
Devonshire coasts, will exist in perpetuity, and the brethren who a century
hence may hear of the services of their gallant crews will know why and
by whom, and to commemorate whom, they were built and endowed. Bro,
STEWART'S contribution of L1000 will be only a drop in the ocean of
contributions that will flow in from all parts of the Empire. Many other
objections might be urged, but the last and most fatal of all is that the
proposal has about it nothing of a fundamentally Masonic character, or
that will make clear to the Craftsmen who succeed us the intimate connec-
tion with Freemasonry of the English Royal Family, and especially of
QuUEEN VicToria herself, who is the daughter and niece of former Grand
Masters of England, and the mother of our Prince of WaLEs and present
Grand Master. Having said this much, we shall content ourselves with
the expression of a hope that either Bro. STewarT will have the good
sense to withdraw it, or that Grand Lodge will dispatch it forthwith to that
ourne from which ridiculous or undignified resolutions are never known to
return,

urging upon the consideration of our readers the carefully
prepared scheme for Masonically commemorating the Jubilee of Queen
VicToriA which we submitted to their notice some two months back. Our
plan has this much in its favour—it is strictly and entirely Masonic in its
character, It will perpetuate not only the personal fame of the Sovereign

whose jubilee it is identified with, but likewise the long-enduring association
of her family with the Society of Freemasons, and her relationship to certain
of its most illustrious Grand Masters. It will be a further and still more
convincing testimony to the respect which we, as the Freemasons of to-day,
render to those grand principles of Loyalty and Charity, wkich have ever
been the basis of our Craft and the mainspring of all the QUERN's actions.
It will provide the means for benefiting, through all time, a certain number
of old and young persons of both sexes who have fallen from affluence into
a state of comparative or absolute poverty. And lastly, it will assist in
lightening, both now and always, that pressure upon the resources of our
Charitable associations which, as our article of last week on the present
position of things in connection with the Benevolent Institution shows, is be-
coming almost too heavy for us to bear. It has likewise the rare merit of
being simple almost to simplicity itself. Itis this—that a fund to which Grand
Lodge, Provincial and District Grand Lodges, privatelodges, and individual
brethren generally be invited to contribute, should be raised for the purpose
of establishing one or more, “ Queen Victoria Perpetual Presentations” to
each of our Institutions, that is to say, to the Girls’ School, the Boys’
School, the Male Fund Royal Masonic Benevolent Institution, and the
Widows' Fund, Royal Masonic Benevolent Institution, the right of pre-
sentation to be, in the first instance, vested in the QUEEN herself for life,
and at her death in her successors on the throne or the Grand Master, as
may be arranged hereafter. The sum necessary to be raised in order to
establish one such ¢ Queen Victoria Perpetual Presentation’’ for each of the
four Charities would be in round figures £.500, namely, one Girls’ School
Presentation, 1000 guineas (£1030), one Boys’ School ditto, 1000 guineas
(£1050), and for one Male Annuity of £io, and one Widow's Annuity of
£32, a sum sufficient to purchase f£2400 Three per Cent. Government
Stock. This in brief is our plan and we earnestly commend it, and the
articles in its favour which appeared in the Freemason of the 25th Septem-
ber, to the notice of our readers.

THe meeting on Tuesday next of the Grand Lodge of
Scotland will no doubt be of exceptional brilliancy, it hav-
ing been resolved to celebrate the Third Jubilee with a
degree of ceremony in all respects worthy of so memorable an occasion.

C. A. Vinter,
P.M. 441, P.P.G.S. B. .

Bro. S. H. SHARMAN proposed, and it was agreed, that 20 guineas be
Vohteq to the Cambridgeshire Masonic Charity Association for the Masonig

arities,
- Bro, C. A. VINTER proposed, and it was resolved, to vote five guineas
to the Binckes’ Testimonial Fund. .

After some other business had been discussed, Provincial Grand Lodge
was closed. .
. The R.W. the Prov. Grand Master presided at a banquet in the even-
Ing, at which upwards of 8o brethren were present.

In proposing the toast of #“ The Queen and the Craft,’’ the PRov. GRAND
MasTER referred to the coming Jubilee year, and suggested whether they
should not have some appropriate commemoration in that province which
should bring together every member of the Craft in mutual harmony to
show their loyalty to their beloved Sovereign. -

The Prov. GRAND MASTER next gave * The Health of the M.W.G. M.,
H.R.H. the Prince of Wales.” Amongst the many and varied duties per=
formed by his Royal Highness there were none more pleasing and con-
genial than those he discharged when in a body of Freemasons. His
unflagging energy and untiring strength made him a most remarkable man,
for it seemed to him (and he had known his Royal Highness from his earliest
start in public life)that his continued and unabated vigour rivalled anything
his lordship had seen, whilst his genial nature expanded with his increasing
years. ~(Applause.) It was very satisfactory that they could look forward
to a Prince holding sway of the hearts of the people of these realms, under
all political difficulties and crises which might occur, thoroughly believing
that his position was secure, because he was beloved by the people.

