
THE PROVINCE OF ALIDDLESEX.
It will not be very long- before Middlesex is restored to the position it

occup ied at the beginning of last year. Then it vvas under the rule of an
able, genial , and popular ruler. A month hence and it will be under the
guidance of a brother who has already won for himself the character of an
able, genial , and popular Cra ftsman , and vvho vvill only need the requisite
opportunities in order to win for himsel f the same measure of esteem and
respect as his predecessor, the late lamented Bro. Sir FRANCIS BURDETT ,
enjoyed. Bro. Lord GEORGE H AMILTON , vvho was appointed to the Pro-
vincial Grand Mastership of Middlesex in Jul y, 1S92 , and who will undergo
the ordeal of installation at Teddington on the 6th prox., has already done
good service to our Masonic state. In 1889, his Royal Hi ghness the M.W.
Grand Master was pleased to confer on him the office of Senior Grand
Warden of Eng land , and the year following he presided at the
Anniversary Festiva l of the Royal Masonic Inst i tut ion for Boys. His lord-
ship, moreover , may be said to have strong claims on thc consideration of
the Craft , apart fro m those arising out of his own personal qualities. His
father , the first Duke of A BERCORN , was for many years Grand Master of
Ireland ; his elder brother , the present Duke , novv holds that office, and
there are other members of the H AMILTON family who have at divers times
held offices of distinction under one or other of the Grand Lodges of the
I ' niled King dom. In addition to these claims , vvhich vvill undoubtedl y
have the effect of establishing him firml y from thc very outset in the esti-
mation of those over whom hc has been chosen to preside, it must be stated
that , as one of the representatives in Parliament for many years of thc great
Metropolitan county, he is already well known throughout the community .
Our Middlesex brethren , therefore , may esteem themselves fortunate in
having such a ruler , nor from vvhat vve know of the Province do vve think
his lordshi p will experience any other feeling than that of pleasure that he
should have been called upon to preside over them Masonically. They
were a well-ordered Province under their late chief , and whenever he had
occasion to call upon them for any special exertions , or to make any special
sacrifice of time or means, they loyally responded to his appeal , and it is
not hazardous to predict that under the new ree ime the same loyalty will be
conspicuous.

As a Province , Middlesex is of comparatively modern organisation.
Prior to the year 1S09, such lodges as were established within its l imits , but
outside the Metropolitan district , vvere under the direct contro l of Grand
Lodge. In that year, however , Masonry was held to have attained to such
importance as to justif y its being organised as a Province , and thc late Bro .
Sir FRANCIS BURDETT was chosen to preside over it as Provincial Grand
Master. His installation took place in the early part of 1S70, and
thenceforward the Craft may bc said to have increased by leaps and
hounds. Then there vvere but 10 lodges, novv there are 39, so that
in the 22 years of the late Provincial Grand Master 's rule the Province
had as nearly as possible quadrup led its strength. The list of lodges in
existence at thc beginning of 1870 included , firstl y, the Royal I ' nion , No. 382,
I ' xbridge, vvhich vvas warranted in 1825. Thc second in order of seniority
was the Carnarvo n Lodge, No. 708, Hampton Court , which vvas constituted
1,1 1857, and the third , the Bard of Avon Lodge, No. 778 , which novv meets
fit Hampton Court , but which was at the outset of its career located at
Stratford -on-Avon. ' In 1872 it removed to Staines , in the following year to
Mushey Park , and in 187 S to Hampton Court , the change of quarters fro m
Warwickshire to Middlesex having been brought about mainly through the
mstr iimentality of Bro . J. C. PA R K I .VSO .V, P.G.D., who novv ranks as its senior
''-VI. In 1859, the Crescent Lodge, No. 788, was consecrated at Tvvickenhan ,
where it remained t i l l  the year 18S3, when it obtained the sanction of the
¦'iiithnriiies Vu remove to Hampton Court. In iSfi i the DaUnmsie Lodge, No.
™'5i was founded at Hounslow ,and Ivvuyears later , the Strawberry Hill  Lodge,

'"Mi dates fro m 1867, and having met at divers times at Hampton Court

|"'st named place. The Enfield Lodge, No. 1237, was founded at Enlield
ln '868, no doubt to (ill the void created by the removal of lhc Salisbury
Lodge, No. 435, f rom that town into the London District; while thc Gooch
Lodge, No. 123S , Twickenham , and the Burdett Lodge, No . 1293 , Hampton ,
*cre warranted in 1868, and 1S60 respectively, thc late Prov. G. Master
'•'iving |JCen t)l c pr j nc j pai founder and first VV.M. of the latter lodge. Thc
Iges which have been warranted since January, 1 870, comprise the Acacia ,

' °* *3f>9, which started on its career at VVest Barnet , and ^having visited
°'tcr 's Bar , Southall , Shepperton , and Halliford , appears to havc settled
°Wll ia t  all events, for the present , at Hampton Court; the Harrow.Lod ge,

No. 1310; and the Lebanon Lodge, No. 1326 , which vvere warranted the
same year, and the latter of vvhich meets at Feltham. The Campbej l and
Era Lodges, Nos. 1415 and 1423 respectively, belong to the year 1872 , and
meet , the former at Hampton Court , and thc latter at Twickenham. The
Thames Valley Lodge, No. 1460, dates from 1873, and meets at Halliford,
while the helix Lodge, No. 1494, the Sir Francis Burdett , No. 1503, and the
Hemming, No. 1512 , were constituted in 1874, and meet—the first and third
at Hampton Court , and the second at Twickenham. In 1S75, there vvere
warranted the Abercorn , No. 1549, Great Stanmore ; the Elliot , No. 1567,
Feltham ; and the St. James 's, No. 1579, Enfield ; in 1876 , the Musgrave,
No. 1597, Hampton Court; the Unity, No. 1637, Harrow ; and the VVolsey,
No. 165S, Hampton Court. Three lodges also first saw the li ght in the
following year, namel y, the Quadratic , No. 1691, Hampton Court; the
Sub-Urban , No. 1702 , Great Stanmore ; and the Sunbury, No. 1733, Sun-
bury ; and thc Roya l Hanover , No. 1777, Twickenham , and the Sir Charles
Bright , No. 1793, Teddington , in 187S. The Gostling Murray Lodge, No. 1S71,
Hounslow, dates from the year 1S80 ; the Citadel , No. 1897, Harrow , from
1SS1 ; and the Raymond Thrupp, No. 2024, Hampton Court , from 1SS3.
The Henry Levander Lodge, No. 2048, Harrow , was founded in 1SS4, and
the Electric , of Hampton Court , the Elthorneand Middlesex , of Southall , and
the Cama Lodge, Hampton Court , ranking as Nos. 20S7, 2094, and 2105
respective!)', in 1SS5. The remaining lodges were constituted—the Jersey,
No. 2163, Southall , and the Royal Hampton Court , No. 2183, in 1886, and
the Bushey Park Lodge, No. 2381, Hampton Court , in 1S91. These then
are the lodges which constitute the Province of Middlesex as it vvas under
thc late and as it will be under the new Provincial Grand Master , nor do vve
doubt that before long the number will  bc increased , or that the degree of
prosperity enjoyed by the lodges novv in existence vvil l be lessened , but
rather enhanced to a very appreciable extent. Most of them are too firmly
established to be otherwise than favourabl y alTected by passing changes.

