
UNAFFILIATED MASONS.
" Non-affiliates " appears to be a sore subject with most of the Grand

Lodges of the .United States, and what to do with them a question that
greatl y exercises the minds of Grand Masters and Grand Committees.
About the latest remedy we have seen suggested with -i viesv to curing what
Bro. VV. L. KUYKENDAIX , Gran d Secretary of Wyoming, describes as
" the crying evil and defect " is " to change the form of certificate of dimit so
that the holder will be cut off from any and all rights and privileges after one ,
or, at least , not exceeding tsvo years after dimitting, after which such certi-
ficate shall be null and void , except for the purpose of affiliation and for
the purpose of starting a new lodge." The sentence is a little confused ,
but we assume that it means, or is intended to mean , that a brother in good
standing, who lias withdrawn fmm the lodge of which lie was a member ,
and has received a certificate to that effect , shall not be entitled after the
lapse of one , or, at the outside , two years, to such rights and privileges as
pertain to non-affiliates. What these rights and privileges may be is
immaterial—ihcy vary , we believe, in different juris dictions in the United
States—but of whatever value they may happen to be , it is clearl y Bro.
K UYKKNDAI .L'S belief that if a law is enacted which ssveeps them all away
after the lapse of a certain interval , it will have the effect of abolishing non-
affiliates altogether , lhat is, of turning them ins ian f er  into affiliates. But
the question natural ly arises—wil l the lodges in those jurisdictions which
may happen to adopt such a law be any the better for the change? As Bro.
1. H. D RUMMOND , of Maine , very tersely puts i t :  " The object of
drasiic measures is to compel Masons to affiliate. The effort is to make
it so much for their personal mercenary interest to be members , that
they svill be, although they have no desire to be. When we compare
laws of this character with the form of petiti on for initiation , it makes us
sick at heart . We require them to be ' uninfluenced by mercenary motives
in order to get in , but once in , we undertake to keep them in by appealing
in the strongest terms to mercenary motives." VVe are afraid , however,
that in dealing with such a monstrous suggestion as that of the Grand Sec-
retary of Wyoming, we must concern ourselves as little as possible about
lofty princi ples. Those who can bring themselves to propose the enactment
of a law compelling all men who have been initiate d into Masonry to be
subscribing members ol a lodge are not likely to be influenced by any such
considerations. They are thinking main l y of the honour and glory of
Masonry as evidenced by numbers , and therefore we ask Hro. K UYKEN -
inr.r., and those who arc of his opinion , what good it is they hope to effect
by passing a law rendering it compulsory on all Masons to be members of
lodges? Assuming thnt such a law is passed , and that the non-allliates, to
use his own expression as quoted by Bro. DRUMMOND , " one by one will fall
into line ," what then ? Will a lodge be the better when it is composed in
part of members who care so little about Masonry lhat were it not for the
lasv compelling them to belong to it they svould never enter its portals?
Again , Masonry we are told at a very early stage in our career is free, and
requires a perfect freedom of inclination on the part of (hose who arc de-
sirous of joining it , and the same idea of freedom accompanies us through-
out Ihe whole of our connection with it. It is not so very long ago that
our Grand Lodge (acting on the advice of Grand Registrar) ruled
that when a 'member of a lod ge tendered his resignation , the lod ge
was bound to accept it , on the ground that as a man was
perfectly Iree to join the Craft , so must he be equally free to
<juit it , whenever he thinks proper. Hence if ;men arc received into
Alasonry, and then , after a period of membershi p extending over a few
months or severa l years, withdraw themselves from it altogether , the only
right policy lo adopt in their case is to let them alone. The motives which
induced them to leave is no concern of ours , and thc only precautions
which the rulers of thc Craft can in reason be expected to adopt are such as
will have the effect of preventing non-affiliates from enjoying the rights and
privileges of Masonry .without in any way contributing towards the support
of those bodies , which place the enjoyment of such rights and privileges
withi n our reach. Hence thc wisdom of our Article 152 , which provides
lhat " no brother who has ceased to be a subscribing member of a lodge
shall be permitted to visit any one lodge more than once until he again
become a subscribing member of some lodge." Without some such pro-
vision as this , a non-subscribing Mason might go on visiting the lodges in
his neighbourhood without pay ing one sing le penny tosvard s the cost of
their maintenance. Yet this , and Article 9, which enacts that a Past Master
when he ceases to be a subscribing member of some Iodge for 12 months
ceases to be a member of Grand Lodge, constitute about all that is said
about non-affiliates in our Book of Constitutions. We are therefore of the
s<ime opinion as Bro. D RUMMOND as to thc policy that should be adopted

tosvards non-subscribing Masons, and pretty much for the same reasons.
He suggests that they be left severe ly alone. He rightly argues that
"it is as much beneath the dignity of the Institution to undertake to hold
unwilling members as it is to proselyte (sic) 'profanes, and equally in viola-
lation of its underl ying princi ple." He remarks further " The evil is not
in mere non-affiliation ; the evil is that non-affiliates do not take the interest
in Masonry svhich their becoming Masons gave us the right to expect , and
which their duty demands." There is nothin g very remarkable in this .
There will always be found men who join Freemasonry as they join other
societies , and if they find it different fro m what they expected it to be, they
withdraw. It is to be regretted , at all events, in the case of companionable
men that they should adopt this course. But as they were free to join so are
they free to retire , and there, it seems to us, the matter must be allowed to
rest. As Bro. DRUMMOND very sensibly points out .- " Non-affiliation exists
and , of necessity, must continue to exist ; it is a negative evil only, as non-
action and want of proper interest are evils ," and if there is a remedy it will
not be found in the enactment of lasvs compelling Masons to be subscribing
members of lodges, but in doing whatever is possible to create an interest
in lodge ss'ork. There is one \*ery pertinent question svhich Bro. D RUMMOND
introduces into his argument , and we shall be curious to learn how Bro
kuvKENDALr. will anssver it. "We would ask Bro. K UYKRND ALL ," says
the vetera n Past Grand Master of Maine , " what possible difference
there svould be in the effect upon Freemasonry between a brother 's
holding a dimit in force and holding one not in force? What
difference in effect upon the holder ?" if a brother so little appre-
ciates the value of Freemasonry lhat he withdraws from it voluntaril y, after
a brief experience of the rights and privileges it confers , what likeli-
hood is there that the threa t to deprive him of those rights and privileges
of which—b y his osvn free act, he has deprived himself—will have thc
effect of inducing him to resume his membersh ip ? Let us assume , hosv-
ever, that the threat has the desired effect , and that the non-affiliate
becomes once again an active member, what chance is there that he will be
led to form a hi gher and better op inion of Freemasonry ?