The next toast from the chair was that of ¢ The M\W. Pro G.M., the
Right Hon. the Earl of Carnarvon; the R,W. the Deputy G.M., the
Right Hon, the Earl of Lathom; and the Grand Officers, Presentand Past.”

- Bro. T, WatTs, W.M. 441, proposed * The Health of the R.W. Prov.
Grand Master,” which was most cordially received.

The Prov. GRaxDp MASTER, in responding, expressed the great pleasure
it afforded him to be present in the office he held amongst them, he had
always received so much kindness and sympathy from the Masonic body in
the province.  As they all knew, his connection with that county had been
of a varied nature, and it was not only that ‘he met them as Freemasons,
but also as a body of gentlemen connected with the county, that afforded
him heartfelt pleasure.  His poor services were always at their command.
The returns from the various lodges were very satisfactory. ‘They werea
small province ; but they were associated by the strongest bonds of friends
ship and unanimity,  He sincerely trusted it might always be so, and that
they would see flourish this great Institution of Freemasonry, which was a
great conclave of honest hearts brought together under ancient form, and
working for the benefit and substantial good of their fellow creatures, bath
young and old.

He was exceedingly pleased
that day to have to present the distinction of the Charity jewel to Bro. C.
A. Vinter, one among many who had worked for the great cause, and with
such good results. (Applause.)

The Prov. GRAND MASTER next rose to propose the toast of the evena
ing, “The Health of the Deputy Prov. Grand Master, Bro. Andrew H.
Moyes.” (Applause.) The duty of inducting Bro. Moyes that day had
afforded him great pleasure, and he trusted it had given satisfaction to
Grand Lodge—(applause)—and the entire Province of Cambridgeshire.
{Renewed applause.) It gave him intense pain to be obliged to induct
another Deputy in 50 short a time, for it was only three years since at
Wisbech he instituted Bro. J. N. York to the same ci){air. He then believed
that he thoroughly felt the pulse of the entire province, and he trusted he
had done so again in appointing a successor. He had considerable advice
on the subject, and after duly weighing and sifting the matter, he came to
the decided o&inion,that Bro. Moyes was the right man for the place.
(Applause.) e had known Bro. Moyes for over 30 years, and was cone
vinced that there was no one in the province better fitted to act as his Deputy.
(Applause.) He would refrain from further eulogy, as Bro. Moyes’ fitness
would be best demonstrated by his conduct in the future. Personally he
had the greatest confidence that the fitness of his Deputy would be made
known to the province as time went on, A genial, honest, straightforward
man, who had gained the esteem of his fellow men in all stations of life,
was not likely to fall short of the duties now imposed on him by the high
office he had accepted that day, but would prove a most excellent and
efficient Deputy Prov. Grand Master. Might he have health and strength
to fulfil the position for many years. (Applause.)

Bro. A. H. Moyes, D.P.G.M,, said that the appointment conferred
upon him, together with the kind remarks from the chair and the cordial
manner in which they had been received by the brethren, constrained him
to say that it was one of the proudest moments he as a Mason could
experience. He should endeavour so to discharge his duties as to
merit the confidence of the brethren in years to come. He knew the office
was a difficult one, that there were many varieties of opinion to be cons
sulted, but he should strive to be impartial and to study the best interest
of the province, and he trusted he should give satisfaction. It was said
that the vitality of Masonry was to be tested by the contributions to their
Charities. Well, the amount of money collected in the province for that
purpose during the past four years was without precedent. He knew the
time when things were different. But now, according to their numerical
strength, they stood in the front rank., Those who had Masonry at heart
would assist him in maintaining that position. (Applause.) 'He again
thanked them for their cordial greeting, almost beyond his expectations,
and trusted that if spared to perform his duty he should meet with their appro-
bation. (Applause.)

The Prov. GRAND MasSTER then gave **The Officers of Provincial
Grand Lodge, Present and Past,” and coupled with it the name of Bro. Thos.
Nichols, who had rendered great service to the province as Grand Treas.
His lordship eulogised the outgoing Treasurer, and trusted they might have
his assistance in other directions,

Bro. T. NicHoLs, after mentioning that he was Secretary prior to
being appointed Treasurer eleven years ago, thanked the Prov. Grand
Master for his uniform kindness when consulted on Masonic matters, and
promised that, although now a past officer, he would continue to give his
best services to the province.

Bro. Moyes, D.P.G.M., proposed * The Visiting Brethren,”
WoopwARD and Pace, of Lynn, responded.

The Prov.. GRAND MASTER gave * The Health of the W.M. of the
Three Grand Principles, and of the W.M.’s of the other Lodges.” Bros,
Warrts, NichorLs, Hamrson, and CHENNELL responded.

*“ The Masonic Charities ”” was the last toast from the chair, his lordship
remarking that their Charities showed that Freemasonry was not only or
merely a Society for friendly intercourse, but an Institution founded for
and carrying on a’ great and noble work. He hoped this province would
continue to do as it had done during the past few years, and so help the
young, the aged, and the needy.

Bro. TERRY,of London, responded in an able speech, and showed what
scope there was for large contributions to the Charities,

GRAND LODGE AND THE PROPOSED IMPERIAL

INSTITUTE OF THE COLONIES AND INDIA.