Price exalted Bros. Henry Sillick
VVood , Thomas Nixon Morris , VV. Murrell , and William VVard to
the Royal Arch Degree. Afterwards Comp. Price installed Comps.
Hattersley as M.E.Z.; VV. Bailey, as I I . ;  and Nathan Salmon , as J.,
doing the whole of the work in a super-excellent manner. Befo re the
investi ture of the other ollicers vvas performed ,

Comp. VV. B EACH , M.P., Grand J,, addressing the M.E.Z., said : 1 have
very great pleasure in performing the duty assigned to mc, to present the
centenary warrant of the chapter. It marks a most interesting epoch in the
annals ol the chapter when it has attained 100 years ' existence. During
that period no doubt much useful and valuable work has been performed.
Throug h the agency of this chapter many brethren have been exalted into
Royal Arch Masonry, and obtained greater eminence in the Craft , and I



trust that the distinction alread y attained will be increased. It augurs well
for the chapter that there is such a large attendance here this evening, be-
cause it shows the interest taken in the chapter. The warrant I now present ,
which records the centenary of the chapter , I hope will be an incitement to
the companions to persevere in that line of conduct vvhich has acquired for
this chapter such great distinction. I have very great pleasure in present-
ing this centenary warrant to you.

The M.E.Z. said : Excellent Comp. Beach , Grand Officers , and
Companions , on behalf of the Domatic Chapter I have to thank you very
sincerely and heartil y for your attendance here this evening, and especially
on such an auspicious occasion , when we, as members of this chapter , feel
so much honour has been done to us. Of course the existence of a chapter
for so many years is a pride and a honour , as it shows that its existence for
so long a period in full w orking strength must have carried out the objects
vvhich it had in view. The presen t year is a very eventful one in its career.
VVe thank you , Comp. Beach , for the kind expressions you have used for
its welfare, and we trust that the future of the chapter will be of the kind
that you mention. Comp. Beach , we thank you very much for attending
here this evening to present the centenary warrant.

The following companions were then invested ns officers of the chapter
for the year : Comps.

The M.E.Z. next presented a centenary jewel to Comp. H. N. Price ,
which he said was the first centenary jewel of the chapter. 1 he companions
ought to feel a great honour had been conferred on them , and they fel t it
would not have come about had it not been for Comp. Price's exertions.
Comp. Price had brought his endeavours to a successful issue, and he was
to be congratulated upon it.

Comp. PRICE , I.P.Z., said he thanked the M.E.Z. very cordially for his
exceedingly kind words. Anything he had done to conduce to obtaining
the centenary warrant had been to him a labour of love. If the companions
were satisfied he was amp ly rewarded. He should like now to have the
pleasure of presenting to the M.E.Z. a centenary jewel. There was no
member of the chapter who would render it more honour. Comp. Price
then decorated the M.E.Z. with a centenary jewel.

The M.E.Z. then called up Comps. Cottebrune , S.E., and Briggs , Treas.,
and presented each vvith a centenary jewel. He said that they had been
many years in the chapter, and he hoped they would be in it for many years
to come.

Comp. KOHRY (British Burmah), on behalf of that district , congratulated
the chapter on the excellent work he had seen that night , and also on the
chapter obtaining a centenary warrant. When one came thousands of
miles and saw the ceremonial of Masonry properly performed , it was
extremely gratif ying. It was very difficult to acquire the work. He had
seen the working of a good many chapters, but he had never appreciated it
as he had that evening. That chapter had flourished for 100 years , and he
hoped it might go on for many more.

The chapter was then closed , after working for four consecutive hours.
A splendid repast followed , at which Comp. Price presided , the honour

having been conferred upon him in recognition of his services in obtaining
the charter.

The music was performed by Masters R. and A. Hopkins , Bros. R,
Evans , Wingrove Ives , R. B. Hopkins , and Fred Stephens. At the piano-
forte were Mr. VV. A. Wade and Bro. R. B. Hopkins.

Comp. PRICE , in proposing " The Queen and .R.A. Masonry, " said one
of the most pleasing duties which could fall to the lot of a Presiding Officer
was to have the honour of proposing the health of her Most Gracious
Majesty the Queen , a duty vvhich came fro m the love and respect they bore
to that Royal Lady who had ruled over the vast emp ire which she held
sway for a period of half thc time the Domatic Chapter had been in
existence. During her reign and her long life she had , by her thought and
her sympathies with the people, endeared herself to all of them. They all
had the hope and wish that she might long reign over them. Her Majesty
being the Patroness of the Masonic Charities , hc would couple her name
with R.A. Masonry, and he would call on the companions to drink long life ,
health , and prosperity to the Oueen and R.A. Masonry.