" He that complies against his will ,
Is of his own opinion still. "

The man who retires from Masonry because hc does not care for or
appreciate it , will not become enamoured of it because the law says that
having once become a subscribing member, he must remain such to the end
of the chapter.

PROVINCIAL GRAND LODGE OF CAMBRIDGE SHIRE

fitted up for the purposes of the meeting, and the accommodation was ex-
cellent.

The lod ge having been dul y opened , and the Provincial Grand Master
saluted , thc minutes of the two previous meetings werc read and confirmed.

After the roll of officers and lodges had been called , the Treasurer
presented the Auditors ' report of his accounts , which showed a credit balance
of £47 on thc year. The capital account was stated to be ^450.

Bro. J. SH KLDKICK , Registrar, reported that thc present strength of the
lodges was as follosvs : No. 88, 81 ; No. 441, 74; No. 809, 58 ; No. 859,
167 ; No. 149 2, 21; No. 2107, 36 ; total , 437 ; as against a total of 418
last year. There had been 38 initiations , 10 joinin g members, 5 deaths,
and 24 withdrasvals. Increase on the year, 19.

The PROV . G RAND M ASTER announced that the province had unfortu-
nately suffered from the resignation of the D.P.G.M., Bro. A. H. Moyes,
and lie had made a fresh appointment.



The PROV . G. SECRETARY thereupon read the patent granted to Bro.
the Rev. Josep h Henry Grey , of Queens ' College, who was dul y admitted
and obligated as D.P.G.M., being afterwards saluted by the brethren.

Bro. VV. Bray, of Wisbech , was unanimously re-elected P.G. Treasurer ,
on the motion of Bro . J. SHELDRICK , seconded by Bro . W. GIRLING.

A Charity jewel clasp for Bro . S. H. Sharman , 441, an enthusiast on the
Masonic Charities , was accepted on his behal f by Bro. H. Greet.

Bro. J. VAIL proposed , and Bro . F. PIGGOTT seconded , "That 10
guineas be voted to thc Cambridge Masonic Charity Association for current
expenses." Carried.

Bro. C. H. BANHAM proposed , and Bro. T. WATTS seconded " That 15
guineas be voted to one or more of the Royal Masonic Charities." Carried.

The PROV. GRAND MASTER alluded in terms of regret to the resignation
of Bro. A. H. Moyes, D.P.G.M., who for eight years had discharged the
office of Deputy Prov. Grand Master in a thoroug h , energetic , impartial ,
and efficient manner.  Their regret was heightened by the fact that ill-
health had caused the resignation. He desired to propose that a hearty
vote of thanks be passed and sent to Bro. Andre w Moyes for the excellent
services he had rendered , with regret that ill-health had occasioned his
resignation.

Bro. F. O. CARR , University Lodge, seconded the motion , which was
agreed to.

The Prov. Grand Lodge was then closed.
The brethren afterwards sat dosvn to banquet at the Lion Hotel , under

the felicitous Chairmanshi p of the Prov. Grand Master , and a most enj oy -
able evening was passed in true Masonic harmony.

Bro. R ICHARD EVE not only gave a happy speech in response to the
toast of "The Grand Officers ," but also delighted the company with his
rendering of " The Village Blacksmith."

"The Health of the Prov. Grand Master " was heartily received , and ,
in his response,

Bro. Col. CALDWELL paid a graceful tribute to the good government and
the earnestness of his lodges. It was very gratif ying, he said , to hear from
Bro. Registrar Sheldrick that in no case had there been diminut ion , but on
the whole an increase in the effective strength of the province. The balance-
sheet was also satisfactory, and so was the amount of contributions to the
Masonic Charities considering the smallncss of the province. In that , in-
deed , they had done well. He still thought that there were eli gible districts
in Cambrid geshire svhere new lodges mi ght be established.

" The Health of the Deputy Prov. Grand Master " was given from the
chair , and svas most cordiall y received. In submit t ing this toast , Bro. Col.
CALDWELL took special pains to smp hasise the efficient and painstaking
work of the D.P.G.M. whom they had lost—Bro. Andrew Moyes—and ex-
pressed the hope that he might regain his health , and enjoy the honour
which was his due.

In this matter ,
dear to the hearts of true Masons , it was satisfactory to find an acknosvled g-
ment of Cambrid geshire generosity .

There still remained tsvo other toasts to acknowled ge.
Bro. J . V. P RYOR gave lhat of " The Visiting Bretnren. "
Bro. the Rev. H. H EISD , Head Master of the Masonic Boys' School ,

suitably responded.
Finall y, the P ROV . G R A N D  M ASTER reminded thc brethren of their in-

debtedness to Lodge No. 441, under svhose auspices ihey had assembled.
Bro. H. G R E E I ' responded.
Altogether it svas a most successful and enjoyable re-unio n , in svhich

upwards of 70 brethren shared.

CONSECRATION OF THE WILLESDEN LODGE,

The Willesden Lodge, No. 2489, was consecrated on the 13th inst. at the
St. Andrew 's Schools, Willesden Green , by Bro.

After the formal opening of the lodge in the Three Degrees,
The CONSECRATING OFFICER addressed the brethren , and said they

were all aware of the obje ct for which they had met that day, and therefore
it was unnecessary that he should occupy their time with many words of his
own. They had met to constitute and consecrate a new lodge, which would
hereafter be known as the Willesden Lodge. It was formed for the pur-
pose of enabling a considerable number of Masons living in that neigh-
bourhood to meet together in a Masonic lodge, and he could only express
the hope that under the able guidance of the first W.M., Bro. Robson , the
lodge would be the means of advancing the interests of Masonry not only
in Willesden but throughout the Metropolis. He could only Lhope that it
had before it a career of great prosperity.