To the Editor of the * Freemason.”

Dear Sir and Brother,

From to-day’s papers I read with astonishment
that on the next meeting ot Grand Lodge (December 1st)
it is the intention of Bro. Raynham Stewart to propose a
resolution—‘“ That the Grand Lodge do hereby vote the
sum of L1000 (one thousand pounds) from the Fund of
General Purposes, as its contribution towards the proposed
[mperial Institute of the Colonies and India.”

I do earnestly and sincerely hope, Sir, that every effort
will be made by the Craft to defeat this motion on the part
of our good Bro. Stewart, for whom I have the greatest
possible respect, and whose friendship 1 have had the pri-
vilege of enjoying for many years past.

I cannot for one moment think, Sir, that it would be the
wish of our Most Worshipful Grand Master, H.R.H. the
Prince of Wales, to take away so large a sum from the
funds of our Order, seeing the constantly increasing appli-
cations and grants to such a number of our poorer bre-
thren, to say nothing of the increasing requirements of our
Charitable Institutions. Take, for instance, the case of
our Boys’ School, at Wood Green, with which I have had
the honour for some years past to be connected on the
Audit Committee.

A thousand pounds would be a ““Godsend” to this
Institution, as I am sure no one knows so well as our good
Bro. Stewart, Then take our Benevolent Institution for
Old Men and Women—would not our good Bro. Terry
hail with delight *“a thousand pounds’’ towards the Funds
of his Institution? and last, although not least, would not
the Girls’ Institutionn and ourgood Bro. Hedges be delighted
with such a magnificent donation towards their funds?

Surely the brethren assembled in Grand Lodge on the
1st proximo will never sanction such a donation being
applied to such a purpose. The Imperial Colonial aud
Indian Institute can take care of itself; there can be no
doubt that funds sufficient, or more than sufficient, for the
proposed institute will be forthcoming in due course, with-
out entrenching upon funds that should be devoted purely
to Charity in connection with the Craft.

PAST MASTERS COLLARS.
To the Editor of the ¢ Freemason.”
Dear Sir and Brother, L.

I am pleased to notice that this question is going
to be dealt with at next Quarterly Communication (Wed-
nesday next). I see that Bro. Nicholl, P.M., has gota
notice of motion on the agenda which, if carried, will give
all members of Grand Lodge the right to wear their full
insignia of rank whenever they attend at any lodge in the
Constitution, but I regret to notice that the Board of
General Purﬁoses, for their own inscrutable reasons, have
also put in their repert the direct counter proposal, they do
not want Masters, Past Masters, or Wardens to wear
their Grand Lodge clothing anywhere but in Grand Lodge,
or Provincial, or District Grand Lodge.

Not being within the inner circle of the purple and gold,
1 am unable to even guess why it is not considered
proper for say, an old Past Master (who has done, and is
still capable of doing all the ceremonies of the Craft, and
who is, in accordance with the laws, stillamember of Grand
Lodge, and entitled to attend there and participate in all
the privileges accorded) to visit at any lodge in the Con-
stitution, with all the clothing he is permitted to wear in
Grand Lodge.

To require him to take his collar off is quite as bad as to

chop the spurs off a knight hefore ke enters a private
drawing room, or stripping the symbols of active service
and ardent devotion to duty and his country, from a real
live colonel prior to attending parade or review of the regi-
ment of a brother in arms.

Whatever may be said for or against at Grand Lodge it
seems clear to me that the notice that Bro. Nicholl has
given, as to Article 307, and 308, in all fairness meet the
difficulty at the proper point, and personally, I would be
very pleased if the Craft generally could see fit to endorse
his views, and very much still hetter pleased if the Board
of General Purposes would adopt them as their own.

No doubt the question will be fairly argued upon its
merits on both sides, and although there are many mem-
bers who are apathetic or indifferent, yet I would be glad
to see that there was evinced a disposition amongst Grand
Lodge members generally, to assert their right to wear the
insignia of their Grand Lodge rank wherever they found it

THE DEAN OF YORK ON FREEMASONRY.

The Very Rev. A. P, Purey Cust, Dean of York, lecturing
at the Institute of Science and Art on the subject of
““Heraldry "’ as exemplified in the stone carvings and
stained glass in York Cathedral, said : *“ The issues of life
are too momentous and the dangers besetting humanity too
many and complex to allow of our ridiculing and ignoring
any honest effort to grapple with them, even if it be in our
own estimation, a little out of date. No doubt none are
perfect, but at least they are worthy of our respectful atten-
tion and of our endeavours to discover and disentangle the
legitimate motive and purpose from the abuses with which
they may have become surrounded, or the follies into which
they may have degenerated, or the misconceptions and
exaggerations which may have been circulated about them.
I venture as an old Freemason to claim as much for Free-
masonry, and as a Fellow of the Society of Antiquaries, I
ask the same for Heraldry. The aims of both are similar,
though they adupled different illustrations, and, if quaint in
conception, they are equally sound in principle; though
the latter, from the far more modern date of its foundation,
is more exclusively and distinctly Christian.”