Comp. PRICE , when the toast had been duly honoured , said the next
toast he had the honour to propose was that of "The Health of the Grand
Z. of the Order , H.R.H. the Prince of VVales ," and in proposing it he felt
perfectl y certain it would meet with the same hearty and cordial reception
which had always been accorded to it throughout Masonry all over the
kingdom. During the 18 years his Royal Highness had reigned over
Masonry, Royal Arch Masonry had made rap id strides , and in so doing
had become fat more influential than it was formerl y. Althoug h, perhaps,
his Royal Highness, by the various duties that devolved upon him , was
unable to attend the whole of Masons' assemblies, yet they knew there was
nothing of importance which occurred in Masonry but he knew of it , and hc
always took a part in everything that was for the good of R.A. Masonry.

Comp. PRICE said the next toast he had the honour also to propose was
that of "The Health of the Pro Grand Z., the Earl of Lathom , the Grand
H., the Earl of Mount Edgcumbe , and the Grand J., Comp. W. VV. B.
Beach , and the rest of the Grand Officers , Present and Past. There was
very little necessary for him to say to recommend that toast to the consider-
ation of the companions , for it always received a hearty acceptance. In the
Earl of Lathom they had a very old and worthy Mason , who was always
ready and willing to take command of their ceremonial. They had also the
Earl of Mount Edgcumbe , who was equall y enthusiastic in Masonry, and
they next came to Comp. Beach , the Grand J., vvho had honoured them
with his presence that evening. It afforded him (Comp. Price) personally
a very great amount of pleasure to welcome him in the Domatic Chapter ,
seeing that he (Comp. Price) was initiated in the Province of Hampshire in
the first year of Comp. Beach's rule over that province as Grand Master.
Therefore he felt peculiarl y honoured by Comp. Beach coming to see one of
his Masonic children. Whenever the companions saw any of these Grand
Officers occupying the position of president in Grand Lodge, they knew they
occup ied it with di gnity. While they had such officers at the head of
Masonry, they were certain that Royal Arch Masonry would never waver ,
but would remain the same grand noble institution it ever was. They had ,
also, to hold out the ri ght hand of fellowshi p in the name of the Domatic
Chapter to Comp. Fenn , Past President of the Committee of General
Purposes. There were very few Masons to-day vvho could carry out the
ceremonies more efficiently than he, not onl y in their own language, but in
other languages. Comp. b'enn was ono of the most energetic Grand Officers.
Then there was Comp. Letchworth , G.S.E., who was most enthusiastic in his
work , and to him he returned thanks for his assistance in obtaining the

centenary warrant. Comp. Letchworth had given up an important engage,
ment to be present at the Domatic Chapter that evening. Then they canie
to Comp. Pendlebury, Assistan t Grand Scribe E., and there was another
Grand Officer whom they claimed as a member of the chapter , Comp,
George Everett , Past Grand Treasurer , and whom they were always
ready to welcome. In all the chapters to which he belonged , there vvere
none more thoroughl y satisfied to see Comp. Everett Grand Treasurer
than his old chapter , the Domatic. Comp. James Lewis Thomas came
next : hc was Past Grand Standard Bearer , and Comp. Henry Sadler
Grand Janitor. Hc thanked them all for their attendance , and the Domatic
Chapter must congratulate itself on being honoured with the presence of
more Grand Officers than it ever had on any one evening of its existence.
He called upon Comps . Beach and Fenn to respond.

Comp. W. VV. B. BEACH , Grand J., in reply ing, said he thanked th
companions for the cordial reception they had given to that toast. It was a
great privilege to him , and he was very proud to be associated with such
distinguished Masons as Lord Lathom and Lord Mount Edgcumbe, both
of whom had done very much for Masonry in all its branches, and con-
tributed very much to the success of Royal Arch Masonry. Since he had
been appointed to the distinguished office of Third Grand Principal he had
tried to do a little more than he had before for the benefit of Royal Arch
Masonry. He had always been under the impression that those who were
charged -with duties should perform them to tne utmost of tVieir power, and
if they could possibly attend meetings of Royal Arch Masons and try by
their example, and a few words of encouragement to do something for the
promotion of Royal Arch Masonry, it was a great pride ana pleasure for
them to do so. He had felt for a long series of years in Royal Arch Masonry
that he should do something for this branch of the Craft , to incite those vvho
had not joined this high Degree to emulate those who had gone before them,
and try to make themselves acquainted with the hidden irrysteries oi
Masonry, which they could only do when the additional secrets were com-
mitted to them from year to year in this exalted Degree. He thought that
in provinces as Masonry increased so the Royal Arch Degree increased.
There was generally a proportion of chapters which were called into exist-
ence commensurate with the number of lodges. That was a very healthy
sign, because it showed that the brethren were anxious to make themselves
acquainted with this exalted Degree. He could onl y hope it would continue
to flourish. He had had very great pleasure in attending on this highly in-
teresting occasion. He would say nothing more at that moment on this
head, because he believed it would presently fal l to him to say something on
it , and he should , therefore , content himself by stating how pleased he was
to be present , because a few hours ago he felt there were duties elsewhere
vvhich would prevent him coming.

Comp. THOMAS FENN , also replying, said the toast had been responded
to so full y and so ably by their excellent and beloved Comp. Beach, that a
very few words would suffice from him. He was rather surprised that the
M.E.Z. should ask him to respond , because their excellent G.S.E. took pre-
cedence of him. He had no doubt the M.E.Z. would have some toast
slyly in the corner of his pocket in favour of the other companions. That
ni ght he was permitted to tell them that Comp. Robert Grey, who was the
real President of thc Committee of General Purposes , had felt himself—very
unwilling ly —obli ged to absent himsel f , as he was Chairman for the month
of the House Committee of the Girls ' School , and , unfortunatel y, he vvas
compelled to be present at the School. Although he (Comp. Fenn) was
one of the Committee , Comp. Grey had commissioned him to represent him
as the only Past President of the Committee of General Purposes at present
existing. He wished sincerely to convey to the companions of the Domatic
Chapter the regret of Comp. Grey at being unavoidabl y absent , mere
especiall y as one of the Vice-Presidents of the Board of Benevolence, who
was an active member of that chapter—-Comp. Cottebrune—and Comp
Everett , formerl y a member , was one of its Vice-Presidents. He should not
forget himself , and he would say how gratified he felt at the first time of
being in that chapter , in which so many of his old and original friends who
vvere Masons vvere members . Not the least of these was S. Barton Wilson
who was his instructor in Masonry, and with whom he was associated in the
Emulation Lodge of Improvement many years ; their Bro. John Snelling,
one of the most distinguished lights of that lodge, and one ol their highly
esteemed companions , Comp. James Brett. He thanked the companions
very much for the pleasure he had had , and he expressed his satisfaction at
the way in which the work in chapter was conducted. When he had been
invited to chapters it was usually for the purpose of doing the work , and it
was an agreeable surprise to him as a guest to see the work so well per-
formed by all the officers .