The CONSECRATING OFFICER then enquired of the petitioners if they
approved of the officers named in the warrant, and an affirmative reply
having been given , an excellent oration on the nature and princi ples of the
Institution was delivered by the Acting Chap lain , Bro. THOS. FF.NN , Presi-
dent Board of General Purposes.

An anthem was then sung and the lodge was dedicated and constituted
in the usual manner.

Bro. O. Claude Robson , P.M., was installed by the Grand Secretary
as the first W.M., and the following officers were invested : Bros. Sir
Reginald Hanson , P.G.W., acting I.P.M.; Chas. Butler , S.VV.; E. R.
Bartley Denniss , J.VV. ; F. W. Chant Hobrow , Treas'.; C. J. Marrian ,
Sec. ; Stanley Machin , S.D. ; VV. Grant Grei g, j .D.; Frank VV. Marrian ,
LG. ; H. C. Borradaile , D.C; J. J. Hanbury and R. E. H. Fisher,
Stwds. ; and I. Whiteway, Tyler.

A hearty vote of thanks was accorded the Consecrating Officer and the
rest of the Grand Officers , and they were unanimousl y elected honorary
members. The VV.M. in moving the 'proposition , said the beautiful cere-
mony would live in the minds of the brethren for many years, and he hoped
thc harmonious working would be an exemp lification of future efforts by
the members of the lodge.

A Committee svas elected to frame by-laws, propositions 'were received ,
and lodge was closed.

After a substantial meal, the customary toasts were honoured.
The W.M. having given "The Queen and the Craft ," proposed "H.R.H.

the Prince of VVales , M.W.G.M.," and said his Royal Hi ghness was con-
siderabl y more than an ornamental head to Freemasonry, as evidenced by
the fact that he proposed to take part in the consecration of a lodge at an
early date.

Bro. H. C. BORRADAILE , P.M., D.C, said the W.M. had imposed upon
him the duty of proposing the next toast, which fortunately needed no
svords to commend it. It was " The Health of the Grand Officers ." It
svas but seldom on occasions of this kind that they had such a galaxy of
Grand Officers present. Speaking as a provincial Mason , he wished it werc
possible for their efforts to be so extended that they could occasionally attend
provincial lodges, for the brethren in the country rarely had the pleasure of
seeing them , as their work necessarily lay round the great Metropolis. Those
who, like himself , attended Grand Lodge, knesv how effective the work of
the Grand Officers was ; he therefore proposed the toast with much pleasure.

Bro. THOMAS FENN , President Board of General Purposes , said he felt
somesvhat diffident in undertaking the response lo the toast in the presence
of his superior officer , Bro . Sir Reginald Hanson , who excused himself on
the ground that hc was a member of the lodge. But so was he (Bro .
Fenn) thanks to the honour done him that evening. He was, hosvever, too
good a Mason , he hoped , to refuse to obey orders. He undertook the duty
with great pride , because the Grand Officers standing round him could not
be surpassed , and if he were asked to name six Grand Officers to represent
the bod y, he could not have selected any svhom he svould have preferred (o
those present. They were a living proof th.it the services of the Grand
Officers svere alsvays at the disposal of the Craft whenever wanted. He
would not detain the brethren svith a long speech , nor repeat the services
rendered to the Craft by the Grand Officers. He could say a great deal on
that subject , having been a Grand Ollicer for 30 years, and President of thc
Board of General Purposes for nearly 10. He thoug ht that lodge ough'
to be very well satisfied with the Grand Officers present to inaugurate it. 1'



was due to the brethren to apologise for having appeared before them in a
somewhat false position. He was not a Grand Chaplain ; but unfortunatel y
Bro. Letchsvorth was unable to obtain the services of a real live Chap lain ,
so called upon him to perforin the duties. It was not the first time he had
performed them , for on his journey that day he passed a certain house
svhere he undertook the same duties for the Victoria Rifles Lodge.

Bro. Sir R EGINA LD HANSON , P.G.W., then said that , by command of
the W.M., he had the pleasure of giving the next toast , which he should
have given with more satisfaction to himself if the wind had not already
been taken out of his sails, first by the comprehensive way in which the
W.M., notwithstanding his ill-health , which they all deplored , proposed
the vote of thanks to the Consecrating Officers , and also hy the way in
which Bro. Fenn , in returning thanks for the Grand Officers , referred to
what the)' had done. He begged leave, with regard to Bro. Fenn , to make
a slight correction. There was a great difference betsveen seniority and
superiori ty. He happened to be of hi gher rank in Grand Office , but
superiority he could not claim. On behalf of the W.M. and members he
proposed with the utmost pleasure the h ealth of those who had come there
not only in deference to their duties to the Craft at large , but out of their
kindness to that new lodge, and admitted them to the great circle of
Masonic brotherhood. He had had the pleasure himself of being present
in a humble capacity as a Consecrating Officer under the auspices of the
Grand Secretary, and he had seen how well the Willesden Lodge had been
consecrated , and knew hosv much they owed to those enthusiastic and
thoroughly efficient brethren who had honoured them that day . He
hardly knew why, except through the kindness of the VV.M., he had been
appointed I.P.M. He seemed somehow alsvays put in office in gratitude
for services he had not rendered. He was not only the Acting I.P.M. of
the Iodge, but a Past Gran d Officer , and a past resident of Willesden ,
having lived there 30 years ago. That ni ght , thanks to his Royal Hi ghness
the M.W.G.M., and Grand Lodge, they had been duly consecrated by the
Grand Secretary, to whom they looked , and never in vain , for assistance
and support. In the new lodge they were not going to spend their time in
feasting, but meant to work, and it would be their great pleasure to have
the Grand Officers present in the future. He appealed to the brethren svith
the greatest confidence to drink " The hearty good Health of the Conse-
crating Officers " for their thorough good work.