Comp. VV. BEACH , Grand J., next said a most pleasing duty had been
assigned to him. They had met that evening on a most interesting occasion ,
and therefore the toast which he had to propose to the companions was
" Success to the Domatic Chapter." He felt that that toast ought to have
been proposed by some one more intimately connected with it , who could
have done more justice to it , who could have entered more intimately into
the past history of the chapter. But he had been only informed of one or
two facts in regard to it. He understood it existed first of all in 17 89, but
not under authentic records, and it was not until 1793 that it began to exist
under a warrant from the Athol Lodge. At that time chapters under the
Athol Lodge did not exist by themselves, but they existed by warrant of the
lodges under which they took ori gin , and therefore that was a very different
mode of proceeding to that of the present time. Of course, after the
amalgamation of the different lodges and thc United Grand Lodge was brought
into being, all these things were changed. No doubt during that t ime th e
DomaticChapter had done great and usefuhvork. Many distinguished Royal
Arch Masons had been members of this chapter; they had done very active
and solid work in the interest of Royal Arch Masonry. During thi s long
series ol years the companions had handed down to their successors the
traditions of the chapter and had shown unbroken work which formed
a record in the present day. He vvas sorry to say he was not able to be
present at the time when the candidates vvere exalted that afternoon , hut he
had the pleasure of witnessing two of the installations , and he was delighted
vvith the way thc work was conducted. Comp. Fenn , who was present
sooner , did justice to the way in which Comp. Price and the other onicers
did their work. Therefore he thoug ht they had to congratulate thc Doinati<-
Chapter on the way the work was carried out in it , and they had every
reason to believe that in future years the chapter would continue to flouris h
and bc an ornament to the Craft and to the Degree to which it belonged'
It had received a centenary warrant. He understood there were only three
other chapters in London which had that distinction , and only 18 aItogct ',cr '
Of course it was a great distinction to be one of such a small number as t'iat ;
He congratulated the members of the Committee heartily on the succes**



which had attended their past efforts , and hoped it would be their object in
the future to sustain it , and that they would have the same success as in the
past. With the toast he coup led the name of Comp. C. A. Cottebrune ,
P.Z., Scribe E.

Comp. COTTEBRUNE , in acknowledging the toast, said that to a certain
extent he felt he was quite unabl e to answer the very high eulogium passed
on nim oy tneir very distinguished companion. However, he wished that
one of their companions—a very highly esteemed one—would have been
able to be amongst them , but , unfortunatel y, he was not able, through
infirmity—it was their old friend , Comp. Buss. Comp. Buss was a member
of that chapter some years before him (Comp. Cottebrune), and they worked
together up to the time when he was called upon to take Comp. Buss's
place as senior memoer and also as acriDe i\. ot the chapter. He felt that a
very high responsibility was falling on his shoulders , and he was not going
to tell them a secret , because , no doubt , they were all aware of it already,
that , being a fore igner , especially, he thought it was a grea t undertaking on
his part to take the position of Scribe of such a distinguished chapter; but
knowing it vvas his mother chapter , and passing the chair , he thought , in
18C4, it was his duty to endeavour lo do the best he could for the chapter ,
and his companions had very kindly re-elected him from year to year. He
vvas pleased to a certain extent , and he certainly felt highly honoured ,
lhat they had conferred upon him that position for so long. The Domatic
Chapter had always been to his heart very dear indeed. There he was
exalted , and there he had found many very good friends. He had
endeavoured at all times to be perfect—not always perhaps successfully—
but to be in the estimation of all the members of the chapter.

Comp. E. LETCHWORTH , Grand Scribe E., proposed " The M.E.Z.,
Comp. John Hattersley." He extremely regretted that he had been unable
to be present at the time when Comp. Hattersley was installed in the chair
which he thought he would so worthily fill. He was told that Comp.
Hattersley was a child of the lodge to which this chapter was attached , that
he had gone through all the offices, that he had risen to the highest position
in tne looge, and now ne took the highest position he could in the chapter.
He most heartil y congratulated Comp. Hattersley on occupying that
position , and he also congratulated the companions on being presided over
by one so distinguished. During its centenary year the chapter had been
presided over by Comp. Price, whose exertions on behalf of thp chanter, as
well as in obtaining its centenary warrant , the companions all acknowledged,
But he (Comp. Letchworth) had novv to do with Comp. Hattersley, and he
wished him a very happy year of office , feeling sure that during his rule he
would carry out the objects of the Order in a manner worthy in every
respect of the grand traditions which this chapter inherited.

Comp. H ATTERSLEY , in acknowledging the toast , which was drunk with
great fervour , said he felt proud indeed to be M.E.Z. of a chapter like the
Domatic Chapter , and especially in a year when they celebrated such an
eventfu l career as the centenary of the chapter. He was more than pleased
and delighted to see the company of visitors they had around them that
evening, and he hoped that one and all had enj oyed themselves. On
behalf of the chapter he offered them a kind reception. Throug h his year
of office he should be pleased to carry out all the duties that appertained to
the M.E.Z. in the chair. He would endeavour to do them to the best of his
ability, and he felt certain that all the officers under him would carry out
the old traditions the chapter was noted for. He thanked all the companions
for their good wishes. But before he sat down he would liko tn nrp^nr
the Past Princi pal , Comp. H. N. Price, with the P.Z. jewel of the chapter.
The companions knew the good qualities of their Immediate Past Princi pal ,
and most companions in London who knew Roya l Arch Masonry also knew
the good qualities of Comp. Price. Comp. Price took great interest in his
work ; he was always pleased to lend a hel ping hand to those who were
going into office , and to promote the interests of Royal Arch Masonry in
general. It was with great pleasure he presented Comp. Price with thc