Bro. h. LETCHWORTH, G. Sec, acknosvledged the compliment paid the
Consecrating Officers by Bro. Sir Reginald Hanson , and thanked ihe
brethren for the kind wiy in which they had receivd the toast. It had
afforded him , personall y, the greatest possible pleasure to come dosvn and
assist in starting that new lodge, and it gave him peculiar pleasure to find
himsell assisted by Grand Officers who had honoured him by accompany ing
him. He regretted the absence of Sir John Monckton , and no one would
regret his absence morethanthedistinguished brother himself. Hisp lacecould
not have been more efficientl y filled than by Bro. Loveland Loveland. Bro,
Grey, the President Board Benevolence , was alsvays ready to assist in every
work, and with regard to the Chap lain , Bro. Fenn , who had , with his charac-
teristic modesty, rather deprecated any praise on that occasion—he was bound
to say, havingattended a largenumberof consecrations, that he had never heard
the work performed in a more effective and impressive manner.

Sir Reginald Hanson had said
it was the intention of this lodge lo be a working lodge, and he could only
wish that it would be a thoroughly good working lodge. It svould be his
utmost endeavour to carry out the work with the most thorough integrity .
He was sorry to come before them as a cri pple, but although his health was
bad , he was sound in heart. He wished all the members a successsful year
in the lodge and he hoped when he left ihe chair, to do so wilh the same
good opinion he trusted he now possessed.

"The Officers " and other toasts were given , after which the Tyler 's
toast terminated the proceedings.

CONSECRATION OF THE GOLD FIELDS LODGE,
No. 2478, AT JOHANNESBURG.

The consecration of the above lod ge, under warrant from the Grand
Lodge of England , took place on October 14th in the Stock Exchange
Hall. Freemasonry has made immense progress in Johannesburg and its
vicinity during the. last llirec years, especially that portion of the ancient
Craft which ranges itself under the banner of the Eng lish Grand Lodge.
It was our duty, only very recently, to chronicle t e consecration of a nesv
lodge at Jeppestosvn , svhich , having surmounted the difficulties incidental to
all newly-established institutions , i-. nosv in a fair svay tosvards a prospci ous
career. It was onl y, however , a change of habita t , necessitating reference

to, and confirmation by, the Gran d Lodge officials in London which deprived
the Iodge whose consecration took place recently of the honour of being the
second Eng lish Iod ge opened in Johannesburg, its charter having been
granted , as the number imp lies, some little time in advance of its sister
lodge at Jeppe 's. In a few weeks' time Boksburg will be the scene of a
similar function , and before long a lodge will be opened at Germiston , an
app lication for a warrant for which will propabl y be despatched shortly. But
of all the lodges, here or elsewhere in the State, none gives so much promise of
so brilliant a career as that which svas opened on the 14th October. Its
foundation and joining members are already very numerous , and the number
of propositions lor initiation are almost svithout precedent in Masonic annal3'

The duty of consecrating this lodge, and investing and installing its
officers , was delegated by ihe M.W. Grand Master to Bro. J. Da Silva ,
P.M., who, with the officers desi gnate of the lodge, worked with a will and
some considerable success to convert the Exchange Hall into a " Temple "
worth y of the occasion. F lowers, evergreens, and sundry decorations and
devices of Masonic character were j udiciously requisitioned , and when the
hall was filled , as it was that afternoon with over 300 brethren wearing the
distinctive badges of their lodges and rank , it presented a very brilliant
spectacle, and one which could not perhaps be witnessed elsesvhere in South
Africa . An extemporised dais for the accommodation of the Consecrating
Officer and his assistant and attendant Masters had been erected in the
east of the hall , and with its decorations gave an additional and pleasing
effect to the tout ensemble of the svhole. There was a very large muster of
Masters and Past Masters.

Shortly after three o'clock the Consecrating Officer took the chair, and
appointed the following brethren to the diffe ent offices pro tein.: Bros. J.
E. Green , P.M., S.VV. ; S. C. Herbert , P.M., S.D. ; J. Wa die Peirson ,
VV.M., J .D.; Chas. Aburrosv , P.M., D. of C . j  Rev. G. Perry, Chap. ;
Alfred Dasve, P.M., I.G. ; H. H. Stidol ph, P.D.G.O., Org. ; and F. H,
de Roos, VV.M., acting Sec.

The Iodge having been formally opened , the ode—" Hail Eternal , by
Whose Aid " was sung. The Consecrating Officer having exp lained the
motive of the gathering, and the acting Secretary having related the steps
that had been taken for the formation of the lodge, the foundation members
were arranged in the centre of the room , and the petition to Grand Lodge
and the charter which had been granted in response to it were read to them.
Their approval of the officers designate having been signified , the Chap-
lain delivered an oration. The dedicatory prayer and the invocation were
very impressively recited , and the ceremony of sprinkling the lodge with
corn , wine , oil , and salt follosved, the brethren singing appropriate odes as
the several perambulations werc performed. The act of dedication follosved ,
thc Chaplain carry ing the censor round the lodge three times. The formal
consecration was then pronounced by the Consecrating Officer , the brethren
responding " So mote it be," while thc choir sang an anthem.

A solemn patriarchal benediction closed the ceremony of consecration ,
and the lodge then proceeded to the installation of the W.M. designate ,
Bro. S. Hershfield , who then appointed and installed the follosving brethren
as his officers *.

Reddall , S.D.; M. Reffertt , J .D.; R. Moss, I.G. ; and D. Margolius
and H. Youngleson , Stewards.

The several proclamations in the east, west , and south were pronounced
by the Insta lling Officer , Bro . da Silva, P.M., the svorking tools in the
Three Degrees being explained by Bros. C M. de Wet , P.M.; B. Danziger ,
P.M. ; and W. J. Blake, P.M. The address to the VV.M. was given by
Bro. J. E. Green , P.M., that to the Wardens by Bro. Dr. Matthews, P.M.,
and that to the brethren generally by the Installing Officer.

A banquet follosved upon the closing of the proceedings, when between
300 and 400 brethren sat down.

The clothing and furniture were supplied by Bro . George Kenning,
through Bro . Maurice Hart , P.M., P.P.G.D.C. West Lanes.