special ly made for him on that occasion , because of his working, and the
time he had taken in proving the links lhat were required in establishing
the centenary of the chapter. But not only had Comp. Price done his work
thoroughly and well , but the members of the chapter had appreciated his
good service. Comp. Price had felt within himself that he would not like
to have all the honours thrust upon him , and he had asked the members ofthe chapter when he heard they were likely to make some concessions
towards himsclt—which they felt they were bound to make—for bringing outall these facts , that he asked them to let the honours be extended to his wife.1 herefore he then asked Comp. Price to allow him to present to him , for
'Mrs. Price , a very handsome dress ring, which the members of the chapterlook upon themselves to purchase for the purpose of presenting to their- ¦ - -.  ^- 
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Immediate Past Pri ncipal's wife. On behalf of thc members of thc chapter ,he (Comp. Hattersley) took it as a great privilege and honour to ask Comp,
1 rice to accept fro m thc members of the chapter , for Mrs. Price, thatpresent. Comp. Price had expressed his good wishes with his wife not only•o that chapter but to other lodges and chapters he was connected vvith
throughout England. Whenever there had been a ladies ' day Comp . Pricei'»d his wife had always been to the fore , and therefore the companions
"oped that that combination between the two would continue for many yearslo come. Again , on behalf of the companions of the chapter he wishedComn . Price and his wife many long years of happ iness and enjoymen t ,and he hoped they would be with the companions in their outings , not onl y
|n the Royal Arch , but in the Cra ft . He hoped Comp. Price would acceptie ring as an expression of the good feeling of thc members of the chaptertowards him and his wife.

great wishes for many years to occupy that position. And he was pleased
to find that the companions received Comp. Hattersley 's sacrifice in not
allowing himself the pleasure to preside. However , he wished publicl y to
convey to Comp. Hattersley his most sincere and hearty thanks for his great
kindness and self-denial. With respect to the centenary charter , he worked
very hard for it , and at one time he was afraid he should not be able to prove
continuous working, but on app lication to Grand Chapter they acknowledged
fro m 1793 to the present day in order to prove the continuous working
they had a break from 1797 till 1805, and they informed him in a melanchol y
manner they did not want to discourage him , but they were afraid it was a
gap he could not brid ge over. However , having been Master of the
Domatic Lodge, and taking up the whole of the records for 1806, for the
purpose of giving Bro . George Blizard Abbott the minutes for getting up a
history of the Domatic Lodge, he was able to refer to them , and by those
very books he was able, fortunatel y, to bri dge over that gap, as in the gap
there was shown a Royal Arch Chapter which sent to the lodge to attend a
meeting of delegates. He was enabled to do this successfully, and he was
told by the G.S.E. that the chapter was entitled to a warrant. The
Committee of General Purposes were pleased to recommend at the meeting
of Grand Chapter in February that the chapter should have a centenary
warrant , and Grand Chapter confirmed it. He had drawn up a history of
the chapter , and Comp. Sadler recommended him to have it printed , but
unfortunately it vvas too late to be given to the companions at that meeting, but
they would have it afterwards. Hc would , however , call attention to a few
facts in the matter o! thc minutes from 1S45. Comp. Buss made a
memorandum in the books that he had app lied to the widow of Comp.
Child , G.S.E., but he (Comp. Price) fancied Comp. Child never had the
books at all , but they belonged to Comp. Seton , who was Scribe for 10 or
II years. Evidentl y there was a little unp leasantness because he was
elected to the position of Scribe E., but he did not come up al the
installation—not in consequence of illness—therefore the minutes , so far as
the election was concerned , were not confirmed. On account of that
unp leasantness , therefore , thc books might never have been in his
possession. In 1846 they found Comp. Scton proposed a vote of
thanks to Comp. Block , a very old Past Princi pal , who had filled the
position of M.E.Z. twice. He vvas some 29 years in the chapter, and it was
accorded to him , and also unanimousl y, a jewel was given to him for his
services. In 1849 he was elected a third time to the chair, ln March ,
1857, he was elected Janitor , which position he occupied eight yea rs. Comp.

COMP. HARRY XKIiSOJf PltlL'K , I.P .Z.

Price added that hc did not wish to tire the companions by going
throug h that history, but in respect to their dear old friend , Comp.
Buss, most of them were proud to bc able to know him , and those who
were not fortunate enough to know him would know his worth.
He was exalted in that chapter in 1851 , and became M.E.Z.
He was Scribe E. and Treasurer after a time , until  unfortunatel y he had to
retire on account of infirmity. Thc companions best wishes vvere with
Comp. Buss, and they trusted he would still live to be an ornament to Royal
Arch Masonry . .Then they came to their dear old friend , Comp. Cottebrune.
During his year intimation came warning the companions of the place they
were meeting in. In consequence of a spurious lodge being held there they
went away. Then there was Comp. George Everett , P.G. I reas., he
became a joining member , and and in 1880 he was Princi pal , and like all
of the Princi pals, did his work thoroug hly. Hc would not go further for
fear of wearying thc companions , but he had to thank them sincere ly for the
exceedingly kind manner in which they had added to the value of the P.Z.'a
je wel they had presented to him by the gift of a ring to his wife. On her
behalf also he wished to express his most sincere thanks for the honour they
had done her. It vvas a present she would always value.

In giving the toast of " Thc H. and J.," the M.E.Z. said it must always
bc satisfactory to an M.E./.. to have excellent officers , and both the H. and
J. were an ornament lo Freemasonry .

Comp. H ATTERSLEY , H., replying, said hc should content hnnsell and
please the companions with a very few short remarks. Every one must feel
it an honour to be a member of that chapter , especiall y as it held high rank.
It was very pleasant for a member to look back to days gone by and see
what position he had held. The companions had that ni ght drunk the
health of thc H. and J . most heartily, and the M.E.Z. had proposed it Vi a
most genial manner." For himself he thanked the companions most
sincerely.

Comp. BAILEY , J., added that he hoped lo prove by his actions that he
would fullil  the dulics of the chair to which the members had elected him.
He knew that if hc did so it would be to his own credit.