H EKEUO .M .—This is a name svhich occurs very frequentl y in the early history
of the high grades, but the meanin g of svhich is by no means yet clear. It is
generally written H— R— D— M— , and is interpreted Herodom , Ha**redum,
Harodim , H;eredom , Heredum. It is also written Heredon , Heroden. So too the
terms Rose Croix of Heredom , or Herodom of Kilwinnin g are often used. Some
suppose that it is a Jacobite cant svord for the heritage of the dethroned sovereign ,
from " h-eres ; " others that it only means that the Scottish Masonry, as it was
called , svas the heir of Kilwinning Masonry ; while others would take Heredom
fro m the Greek [ ep os, holy, and $01105, a house,—in our op inion far-fetched and
utterl y inadmissible. In all the earl y Scottish rituals the allusion is to the " Mon-
tagne de Heredon ," and svhich is said to exist in Scotland , nea r Kilwinning. The
three mountains are Mount Moriah , Mount Sinai , and Mount Heredon. We are
inclined to think that it svas a cant svord , and possibly had a Jacobite double
meaning. It may, however , be purely mystical after all. In the Rite itself
allusion is made to Icolmkill  in these svords : " En quel lieu le G. et S. ordre de
H. D. M. fut-i l  premierement et.ibli ? Sur le s.iint sommet dut Mont Moriah
dans le royaume de Judee. Oil fut-il ensuite rewbli ? A Icolmkill , et ensuite a
Kilwinning,  oil le Roi d'Ecosse piesida en personne comine G. Maitre. " In this
ritual nothing is said about the mountain. It seems that in 1778, when some
Germans , Professor Lyung berg, Karl von Hessen , V. Exter , Von Lienan , and
Genera l Auditor Meyer , came to Lond.m , there svas a Chapter of Herodom,
according to the Rite ot Perfection there , which professed to irive this grade in
London , at the head of svhich svas Robert Lintot , svhose Deputy SVAS Dan
Gottfried Hintze. The following grades were in use from a French system—
Maitre parfait , Petit Elu , Elu eie Quinze , Architecte , G. Architecte , Seculaire
Tribune , |uge et Prdve'it , Compagnon de I' Arche Royale , ParUit Miitre Sunlime
Ecossais , Chevalier de I'K ppee , Chevalier de ['Orient , Chevalier de l'Oeodent ,
Commandeur , G. Commandeur , Prince de Jerusalem , Chevdher de Rose Cruix ,
Chevalier de I np le Croix , Chevalier de Palestine , Chevalier du Soleil , Cnevalier
Kadosh. This Chapter professed to hail trom the Grand Lodge of Heredom of
Edinburg h. Our readers svill note th-et this sv.is a system of tsventy grades—
beyond symbolical M.isonry. It has been said that the ori ginal Order ot Heredom
onl y consisted of (1) i\lar;j n d'Heredom , (2) Chevalier de la Tour , (3) Cnevalier
Rose Croix de Heredom de Kilwinning.—Ketining's Cyclopcedia of Freemasonry.

Terry has succeeded in obtaining the
services of a foremost member of our Order as Chair-
man for the occasion. Bro. Col. G. Noel Money, C.B.,
Prov. Grand Master and Grand Superintendent of
Surrey, having very kindl y accepted the invitation to
preside. Bro. Col. Money made his debut in this
capacity at the Mark Benevolent Festival in Jul y last ,
and , thoug h this is but a small Festival in comparison
with those of our Central Masonic Institutions , we are
encouraged by the fact that the sum then raised under his

ausp ices had onl y been exceeded at one previous Mark
Festival , to hope that the Benevolent Fcistiv;/.! of i Sc) 1
svill be approximatel y as successful as most of the
ordinary Festivals held in connection svith that Insti-
tut ion.

There are tsvo additional reasons why sve should
indul ge i.i this hope. In the lirs t p lace, Bro. Col.
Money is exceeding ly and jus tl y popular throughout
the Province os-cr svhich he has presided successfully
for the last tsvo years , and has evinced a strong interest
in the success of all our Institutions. In the next
place, Surrey is a strong Province , and whenever the
late lamented chief , Bro. General Brosvnri gg, acted as
Chairman on one of these festive occasions , it showed
both hosv hi ghl y it respected him , and hosv great svas
ils devotion to Ihe cause of Masonic Charity, by loyall y
and generousl y supporting his chairmanshi p. We are
therefore inclined to augur svell for the prospects of
the first great Masonic Festival of 1S94.

The lamentable outbreak of fever which the in-
habitants of Worthing have suffered from for several
months has been of such an exceptionally distressing
character, that the authorities had no alternative but to
appeal to the public at large to hel p them to stem the
tide of poverty which it has caused. Occurring as it
did at the commencement of the visitors' season , on
svhich the prosperity of the tosv n so much depends, the
calamity svas rendered doubl y distressful , and the need
sve fear is still pressing.

It must have been particularly gratif ying to the
W.M. of the Worthing Lodge of Friendshi p, who is
also Mayor of the tosvn , to find that the appea l fro m
the lod ge to the Masonic body has resulted in such a
list of contributions as sve print in another portion of
our columns. It disproves conclusively of the assertion
ofte n heard that Freemasons are not open to the call of
benevolence outside their osvn organisations. It is
only reasonable that app licants for relief who are
Freemasons should have the first consideration ; but it
svill , in no sense, be limited to the Craft. We trust
the amount svill be still further augmented by contribu-
tions from other lodges and individual Masons.

Freemasonry flourishes abundantly in South Africa.
The latest evidence is the report of the consecration of
the Gold Fields Lodge, Johannesburg, in which our
good Bro. Joseph Da Silva , P.M. of the Israel Lodge,
Loni 'on , fi gures as Consecrating Officer. There were
some litt le difficulties , sve believe , in obtaining thc
svarrant for a lodge in a territory not under thc British
flag, but these sverc not insuperable , and sve arc glad
to knosv that the authorities could see their way clear
to granting the prayer of the petitioners.