Comp. GiroRCE EVERETT , P.Z., P.G.T., said the duty had becn ,dele-
gated to him ol submitting to the companions the next toast. They were



somewhat departing from thc order of things that ni ght , but it vvas necessary
in consideration of the very large attendance they had had , and the amount
of business lo be gone through. Thc toast he had to submit was a very
popular one , ancl he considered it a very great privilege and pleasure on an
occasion of that kind to propose it , as it was that of "The Visitors ," vvho had
honoured them with their presence. No less than io_ » had sat down lo
the banquet table , and of that number 60 were visitors. Thc Domatic
Chapter felt itself highly honoured that such a large number of visitors
should have come forward to assist to celebrate its centenary. 'The custom
which prevailed in Freemasonry of visiting lod ges and chapters , to his
mind was one of its most pleasurable phases ; it afforded an opportunity of
cementing old friendshi ps and forming new ones , and did much to promote
that brotherly love and regard which should at all times characterise
Freemasons. Oil behalf of the chapter he offered the visitors a very hearty
welcome indeed. There were too many present for him to describe thc
particular merits of each , but he hoped that no visitor would take it as a
slight if his name was omitted. He was requested to call upon Comps.
James Lewis Thomas , P.G.S.B., Capt. T. C. Walls , VV. M. Stiles , Dr.
Home, and Dr. Jackson to respond. He had again to repeat how pleased
the members of the chapter were to see the visitors , and he wished to add
tha t he hoped that notwithstanding lhc large number who had assembled
thev had been comfortable.

Comp. J . LEWIS  'T HOMAS said hc returned thanks with thc greatest
pleasure for the great hosp itality disp layed by the chapter to its visitors
that evening. He vvas one of those fortunate visitors who came early, and ,
therefore , saw the admirable working of thc chapter. Hc did not think in
thc whole course of his experience he ever saw the exaltation ceremony done
more perfectly. The lectures were be autifully rendered by thc H. and J.,
and most masterly by thc M.E.Z., who did thc installation afterwards. It
would be a long, long time before he forgot il.

Comp. Capt. T. C. W ALLS , in adding some remarks to those of Comp.
Thomas, said he had to thank Comp. Briggs for giving him the opportunity
of visiting the chapter. He rememembered attending it many, many years
ago, when hc was a very young Royal Arch Mason , and he was very proud
and pleased to say that the Domatic Chapter had increased , not only in
regard to its numbers and its financial prosperity, but also in regard to the
manner in which the work of the Degree was carried out. He quite agreed
with thc last speaker , his old friend , Comp. Lewis Thomas , that thc work of
exaltation and installation was admirably done. He was speaking as an
old R.A. Mason, lt was not so many years ago when thc installation
ceremonies in the R oyal Arch were performed by half-a-dozen companions
who had a refresher for being called upon to assist chapters in placing their
Princi pals in thc chair. He was pleased to say that thc Domatic Chapter
at thc present time had a very large and formidable phalanx , capable not
only to instal their own Princi pals , but to go lo other chapters to perform thc
ceremony. Many remarks had been made lhat ni ght with regard to the
Royal Arch Degree. They had heard lhat ni ght , for the first time in his
experience , a companion from mans' thousands of miles away—from Burma
• paying a very hi gh compliment indeed , not onl y to the working of the
Domatic Chapter , but also making a speech not altogether parliamentary
but very charming. As one of the 60 visitors that companion agreed with
the others in regard to thc chapter , and also ihe event they were met to
celebrate the centenary of the chapter a remarkable occurrence in R.A.
Masonry. There were only four R.A. Chaplers novv in London which had
thc honour of wearing the jewel , livery cock like lo crow on its own dung-
hill.  He (Comp. Walls 1 had thc honour to belong to the oldest chapter in
London , No. 3. Hc had a companion on his ri ght who had thc
honour to belong to No. _> . What did thc four metropolitan chapters ,
which had the honour of wearing thc centenary jewel , leach '.' Wh y,
that Royal Arch Masonry was not of that anti quity which people
supposed. He believed the first early record of Royal Arch Masonry in
lingland was in 1754, and as thc Domatic dated from 1 71)3, '' must have
been living at the time the first Roval  Arch Chapter vvas inaugurated in
lingland. l i e  had very great pleasure in being invited to the Domatic
Chapter; there vva s always au air of geniality about it , and the companions
who were members of il never forgot thai it was an old chapter , that a great
princi ple of the Order vvas hospitality, and thai the Domatic Chapter must
keep up that old tradit ion.

Comp. W.M. ST I L U S  also rep lied , and said hc thoroug hly endorsed what
had been said by previous speakers.

Comp. HoRNir  was also called for , and in answer to the demand , said it
did him great pleasure to bc present on such an 'almost uni que occasion ,
and to sec so many Grand Officers grace thc proceedings , and also so many
other excellent companions. Hail ing,  as hc did from the provinces , his
invitat ion vvas thc greater honour , lt  always gave him great pleasure to bc
present .'it .Masonic meetings in London , for this reason : companions in
the provinces had very small idea , probabl y of the way Masonry , and
particularl y Koy al Arch .Masonry was carried out there. In ihe provinces
ihey endeavoured to carry out the  princi ple rather strictl y. In Oxfordshire
they endeavoured to carry it out wi th  all the r i tual  of the  Craft ,  l i e  must
sav the work he had seen that ni ght had quite  surpassed what they thev had
in the provinces. In the provinces ihey looked to Comp . Fenn as the guide ,
the instructor , and the ruler in this  branch of Freemasonry ; they believed
him the lather and teacher of this work . He vvas in hope lo have heard
from Comp. Fenn a remark lhat he (Comp. Home) could have taken home ,
but such vvas not thc case. But he should take home the memory of this
visit to the Domatic Chapter , and say what a grand evening he had had.

Comp. Di. J ACKSON said il vvas not the first t ime .he had attended the
Domatic Chapter , but the last t ime vvas when it celebrated its 90th anni-
versary.