We offer our hearty congratulations to the editor and

staff of the Old Masonians ' Gazette, thc first number
of svhich has been published this month. The pro-
gramme of contents is on a modest scale, but the
princi pal articles are svell svritten , and amp le news is
furnished of the School and the Association. We
sincerely trust the Gase/le may receive such a m easure
of support as will j ustify ils continuance.

During the past year the Grand Lodge of Missouri ,
which held its annual Communication in the city of St.
Louis on the 10th—12th October, has made consider-
able progress, thc report of thc Grand Secretary show-
ing that 10 nesv lodges had been constituted and nine
formed by dispensation , svhile three had surrendered
their charters, four had been consolidated into tsvo, and
one had had its charter arrested. The net increase in
membership is returned as 818. Bro. H. Keene was
elected Grand Master , and Bro. the Rev. D. Vincil re-
elected Grand Secretary.

I have been waiting for some time to see some viesv
such as this expressed , but my expectations not having
been realised I svrote by the last mail on the matter to
a distinguished member of the Eng lish Grand Lodge.

The letter had hardl y been posted before I read svith
the greatest pleasure the admirable letter of Bro. T. B.
Why tehead in your issue of September 2nd.

Everything I thought , everything I svould have said ,
is therein , so much better put than I could put it , that I
will not trouble you or your readers by going further
into the matter. Let me, however , throug h the medium
of your svide-read paper, metaphoricall y give a hearty
shake of the hand to Bro. Wh ytehead and svish him
every success in his trul y Masonic endeavour to point
out svhere iand in what way a serious Masonic stum-
bling-block may be removed. The words " more than
arrived " in the first line of his letter might svell have

THE ROYAL ARCH.
To the Editor of the "Freemason."

Dear Sir and Brother ,
As one who has had a large experience in the

working of all Degrees in Freemasonry in past years,
I may, perhaps , be allowed to state that 1 think the
last act of Grand Chapter in abrogating the 12 months '
qualification for the Royal Arch is one of the most
judicious steps that could be taken. The strongest
argument that can be used in support of the amend-
ment adopted is that ihe Degree professes to be no
more than the completion of Ihe Masier Mason , and it
is absurd to suppose that waiting 12 months lends any
additional dignity to the reci p ient of the Degree.
Strong arguments may be used in favour of prolong-
ing the probation for the Degree of Master Mason ,
and with much more effect than in the .case of the, it
must be said , somesvhat useless appendage of the
Royal Arch .

When I was made a Mason in 1854, in the Lodge of
Integrity, then No. 189, Manchester , it had a by-law
that none should be made a Fellosv Craft or a Master
Mason until three clear months had passed in the two
minor grades. I at once joined a lod ge of instruction ,
and in this interval of three months made such progress
in the lectures that, with a W.M. singularly well up, I
svas able to pass such examinations as had never before
been given in the lodge. I afterwards found , however ,
that my assiduous attendance at the lod ge of instruc-
tion was a sourceof inconvenience , inasmuch as it kept
the members on the svork of the Degree in which I
happened to be. Too polite to call my attention to
this, some of the members complained to the Provin-
cial Grand Lodge, and the by-lasv had to be expunged ,
as contrary to the general svork of the Craft , yet means
svere found for some time to delay passings and raisings
to the old term.

I have knosvn members of the Craft to become a 30°
of the Ancient and Accepted Rite before they were
eligible to be admitted to the Royal Arch , and I have
myself admitted Master Masons in a similar way into
corresponding Degrees in the Ancient and Primitive
Rite of Masonry, the Mark , Red Cross, Allied De-
grees, etc., offer a similar argument in point , and ,
knosvin g as sve do the difficulty of obtaining members
for the existing chapters , under these circumstances it
svould seem unsvise to oppose the 12 months ' obstacle
to the reception of aspiring Masons.—Yours frater-

FREEMASONRY IN THE ARMY.
To the Editor of the "Freemason ."

Dear Sir and Brother ,
I have read wilh interest the va rious letters that

have appeared in your valuable paper on "Freemasonry
in the Army, " and send you the following, as it may
interest some of your readers to know how Free-
masonry svas developed in Co-Jon.

Tosvards the close of the fifties , the 50th Regiment ,
then stationed in the island , had its osvn lodge, svorking
under the Grand Lodge of Ireland . Here they made
m iny of the civilians Masons. The Craft became so
popular that in '61, the reg iment bein g about to leave
Ceylon , a petition was fo r .varded for (he formation of
;t lodge to be held in Colombo , and by special dis-
pensation the new lod ge svas consecrated at Kand y on
the 22nd April , '61, by the W.M. of the 50th Regiment
Lodge, the founders being Bros. Arthur Hansbrow ,

Henry Thompson , and Chas. H. Nesvton, the lod ge
being called the Sphinx , No. 107 (I.C), in honour
of the gallant 50th Regiment , svhich had so distin-
guished itself in Egypt. From the Sphinx sprang the
Leinster , the Ser.-ndib , and Dimbulla Lodges. The
lodge, which at the present moment is sti ll a very
strong one , has a Royal Arch Chapter attached to i t ;
it is very popular svith the military, the present W.M.
being an officer of the Royal Artillery, and the W.M.
elect a Warrant Officer of the same Royal regiment ,
and his ofiicers are composed almost exclusivel y ol
members of the Colombo Garrison. —1 am , dear sir and

The follosving
work , nosv happ ily in the libra ry of the Grand Lodge
of England , gives the date , viz., June 24th , 1751. i
have svritten to the Deputy Grand Secretary of Ireland
to alter my list of their Grand Masters in the official
calendar from 1750 10 1751. The title is as follosv s :
"An Anssver to the Pope 's Bull. With a Vindication
of the Real Princip les of Free-Masonry. Publish 'd by
the consent and Approbation of the Grand Lod ge of
Ireland. By Bernard Clarke , &c. Dublin , 1751." The
dedication is " To the Right Worshi pfu l and Ri ght
Honourable Lord George Sackville ,. Grand Master of
the Antient and Honourable Fraternity  of Free and
Accepted Masons in Ireland ," by the author , dated at
Dublin. "September 19th , 1751." At page [3SJ is an
extract from " Anderson 's Constitutions " 1738, and a
note below contains the ' names of the Past Grand
Masters of Ireland :

The Rt. Hon. Henry Barnsva l , Lord Kingsliind.