Comp. VVooui) , rep ly ing lo the toast of " 'The Exaltees ," said he appre-
ciated thc manner in which lhc honour of Koyal Arch Masonry vvas con-
fe r red upon him , and he felt he could not value il too hi ghl y, especiall y when
it had been conferred on the day the chapter celebrated its centenary.
'The ceremony vvas very impressive , more impressive even than the cere-
mony of in i t i a t ion .  He hoped he should see more of it and to profit by it
and the duties to be learned from il.

Comp. liATTirirsLir r gave "The Past Princi pals ol the Domatic
Chap ter , and the Scribe li. , and the 'Treasurer and ihe other Officers ," as
the hour vvas gelling late. 'They had a goodl y array of Pasl Princi pals ,
and very good Pasl Princi pals llury were ; they paid great attention to the
Chairman , and made excellent ar rangements  for the meetings. 'There were
Comps. Aus t i n , Hubbard , Win. 'Thomas , George Everett , Harrison , Nolan ,
and Charles G. Hil l .  Then there vvas the indefa t i gable Scribe li., Comp .
Cottebrune , and the genial and loving 'Treasurer , Comp. Bri ggs. All the
officers vvere wil l in g - and able to carry out all the duties. 'There was a good
feeling between the Princi pals , and the Past Princi pals , and the ollicers.

Comp. THOMAS N OTON , in acknowledging the toast , said that , called
upon to respond to that most important toast on behalf of his services in
the chair , he really did not know what to say. If somebody else had said
something before him he knew he ought to say something to follow. He
had been going to say that he intended to make the longest speech on
record ; that mi ght have been if someone had preceded him , but he thought
he had better leave unsaid what he should have said.

Comp. Hoisns said he should endeavour to carry out whatever duties he
was asked to perform , and he should do it to the best of his ability. He
hoped the Princi pals would be satisfied vvith his endea vours.

Comp. SMITH said , for the whole of the officers , each would try to do
credit to the Domatic Chapter in the office to which he was appointed.

Comp. JAMES V ERY gave the Janito r 's toast , the drinking of which
terminated the evening 's proceedings.

Comp. Harry Nelson Price, who had thc dual honour of occupy ing the
chair of both the Domatic Lodge and the Domatic Chapter during the
centenary years, was initiated in thc Carnarvon Lodge, No. S34, Havant ,
in 1870. He joined the Domatic Lodge in 1S73, on the proposition of Bro .
George Everett , P.G. Treas. After filling various offices he became W.M.
in 1SS6, thc year in vvhich the centenary of the lodge vvas celebrated. In
1887 110 was exalted m the Domatic Chapter , and was M.E./,. in 1892-3.
Bro. Price has been an active worker in metropolitan Masonic circles,
haying been founder and first W.M. of the Viator Lodge, No. 2308, also
of the Carrington Lodge, No. 2421 , and first Secretary of the Chiswick
Lodge, No. 2012. Three Stewardships and the qualification of Life
Governor of each of the Charities must also be added. To Bro. Price the
credit is mainly due of successful!}' establishing the claim of the Domatic
Chapter to the centenary warrant and jewe l, he having been able to bridge
over a space from 1797 10 1805, vvhich vvas somewhat obscure , and by so
doing proving thc continuous working of the chapter for a period of 100
years.

Comp. Hattersley, the present M.li.Z. of thc Domatic Chapter , was
good enough to offer Comp. H. Price the Chairmanshi p of the festival to
celebrate the centenary thai he might have the honour of presiding over the
festival of thc Domatic Lodge and the Domatic Chapter.

FREEMASONRY IN INDIA,
The publication of Bro. P. C. Dutt 's annual* affords abundant material

for a brief article on thc Craft in India and Burma. The work covers over
200 pages of closely printed matter , and it is not onl y thc largest Masonic
directory issued under the Eng lish Constitution , but is also 011c of the best.

There arc two diaries , one being for the meetings of all the Masonic
bodies in Freemasons' Hall , Calcutta , and the other for the English and
Scottish lodges generally. These compilations mean a lot of labour , and ,
being carefully done, arc of considerable utility, so also are the rolls of the
District Grand Masters and District Grand Officers , beginning in 172S and
brought down to thc present year. Bengal leads off at the year noted , and
then .Madras follows from 17 67. Other Provinces are also mentioned , but
not at such length. Bombay began in 1763, Burma in 1868, and the Punjab
in 1868, so the Grand Lod ge Calendar states. From thc same source wc
learn that the lodges in thc several Districts concerned are thus located—
Bengal , 42 ; Bombay, 24 ; Burma , 8 ; Madras , 22 ; and the Punjab , 22 ;
total , 118. Under the Grand Lodge of Scotland there are also 33 lodges,
raising the grand total to 151 lodges.

Masonically, India is thus practicall y governed by five District G. Lodges
constituted by England , and one by Scotland , the latter being for " All
Scottish Freemasonry in India. " It appears thc better plan thus to
have this vast country divided into five Districts rather than extended over
thc whole area , for even now it must be difficult lo keep in touch with not a
few of the lodges far away from populous centres, and for District Grand
Masters lo thoroug hly do their duty must entail no little labour for them-
selves and their Deputy District Grand Masters.

Bro. Dutt aims al catering for thc whole of this vast body, and , vvhat is
more , actually docs so in a most creditable and satisfactory manner , not that
his large Directory is intended to supersede separate Calendars like the one
edited by Captain Leslie. There is room for each and all , and all arc much
needed to communicate li ght and information to thc Craft dispersed through-
out India and Burma , even more so than in lingland , because the opportu-
nities of visitation and fraternal conference are fewer , and must bc often a
veritable rarity in some lone spots.

Not onl y, however , arc thc names of the chief officers of these lodges duly
given in this trul y wonderful annual , but similar imformation is afforded as
to the R oyal A rch , thc Mark , thc Kni ght Temp lar , the Ancient and
Accepted Rile , the R oyal Order of Scotland , and other Degrees ; and the
" Masonic Notabilia " is a most interesting comp ilation , and valuable for
the iruidance of District Grand Masters. Masters of lodsres , and other
brethren who desire accurate particulars as to the Indian Craft , for thc pre-
paration of speeches and addresses to lodges, kc.