"J une , the 24th , 1751. The Right Honourable
Lord GEORGE SACKVILLE was unanim ousl y chosen
Grand Master in Ireland , the Honourable Thomas
Southviel, Esq., Deputy G.M., the Hon. Roderick
Makemzie [Mackenzie] , Esq., Senior Grand Warden ,
and the Honourable Brinslcy Butler, Esq., Junior
Grand Warden." Evidentl y from the foregoing, Lord
Kingsboroug h was re-elected Grand Master in 1750 ,
and so now sve have a fair approximate list of the
Masonic Rulers of Ireland from early days, and par-
ticulirly during the peri id for svhich no records are
extant. The svork herein noted is dedicated to Lord
Sackville as Giand Master, the frontispiece being- an
excellent p late of his lordshi p's coat-of -arms. The
Hon. Thomas Southwell (aftersvards Viscount) suc-
ceeded to the chair in 1753. Whether Lord Sickville
svas ever installed I cannot discover , but am inclined to
believe he was. The motto of the yackvilb or Dorse:t
famil y svas Aut nuilijiinm tentes mil perf ice, so 1 have
followed out its precept by tracing the date as noted.
Those interested in the subject should consult a com-
munication from me in the f reemason for March 2yth ,
1890. It was through Bro. Sadler 's able work I svas
led to discover the particulars aforesaid.

Shurmur put his hand to became a success. When he put
his hand to the plough he did not look back . He occupied
a high position not only in that chapter, but in the Masonic
svorld. He svas a candidate for the office of Grand Trea-
surer, one of the highest positions that Masonry could offer,
and the office svas elective. At onetime the same Treasurer
svas elected year after year, but now a different brother svas
elected every year. Both he and Comp. Shurmur svere
agreeably surprised at the enormous support he svas pro-
mised. He called upon as many brethren as possible to
attend Grand Lodge next March and vote for Comp.
Shurmur. It svould be an honour conferred upon the
Guelph Chapter if he svere elected.

Comp. W. Shurmur, in acknosvledging thc toast, said
they had heard that " out of the fulness of the heart thc
mouth speaketh," but he was afraid his heart svas too full
for him to .speak.

R. F. GOULD gave the following interesting
particulars of the Masonic and professional career of
Bro. Wynn Westcott : The moment has now arrived
when , by desire of the founders and Past Masters
of the lodrre. I enter uoon the oleasinc dutv of
proposing the toast of the evening, the health of our
Worshi pful Master. An outline of the Masonic
record of every brother admitted by us into full mem-
bership is alsvays given in our Transactions , but in the
case of those who reach the chair , further particulars
are in each instance anxiously asvaited by the members
of our vast association , and these it has now become a
settled practice to supp ly, to the extent that such in-
formation is attainable , in connection with the toast,
which on the present occasion I am privileged to intro-
duce. Bro. Westcott comes from a good old Devon-
shire stock , and his father—a surgeon of hi gh repute—
practised formanyyearsat OundIe,in Northamptonshire.
Our W.M. was himself educated at Queen Elizabeth' s
Grammar School , Kingston-on-Thames, and at the
Arts Classes of University College, London. Select-
ing his father 's profession , he pursued his medical
studies at University College and Hospital , also at St.
Mary's Hosp ital. These studies he prosecuted svith
such diligence and success, as to become a Licentiate
of the Society of Apothecaries , and a Member of the
College of Surgeons in 1870—at the earliest possible
examinations that took place after he had attained the
age of 21. Without any delay whatever , he then re-
paired to Martock, in Somersetshire, at which place he