I entirel y obje ct to the statement that certain lod ges 1797-1801 , "threw
off their allegiance to the Grand Lodge of lingland and obtained warrants
from the Ancient York Constitution. " Bro. Dutt should put this
matter ri ght another year, by altering the term to " Ancient Grand Lodge,
or "Atholl Grand Lod ge," vvhich never had any connection with York, and
issued their warrants fro m London. He has several works published «>
late years, dealing vvith this point , and vvill doubtless correct the error m
another year. So also as to " Ancient York Lodges." Either drop V OIR

entirel y, or use another term such as " Atholl Lodges." Thc mistake occur *
again as lhc Union of December , 1S13, relative lo the " York Constitu-
tion. ,

There are also two lod ges noted by Bro. Dutt , under thc Grand J*0"^,
of Ireland , viz., Nos. 263 and 322 , in regiments , both domiciled for t"1-
t ime at Poona. *

Assuredly Bro. Dull deserves thc hearty thanks and earnest supp ort
all zealous Craftsmen in India , for nothing but a large sale can cov
the cosl of producti on of this important and valuable volume.

Bro. H. J. Wh ymper , CLE., thc zealous D.D.G.M.
0f the Punjab , has kindl y sent us the report of the
Trustees of the above excellent Charity for the year
1892. R extends to over 80 pages, and is a most
volumin ous and exhaustive account of all that con-
cerns the interests and welfare of one of the best
managed Masonic funds in connection with the Grand
Lodge of Eng land.

At the close of 1892 the large number of 40 children
were being educated by the Punjab Masonic Institution
(iS boys and 22 girls), the average expenditure being
257 rupees each (including clothing, etc.). The names
of the schools , and particulars of the wards thus bene-
fitted , are dul y given , and many other noteworth y
particulars , by the honorary Secretary, Bro.

For the Boys School election on the 14th instant
there are 49 approved candidates , of whom 10 hail
from London , and one has claims on London and two
of the Provinces. The remaining 3S are wholl y pro -
vincial or from abroad. Four out of the 40 boys have
alread y stood at two elections , and eight others were
candidates in October last , while the others are new
cases. The number of vacancies to be competed for
is 23. Here there are six children whose names will be
removed from the list if they fail in winning  p laces at
this ballot , namely .- No. 5 (Sussex), vvho starts with
270 votes to his credit; No. 14 (West Lancashire) ;
No. 16 (Dorsetshire) ; No . iS (N. and E. Yorkshire) >'
No. 44 (West Lancashire) ; and No. 49 (Hampshire
and the Isle of Wight).

In accordance vvith the practice vve have adopted
for some years past , vve make an earnest appeal to all
governors and subscribers, who are not already com-
mitted to the support of any particular candidate or
candidates , to give their votes and exercise their
influence in behalf of the four <>'irls and six boys vvho
are so situated , as vve have already pointed out , that
if th ey fail to secure places at these elections they fail
altogether. All the other candidates on both lists
have at least one, and the majo rity of them more
than one opportunity of winning admission into these
Institutions ; but for these unfortunate 10 it is a case
of " now or never." We invite them to remember that
these children have had their claims to the benefits of
the Schools recognised , and for this reason , though
vve know nothing whatever of the merits of the different
cases, vve urge upon all vvho have votes to spare to
place them at the disposal of these children.

Bro. Sir Augustus Harris, Grand Treasurer of Mark
Master Masons for the year, gave a luncheon to a large
number of distinguished members of Grand Mark
Lodge, at Freemasons' Tavern , on Thursday. Among
those present were Comps. E. Letchworth , Col. A. B.
Cook, Alfred Williams , C. Fitzge rald Matier , Gordon
Miller , Charles Belton , George Cooper , Balfour Cock-
burn , R. Clowes, Cliffo rd Probyn , Stewart, R. Berrid ge,
Maj or Carrell , and others.

The annual  Communication of the Grand Lodge of
Minnesota vvas held at the Masonic Hall , in the city of
St. Paul , on the n t h  and 12th January last, under the
presidency of Bro. Al phonso Barts , M.W.G.M., no less
than 179 out of 190 lod ges on the roll being repre-
sented. I he Grand Master, in the course of his
address , announced that d ining the year charters had
been granted to five new lodges, and dispensations
issued for three others . The returns showed an aggre-
gate membershi p of 13,444, being a net gain of 544 on
those of the previous year. The Grand Treasurer 's
report showed a total of receipts , including balance
brought forward , amounting to Si 1 ,204, an^ disburse-
ments, 1S7 14 1 ; while  the statements in respect of the
Widows' and Orphans Fund gave a tota l of cash in
hand and investments amounting to within a fraction of
!*12 ,IO 2. The new Grand Master is Bro. W. F.
Dickinson , and Bro. Thomas Montgomery vvas re-
elected Grand Secretary.

Bro. William Salmon , J.P., of Penll yne Court ,
Cowbrid ge, Glamorganshire , vvho is the oldest l iving
Freemason and the oldest member on the roll of the
College of Surgeons, has attained his 103rd year. Wc
trust our venerable brother may be spared to us some
time yet to enjoy this uni que privilege .

A p articularl y sensitive gentleman named kanertz,
residing at Kaldenkirchen , has brought an action for
slander against the Burgomaster of that town , Herr
Bertges , for having called him a " Freemason." The
defendant admitted the t ruth  of the allegation , but
maintained that to call a man a Freemason could not
possibly be construed into slander. On the other side ,
it vvas contended that it could be, provided the person
so designated were not a Freemason , as the allegation
mi ght be injur ious to him in certain circumstances.
The Court at Lobberich decided that it vvas slander ,
but on appeal to a hi gher t r ibunal  at Cleves the j udg-
ment was reversed.

"The Lay of Earl Harold ,' since published with some altera -
tions, under the title of " The Weird Lady," was written by
Charles Kingsley in 1S40 , while stay ing with the Hon. Dr.
Wellesley, at Durham.  It was illustrated by him at the
same time , and given to Dr. Wtllesley 's daughter, the Hon.
Mrs. Augustus Liddell , one of his dearest and most valued
friends from his boyhood to the end of his life. The illustra-
are novv in the possession of Mrs. Charles Balfour , by whose
wish and permission they are reproduced for the lirst time
in the April number of the " linglish Illustrated Magazine."