entered into general practice svith his uncle , Rd. Wesl-
colt Marlyn , a surgeon of considerable reputation.While
thus occup ied , and without any further tuition , he took
the degree of Bachelor of Medicine , at the University
of London , in November , 1S71. During his residence
at Martock he svas successively appointed a Certif y-
ing Factory Surgeon , Public Vaccinator , and
Medical Officer of Health. Wc find him , also,
acting as a manager of Public Elementary Schools,
director of a lire bri yide, and a most successful organiser
of public entertainments. In this latter capacity he
acquired an extensive local reputation as a p latform
reader. Nor musl I omit lo state that , amidst all
these absorbing responsibilities , he nevertheless found
time to discharge svith thoroug h efficiency the onerous
duties of quartermaster to a battalion of Volunteers.
After an experience of nine years as a genera l prac-
titioner , our brolher left Somersetshire , and came lo
Hendon , in Middlesex , where, for tsvo whole years he
lived in retirement , study ing the Kabalistic philosop hy
of the Hebresvs, the teachings of the Hermetic svriters ,
and the svorks of the Alchymists and Rosicrucians.
Returning to London in 1SS1, he was appointed Deputy
Coroner for Central London and Central Middlesex ,
positions svhich he still holds, and during his tenure of
them he studied for, and obtained , a degree in Sanitary
Science from the College of Physicians (D.P.H.). In
1892 he was appointed to a temporary Medical Officer
of Healthship at Islington , replacing the late famous
Dr. Meymott Tidy. But having been, unti l the time of
this temporary appointment , a member of the vestry of
the parish , he svas considered unsuitable for the per-
manent office. Almost at once, however , he was
appointed to two additional Deputy Coronershi ps, and
svhile on this portion of his public life , it will be conve-
nient to state that more than 2000 inquests have been
held by him. Dr. Westcott is a Vice-President of the
North London Medical and Chirurg ical Society, and a
member of Council of the Coroner 's Society. In the
Royal British Nurses ' Association , he has been
invested svith a Jesvel of Honour by H.R.H.
the Princess Christian , and, although not a
total abstainer , is a member of Council of
the Society for the Study and Cure of Inebriety.
Our brother was made a Mason in the Parrett and Axe
Lodge, No. 814, at Cresvkernc, of svhich he became the
Master in 1874. He also joined the Lodge of Brotherly
Love, No. 329, at Yeovil , and in 1877 was invested
svith the collar of Prov. Grand Director of Ceremonies
for Somersetshire. Of the Arch and Mark Degrees
he is likewise a member, and has filled the chief offices
in each. He is also a Knight Temp lar and Kni ght of
Malta , and a member of the 180 and 300 of the Ancient
and Accepted Scottish Rite. I may further add that
he has given very convincing proofs of his interest
in those Charitable Institutions svhich are the pride
of English Freemasonry, by qualif ying as a Life
Governor of both the Boys' and Girls' Schools. Dr.
Westcott 's sponsor in this lodge was our deep ly
lamented Bro. Woodford , and he was elected a member
on the 2nd of December, 1886. In the following year
lie svas appointed I.G., and has since served all the other
minor offices in the direct line of promotion , includ-
ing therein (for reasons svhich do him the highest credit)
a tsvo years' occupancy of thc chair of S.W. I must now
turn to another phase of our brother 's career, viz., his
long and distinguished connection svith the Rosicrucian
Society. Of this association I am not a member , so
for an exp lanation of its raison d' etre, I shall quote
from the pages of svhat will be admitted on all sides to
be a perfectly unimpeachable authority, to svit, Ars
Quatuor Coronatorum (i. 54). It is there laid down
that the Rosicrucian Society of Eng land was consti-
tuted in its present form about thi year 1865, and has
since become the parent of similar_socicties in
Scotland , Ireland , Canada , and the United States of
America. It is not a Masonic Degree in any sense,
although its members are necessarily Master Masons
and a ritual of admission is made use of. The Society
has several colleges in England , of which that of York
is the largest. Then follosv thc Metropolitan , the
Nesvcastle, and the Lancashire Colleges. The total
number of members is about 250. Its purpose is the
scientific , literary , historical , and archaeological investi-
gation of the occult wisdom of the Ancients, the origin
of the mysteries, of secret societies, and of the lost
sciences (or arts) of alchemy, astrology, the Kabbalah ,
the hierog lyp hic literature of Egypt, etc. Of this
society, Dr. Westcott svas for 10 years the Secretary-
General , and a little more than a tsvelvemonth ago
succeeded Dr. Woodman (by svhose death we lost a
very valued member of our Outer Circle ) as its
Supreme Magus, or President. To the Rosicrucian
Society, our brother has contributed papers , or lectures,
on " The Legend of Christian Rosenkreuz ," " The
Relation of Alchemy to Chemistry, " ¦' The Kabbalah ,"
" The Ever-burning Lamps of the Ancients," " Tho
Origin of the Zodiac," " The Mandrake Plant ," and
other essays, ln the literature of his own profession ,
he is knosvn to the English-speaking world as joint
author of seven editions of the " Extra Pharmnco-
puiia ," a svork by means of svhich medical practitioners
are kept abreast of the times with respect to the em-
ployment of new remedies. He is also the author of
" Suicide : its History , Literature, Statistics, and Pre-
vention ," "The Prevention of Mortality in Childhood ,"
" Heart Disease as caused by Alcohol ," and " A
Coroner 's Notes on Sudden Death." In mystical
literature our W.M. is likesvise favourably knosvn by
the following svorks : " The Isaic Tablet of Bembo,"
" The Sepher Yetzirah ," " Numbers , their Occult
Power and Mystic Virtue ," and as editor of the
writings of Nicholas Flamel, " The Alchymist." Among



his lighter efforts are pamphlets on " Death , The
Early Races of Man ," " Theosop hy and Occultism , "
" Some Anomalies in the Translation of Bible Words ,"
and "Alchemy." His zeal in this branch of research , !
may further illustrate by the remark , that as editor of
Collectanea Iler mctica, he is at present engaged in
s ipervising the issue of a Series of Annotated Reprints
of curious old tracts upon Hermetic , Rosicrucian , and
Alchymic subjects. In our osvn lodge he has read tsvo
very excellent papers , "Freemasonry Illuminated by the
Kabbalah ," and " The Masonic Tabernacle ," svhile our
Transactions are further enriched by valuable noles on
Masons' Marks and Brahmanic Initiation , from his pen.
My store of facts is svell ni gh exhausted , but there are
just a fesv more svords to be said , without svhich the
speech to which you have given so indul gent a hearing
svould be incomp lete. Dr. Westcott , as I have alread y
told you , is the Supreme Magus of the Rosicrucian
Society, and a well-knosv n member of it—Bro. Hug han
—to svhom in common svith some others , I app lied for
assistance in preparing the sketch I am laying befo re
you—says of our W.M., that in the studies peculiar to
that Society, if he has any equal , svhich Bro Hug han
greatly doubts , he certainly has no superior , also, that
his svillingness to hel p those members of it, svhose gifts
or opportunities do not equal his osvn , is simp ly un-
bounded. As previously confessed , I am not a Rosi-
crucian , but I ent^rta 'n a great respect for the Society ,
not only because I have numerous friends svithin its
pale, but on the hi gher and firmer ground , that an
association recruited from our osvn ranks , the motive
for svhose existence is the prosecution of any studies
whatever , is entitled to the heartiest good wishes of
every thinking member of our ancient and honourable
Fraternity. Tbe Quatuor Coronati and the Rosicru-
cians are alike carry ing out their exp lorations in the
svide domain of arch.eology. There is amp le room
for both , and if , indeed , on any common ground , the
labours of the one seem for a moment to excel or sur-
pass those of the other , let us take comfort from
the proverb—
" No barber shaves so close but another finds svorke."
Of our W.M. I shall nosv say, in conclusion , that svhat
has alsvays struck me as being a notesvorth y feature of
his character, is the pains he invariably takes to attain
a full grasp of any subject coming before us for con-
sideration. His speeches and essays show him to be
rightl y of op inion that no man , hosvever hi ghl y gifted ,
is a fountain of self-generating energy, and tbat who-
soever expends much in productive activity, must take
in much by means of judicious study and research.

Westcott
will y ield to none in a determination to up hold the
dignity and importance of the ofiice in svhich he has
been placed this evening.

bri ght future.

After the meeting of the General Committee , the
agenda paper for nex t Grand Lodge of December 6th
