
CONSECRATION OF TEE ST. J OEN-AT-EACKNEY

The ceremonies of consecration and installation were performed by ihe
Grand Secretary, Bro. E. Letchworth , assisted by Bros. C. Belton , D.G.D.
of C., as S.W. ; C. J. R. Tijou , P.A.G. Purst., as J.W. ; Rev. J. S.
Brownrigg, P.G.C., as Chap. ; and Frank Richardson , P.G.D., as D. of C.
The Consecrating Officer having taken the chair, appointed his officers.
Ihe lodge was opened in the Three Degrees, and the ceremony took place.
Nothing could exceed its solemn beauty as rendered by Bros. Letchworth
and Brownrigg. The anthems were beautifully sung by Bros. Sidney
Barnby, R. Evans, R. J. Harris, and W. Emerson (who directed the
musical arrangements.)

On the lodge being duly constituted , the patriarchal benediction was pro-
nounced , after which Bro. J. E. Hunt , the VV.M. designate, was presented
by the D.C. as a fit candidate for ihe chair during the ensuing year. , The
W.M. having been duly installed , he invested the following officers : Bros.

The lodge was then closed , and the brethren adjourned to the Great
Eastern Hotel , Liverpool-stieet , where a banquet was provided.

The loyal toasts and that of "The Grand Oflicers " were drunk with
enthusiasm.

Bro. FR A N K  R ICHARDSON , in responding for the Grand Officers , briefly
replied. He said he was proud to have his name coupled with such as those in
the toast, and was pleased to be thereon that occasion. The consecration of
a new lodge always gave great pleasure , marking, as it did , the growth of
the principles of the Craft.

Ihe W.M., in proposing " The Grand Secretary and Consecrating
Officers," alluded to the splendid working of the ceremony by them , and
was sure the thanks of the brethren were unanimously awarded to them.
I he. success of the new lodge was largely dependant on the feelings of those
brought together that night.

Bro. E. LETCHWORTH , G. Sec, in response, thanked the brethren for
their kind reception, there could be no greater pleasure than to assist in
starting a new lodge. With such a spirit as had animated those who had
worked to found the lodge there could be no misgiving as to its success. He
had heard that many of its founders were fellow workers together in the
grand old game of cricket. The Consecrating Officers would carry away
with them many agreeable recollections of that day. The music had greatly
added to the beauty of the ceremony. The selection of the W.M. was an
admirable one. He had been 18 years a Mason . His work in the Strong
Man Lodge and his conduct in the chair was a sufficient guarantee that he
would be able to direct theirs . He gave him his warmest congratulations, and
wished him a prosperous year of office , and was sure he would have the
support of all the brethren.

The W.M. said he had gone into the chair wilh a full sense of his re-
sponsibility and felt proud of the honoured position in which he was placed.

Lodge having been opened and a hymn sung, the CO N S E C R A T I N G
OITICEK , addressing the brethren , said : VVe have met on a very interesting,
and at the same time very solemn , occasion. We are here for the purpose ot
starting into existence a new lodge, and of consecrating and dedicating it to
the service of Almighty God. It has been represented to I I.K.I I.  the
M.W.G.M. that there was a great want in this district for a new lodge, and I
congratulate the founders most heartil y on the fact that H.R.H. was pleased
to accede at once to the request. 1 sincerely trust that this lodge may be the
means of uniting even more closely those of the founders who for many years
have been associated together in other capacities , and that it may hi the
means of advancing the best interests of Freemasonry in this part. I am
only echoing the wish of all the Grand Office rs assisting mc in the ceremony
when I say I hope the lodge may have before it a career of great prosperity .

The ceremonial was then proceeded with , and Bro. T. Fenn , P.P. BJ.
Gen. Purps., acting Chap., having delivered an eloquent oration on the
nature and princi ples of the Order , the ne,v lodge was solemnly consecrated
and dedicated.

The Grand Secretary next installed Bro. P. Blanco White , P.M., as the
first Worshi pful Master, and the following officers were invested : Bros.

The Consecrating Officers were unanimousl y elected honorary members ,
a compliment which was acknowled ged on their behalf by the Grand
Secretary. Votes of thanks were accorded several brethren for useful gifts ,
and the lodge was dosed ,



An adjournment was then made to a well-served banquet supplied by
Messrs. Bertram and Co., covers being laid for 115, and at its conclusion the
usual toasts were honoured.

" The Queen and the Craft " and " H.R.H. the Prince of Wales" having
been proposed by the W.M., he next referred to the services rendered to
Freemasonry by the Grand Officers, whose health he asked the brethren to
he.-irtilv drink.

Bro . Lord A MI'TH ILL , Prov. G.M. of Bedfordshire, in reply, said the
W.M. had taken him completely by surprise , as he never expected to have
to make a speech , and still less to return thanks for the Grand Officers , there
being so many of that body of greater years and longer standing, and of far
greater distinction than himself. He , therefore , hoped that if the words he
spoke were few , they would believe that the thanks he wished to express on
behalf of his colleagues were none the less sincere and hearty. He could
confidently assure them , not only on his own account , but on 'theirs , that it
was a great and rea l pleasure to be present, and that they thanked them
most heartily for their kindness and hospitality. He need not tell them that
the Grand Officers had the interest of the Craft at heart , and it could be
nothing but a satisfaction to them to see the Craft spreading almost daily,
and to see new lod ges being founded , especially when it took place under
such favourable auspices for the future as the Fulham Lodge. For himself ,
it had been a great and real pleasure to have witnessed for the first time
the consecration of a lodge. He was deeply indebted to the
W.M. and the brethren of the lodge for their kindness and ready hospitality
on that great occasion , and although his experience had been nil before, he
was sure it would have been difficult and impossible to have witnessed that
impressive ceremony under more advantageous circumstances. They could
not see the ceremony performed with greater grace and dignity than it was
performed that day, and it would be difficult to see it performed under more
grand and impressive surroundings. He assured them he should carry away
recollections both impressive and pleasing of that great occasion , and
especially would he think of it in a few days when he had to undertake the
duty of consecrating a new lodge in his own province. In conclusion , he
hoped they would allow him to wish long life and prosperity to the Fulham
Lodge and to the Worshi pful Master and officers , and he hoped he should
not be presumptuous if he wished that might not be the last occasion on
which he was present with them,

"The Consecrating Officers " was next given by the W.M., who said the
founders were immensely indebted to them for the kindness shown in coming
down to consecrate the lodge, and every brother would feel he was more than
indebted to them for the sp lendid and magnificent manner in which the con -
secrating work had been done. It had been his fortune to see the conse-
cration ceremony performed in more than one lodge, but never had he seen
it rendered in the manner in which it had been done that night. They
flattered themselves that the new lodge had been started in a manner that
few lodges could boast of.

The GRAND SECRETARY said they had been compelled to listen to his
voice at no inconsiderable length , and he should not be presumptuous
enough to inflict anything of a speech upon them , but in the fewest words
thank them , on the part of the Consecrating Officers , for the kind reception
given the toast proposed so kindly by the \V.M. It had afforded him pecu-
liar pleasure to undertake the ceremony which had been gone through , but
he could not sit down without acknowledging the great services rendered by
those who had done him the honour of assisting, and more especially, he
would refer to the most admirable, dignified , and impressive manner in which
the work of Grand Chaplain had been performed by Bro. Fenn , Past Presi-
dent Board of General Purposes. On their behalf and his own , he wished
the lodge every possible success in the future.

Bro. S. J. ATTENBOROUGH , acting I. P.M..submitted thetoastof "The Wor-
shipful Master ," and said the founders all knew the immense amount of work
Bro. Blanco White had had in getting everything ready for the inauguration
of the lodge, the details of which had been under his special care . The way
in which the W.M. had received the founders , and the manner in which he
had entertained them , augured well for the future of the lodge. From the
work he had seen the W.M. do he was confident that good work would be
forthcoming. He had to ask the W.M. to accep t a gold founder 's jewel ,
subscribed for by the members , and to echo their wish that he would have
health and prosperity to wear the jewel in their presence on many future
occasions.

Bro . T. BLANCO WH I T E , W.M., returned thanks, and said he could
safely assert that that was the proudest day he had passed. Years ago
when he was made a Mason there was a talk that there should be a Fulham
Lodge, and afterwards the Town Hal l was built. Those who were the
most prominent in getting the Town Hall built had no.v joined the great
majority, and the idea of the lodge was revived , with the result they had
seen that ni ght. He never thought of occupying the chair when the idea
was started. It was a pssition of immense responsibility, and gave him
great anxiety. Since it was decided he should be the W.M. he had
endeavoured to show the founders that it was necessary to found a true and
proper lodge, and he was sure that as long as the lodge existed there would
never be one word of dis.ord in it. He thanked them for presenting him wilh
the jewel , and assured them that he would do everything he could to see the
work was carried out in a proper manner. He next begged to propose the
toast of " The Visitors." Fro m the moment they thoug ht of becoming a
lodge, hospitality was decided upon as one of the chief features. They
would be pleased to see visitors as olten as they could attend , and could
assure them of a hearty welcome. He would couple the name of Bro.
Carruthers , S.G.W., New Sj uth Wales, and Bro. H ayes Fisher , M.P.

Bro . CA R R U T H E R S , S G.W. New South Wales, sincere ly thanked the
brethren for their hosp itable reception. After an absence of m any years, he
returned and received a fraternal greeting from brethren who were utter
strangers to him.  Owing to ihe kindness of the Grand Secretary, he had
received nothing but hosp itality fro m brethre n of Grand Lodge and other
lodges, and when he returned lo New South Wales he should not forget his
night in the Fulham l.odtre.

Bro, HAVES FI S H E R , M.P., also responded , and said they had been
delighted with the beauti ful  ceremonial they had witnessed. He thanked
the W.M. for including his name , although he thoug ht that for the lirst time
in his life in that hall he should occupy the uni que position of a minnow
among the tritons. He was init ia led 20 years ago in the A pollo Lodge,
Oxford , but could not g ive the l ime and attention necessary for the woik.
He hoped that lodge would distinguish itself in pursuing the studies of Free-
masonry. They had had a sp lendid examp le set them , and had witnessed
a consecration by one of the most distinguished Masons.

Bro . K. EVH , P.G. Treas., responding for "The Masonic Charities,"

said that when he first stood as Steward on their behalf , £2000 was looked
upon as a splendid contribution, but now if the sum of money did not
amount to live figures, there was disappointment amongst the officers
The large amounts collected showed the amount of vitality there was amongst
the Masons of to-day, and before the pres :nt century was over, he wanted
and believed that £100,000 would be collected for one Institution. He wanted
the members of that new lodge to show their goof feeling towards the W.M.
by sending him up with a good list at the B >ys' Festival on the 27th instant.

"The Officers " and the Tyler 's toast concluded a pleasant gathering,
the success of which was entirely due to the admirable arrangements made
by the executive for the comfort of the breth ren.

A hig hly interesting ceremony, perhaps uni que in the
annals of Freemasonry in the Province of Essex, took
place at Kelvedon. on Thursday, the 14th inst. The
present W.M . of the Easterford Lodge, No. 2342 , a
comparatively young lodge in the province , is Bro. Sir
William Neville Abdy, Bart., a justly esteemed and
very zealous Mason , and he, in the goodness of his
heart and the love he bears to the Craft in general ,
and the Easterford Lodge in particular , has recently
made a trul y princely gift to the lodge he presides over
with so much ability and devotion , by promising to
build , at his own entire expense, a fitting home for the
Easterford Lodge. The land has already been consigned
to trustees for the use of the lodge for Masonic pur-
poses for ever, and oh the above day the corner stone
of the very handsome temp le which is to be erected
thereon was laid by the generous donor himself , with
full Masonic ceremony, and in the presence of a dis-
tinguished gathering of brethren ', and a large number
of the fair sex, who watched the unique proceedings
with evident interest.

The brethren assembled in the lodge room, Angel
Hotel , Bro. Sir W. N. Abdy occupying the chair , and
after opening the lodge, Sir William vacated the
chair in favour of Bro. J. H. Salter, P.M., who, in an
impressive manner , initiated his friend , Mr. Alfred
Money Wigram , M.P. for the Romford Division of
Essex, into the mysteries of the Craft.

The Worshi pful Master then resumed the chair , and ,
Bro. J. H. SALTE RJ in the nam e of the brethren of

the lodge, in a most happy speech, presented Bro. Sir
W. N. Abdy with a handsome silver trowel , with carved
ivory handle, as a token of the regard entertained for
him by them , and as a memento of the interesting event
about to take place.

The trowel bore the following inscri ption : " Pre-
sented to W.M. Sir William Neville Abd y, Bart , by
the members of the Easterford Lodge, No. 2342, in
commemoration of his laying the foundation stone of
the new Temple so generously presented to the lodg :
by himself. Kelvedon , June 14th , 1894."

The W.M., who spoke with evident emotion , said
the presentation came as quite a surprise to him. He
wished to thank them from the bottom of his heart for
their expression of loving kindness towards him ; he
was deep ly touched by their kindness, and althoug h
what he would say would come from the very bottom
of his heart, he could not find words to adequatel y
convey his great thanks. He assured them he would
ever prize the trowel above his most cherished posses-
sions, for it would always remind him of their very

real goodness and kindness to him.
A procession was then formed and marched to the

site of the new building, where an awning had been
erected , and here a number of the general public and a
good posse of ladies had assembled.

The W.M. then delive red an interesting address ,
describing the brethren as true and faithful Masons.
They had among them secrets which were not revealed ,
and which no man had discovered ; but they were
honourable secrets, and were not repugnant to the
laws of God or man. Those secrets it was their duty
to transmit unimpaired to posterity. If their cause
were not a good and honourable one, it would not have
lasted so many years, and they would not have so many
distinguished members. It was the first duty of
Masons in all tfieir undertakings to invoke the aid of
the Great Architect of the Universe ; and he begged ,
therefore, to call upon the Chaplain to offer prayer.

Bro. the Rev. THOS. LLOVU , P.M., P.P.G. Chap.,
having responded to the request ,
. Bro. T. J. RA L L I N G , Prov. G. Sec, read aloud the
inscr iption on the stone, which was as follows : " This
stone was laid by Sir William Abdy, Bart., Worship ful
Master Easterford Lodge, No. 2342, June 14th , A.L ,
5894, A.D. 1894," and the Treasurer , Bro. J. H. Salter ,
P.M., P.P.S.G.W., then deposited a phial containing
coins and newspapers in the cavity.

Ihe stone was then laid by Sir William , who having
'July proved its just position and form , gave it three
distinct taps , and declared it well and truly laid. He
expressed a hope that the architect would proceed
without loss of time to the comp letion of the work, andhe handed Bro. J. H. Salter, as Treasurer , the cove-
nant and deed of trust.

The hymn , "All peop le that on earth do dwell ,"
having been sung, the Benedict ion was pronounced by
'he Chap lain. 3

Bro. F. Spalding then took a photograp h of the
party, and the procession , in inverted order , returned tothe lodge, which was afterwards closed.

A champagne luncheon followed at the Angel Hotel,
'he W.M. presided , having on his right the newly.
made brother , Bro. A. Money Wi gram , M.P., the
brethre n and visitors present numbering 40.

The W.M. having given the toast of "The Queenan a the Craft ," proposed "The Initiate." He said that
;ill lod ges wanted initiates , but there were initiates and
"iitiates. Some initiates as they proceeded did sow Hhout taking an interest in the Craft , and there wereM)ii,e , he regretted to say, but onl y a few, happ il y,whose names did not redound to the honour and glory01 the lodge into which they were admitted . He felt

i> ur e, however , that the name of their initiate of thataay would do so. Bro. Wigram was a man of intel-e«, insomuch that he had been chosen by the electors0 assist in presiding over the destinies of the country,dn d he (Sir William) felt sure that Essex would find in

him an earnest and honest advocate, in the sore trial
throug h which , as an agricultural county, they were
passing. He felt sure , also, that Bro . Wigram would
do his duty as a Mason , and that he would learn to
appreciate the good which Freemasonry professed to
do for humanity, and the princi ples which its members
universall y carried out.

Bio. A. M ONEY W IGRA M , who received quite an
ovation , said it was seldom that one could lay claim
to a title without having it disputed ; but he thoug ht
he might safely claim that he was at the present
moment the youngest " entered apprentice. " He
thoug ht he could also lay claim to having been pre-
sent at a ceremony such as few men had the opportu-
nity of witnessing. He could assure them that he
esteemed it a very great privilege to have been admitted
into their lodge. The greatest p leasure that those who
spent their days in the turmoil of political life could
have , was to join an absolutel y non-political society.
That he was impressed by their ceremony he need
hardly say, and he would endeavour to take to heart
the good advice given him by the Worship ful Master
and his old friend , Bro. Salter. He would attend the
lodge meetings to the utmost of his power. He did
not ask to be admitted to the lodge as a " show fi gure,"
but with the intention of coming amongst them as
often as he could and doing his duty. He would spare
no effort to take his proper place in their new temp le.

The other toasts were " The Worship ful Master ,
proposed in eulog istic terms by Bro. the Rev. T.
LLOYD ; " The Prov. Grand Officers, Present and
Past ," proposed by Bro. J. H. SAOLER , and responded
toby Bros. T.J. RALLING and E. H. BAILEY ; " The
Visitors ," by the WORSHIPFUL M ASTER , responded to
by Bros. J. SA D L E R , E. HE N N E M E Y E K , J. P. LEWI .V,
and F. G. GREEN ; "The Oflicers of the Easterford
Lodge," by Bro. JOSEPH SADLER , responded to by Bro.
j. H. SALTER , P.M., Treas. ; and the Ty ler's toast.

G.D.C. Eng., Prov. G. Sec ; Rev. T. Raffles , P.M. 2339,
P.P.G. Chap. ; J. SadLr, P.M. 1024, P.P.G. Treas.;

Green , P.M. 1024, P.P.S.G.W. ; E. Hennemeyer ,
P.M. si , P.P.S.G.W. ; Walter de Caen, P.M. 1024,
P.P.A.G.P. ; F. Bird , P.M. 1024, P.P.A.G.P. ; H.J .
Sking ley, P.M. 697, P.P.A.G.D.C ; H. Francis,
P.M. 51, P.G. Siwd. ; F. C. Herbert , P.M. 45 ;

The temp le which Bro. Sir W. N. Abdy, Bart., is so
generousl y providing for the Easterford Lodge is to be
of red brick , relieved by stone, and it will comprise
a lo.Jge room , Ty ler's room , dining room , kitchen ,
cellar , and commodious vestibule. The lodge room
will be 16" feet high and its dimensions will be 30 feet
by 40 feet. Mr. S. Thorne is the contractor , and the
building will be erected under the personal supervision
of Bro. F. Whitmore , architect , fro m plans prepared by
the late Mr. Alan Stewart , CE.

The summer outing of this lodge took p lace on
Wednesday, the 13th inst. , in the beautiful grounds of
Dunraven Castle, most generousl y placed at the dis-
posal of the party by Bro . the Right Hon. the Earl of
Dunraven , K.P.

About 120 brethren and ladies travelled in saloon
and other carriages , specially retained , to Brid gend
Station , where brakes were waiting to convey them to
the castle, a lovely drive of about six miles. The
weather being superb made the drive most enjoyable,
and when entering his lordshi p's extensive grounds
views of the sea in the distance gleaming with golden
sunshine lent enchantment to the scene, many were the
expressions of pleasure.

Tennant 's presence say
all that he would like to say, he could at least assure
him that it was a great pleasure to them all to have
htm amongst them. They had the privilege of meet-
ing him very often in the various lodges of the province ,
but it pleased them even more to see him on such a
festive occasion as the present. Increased familiarity
with the Worshi pful Deputy meant increased liking
and esteem.

The toast was received with enthusiasm.
Bro. TE N N A N T  thanked the W.M. and the ladies

and brethren for the warmth of his reception , and ex-
pressed his gratitude to the W.M . for giving him and
his daug hter the invitation to join them tiut day in
their most enjoyable picnic. The W.M. had stated
that in his presence he could not speak as freely as he
could wish , but , thoug h he was very sorry for Bro.

G. Treas., I.P.M ., then
said he had a most pleasing dut y entrusted to him.
Bro. T. P. Kerman , J.W., and Mrs. Kermin would on
the followin g day celebrate their silver wedding. It
was their privilege in the Tennant Lodge to jiiin in the
joys and share the griefs of each other. They had
shared in Bro. Kerman 's sorrows ; he had taken part in
theirs. It was therefore a great p leasure to him to be
made the mouth piece of the brethren of the Tennant
Lodge in congratulatin g Bro. and Mrs. Merman on
reaching the termination of the first quarter of a cen-
tury of their happy married life. The brethre n had
felt that they could not allow the occasion to pass
without showing some tang ible mark of their interest
in the happy event. He therefore had great pleasure
in asking them to accept a punch bowl and ladle suit-
ably engraved , as an earnest of their best wishes on the
interesting occasion , and he sincerely hoped it would
please the G.A.O.T.U. to spare them to spend very
many more happy years together.

Bro. T. P. K E R M A N , J .W. (taken entirel y by sur-
prise), thanked Bro. Hogg and the brethren in the best
way he could for their great kindness and thoug htful-
ness, and assured them he should ever prize the gift as
an evidence of their good feeling towards himself and
his beloved wife ; he informed the ladies and brethren
that the 25 years had been very happy ones , and that if
he had to begin again he would marry the same dear
little woman to-morrow.

The D.P.G.M. , then , in a most humorous and hearty
manner, proposed the toast of " The W.M ," a speech
which was received with cheers and laug hter, especiall y
by the ladies.

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Next week it will be our privilege to report the

result of the third and last of our great Anniversary
gatherings for the year, that of the Royal Masonic
Institution for Boys, nor have we any serious doubt
that such result will be in all respects most gratifying.
It may surpass, or it may fall short of , the expectations
which have been formed of it , but , as we have remarked
on more than one occasion, a large Board of Ste.var ds
is certain to amass a tolerably big total. It may not
be, relatively, as large as some we have known, or it
may be larger, but the total will suffice for the year's
requirements, and may leave a small margin over, with
which to increase the present extremely moderate
amount of invested capital.

Considering, indeed , that the Board of Stewards for
Wednesday next is little , if at all , short of 600, we
shall not expose ourselves to the charge of being over-
sanguine, if we estimate the Return at not less than
^15,000 or ^16,000 ; the exceptionally low average of
about £2$ per list will y ield us that much. But what-
ever may happen , we know full well it will not be the
fault of the Chairman and the ladies and brethren by
whom he is being assisted, if the total is less than our
hopes or the experience we have of past Anniver-
saries inclines us to forecast. If the Returns are
limited , it will not be due to any lack of earnestness
on the part of Bro. Jackson or of loyalty on that of his
West Yorkshire and other Stewards, but rather because
the times are somewhat unsettled and the business of
the country depressed. Come what may, both he and
they will fulfil their duty manfully.

* * *
Still we are hopeful , and have no inclination to con-

ceal the fact. We knowthat West Yorkshire is putting
forth its strength , and that means something. We
know, too, that only a very few of the Provinces are
unrepresented , while the London section of the Board
has about it a healthy appearance, as if it did not in-
tend allowing itself to be very seriously behind those
which have so worthil y represented the Metropolitan
district on previous occasions. In short , the circum-
stances are such as to justif y hope, and so we are just
a trifle more encouraged than we have been in respect
of some of our Anniversary meetings.

kindly made for me by my friend , Bro. Wm. Logan ,
of Langley Park , Durham. The seal is, as usual , viz. ,
name of lodge in a circle {Corke Lodge, No. 2S) , and in
the centre a hand holding a trowel. Particulars of the
Count losrph Boruwlaski are to be found in Bro.
Logan's " History of the Marquis of Granby Lodge,
No. 124, Durham." He was elected one of the hono-
rary members of the lod ge 7th December , 1S06, and
resided in a cottage near to Prebend' s Brid ge, still
known as the Count 's Cottage. He was 39 inches high.
The Prebendary of the Cathedral generousl y allowed
this celebrated " Polish Dwarf" a handsome income to
his death in 1837, aged 99. His remains were interred
in Durham Cathedral. 1 do not know when original
No. 28 fell through. It must have been chartered
about 1733. No. 28 of 1825 is now at Antrim.

He thought their Grand Officers could not
be better occupied than in attending such meetings,
and , therefore , he was proud to be present and to take
part in their proceedings. He trusted that year by
year, as time went on , the Institution , in aid of which
they were assembled , would continue to prosper , and
that the Provinces of Lancashire and Cheshire would
j oin together hand in hand in promoting the interests
of Masonry.

Bro. SALMON also responded in a brief but appro-
priate speech .

Bro. Capt. J. A.VOREW proposed " The R.W.P.G.M.,
for Cheshire, the Right Hon. Lord Egerton of Tatton ,
and the Provincial Rulers of the Craft." Represent-
ing, as he did , Lancashire Masonry, he took it as a
compliment to Lancashire that he had been asked to
discharge that duty. He regretted , in the first instance,
that they had not Lord Egerton of Tatton present with
them, but anyone connected with Manchester knew
-what Lord Egerton had on his hands at the present
moment , and had had for the past few weeks. He
though t, therefore, that under the circumstances, his
lordshi p might very fairl y be excused.

Bro. G. H. BROWN submitted the toast of the even-
ing, " Success to the Cheshire Masonic Benevolent
Institution ." He mentioned that that was the first
birthday of the Institution , and he was sure the directors
had the most earnest sympathy and support of those
whom he was addressing. That such was the case was
evinced by the large number who had attended the
festival. It was only fitting that when they were met
to rejoice they should call their nei ghbours together to
rejoice with them and he thoug ht those who were with
them that day would rejoice that they were able to give
a good report of what had been done during the twehe
months. He thanked them all most sincerel y for the
encouragement they had given to the brethren of that
province in endeavouring to consolidate and build
up an Institution which represented to the outside
world one of the grandest facts upon which the ' r
noble institution was founded , that of hel ping one
another in time of need ; and thoug h they did not
profess to be a Charitable Society, still they were a
society of self-hel p and help towards one another. In
the Province ot Cheshire , as distinguished fro m the
other districts of England , they had be :n endeavouring
Jo establish a fund upon which their decayed and
indigent brethr e n mi ght draw in times of need and
sorrow. He was sure after so noble an effort and after
having put their hands to the plough in connection
with it they would not look back. The province to
which they were proud to belong had for years past
gained a name second to none in the cause of Mas . n:c
Charity, and when the claims of an Institution of that
sort were made upon the brethren they were sure they
would always be heartil y responded to. He expected
that in years to come the seed they were now sowing
would have grown into a gigantic tree;, and that when
People saw its wide-spreading branches they would
wonder how such a result had been brought about.

Bro. RICHARD N EWHOUSE , Prov. G. Sec, who has
worked in this cause so indefati gably, said before read-mgthe list he was requested by the Committee to thank
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the brethren most sincerely for the manner in which
they had assisted to carry out the object of the Institu-
tion. Twelve months ago he read out a list which had
never been touched by any province in England , and
he assured them he had received letters fro m provincial
Secretaries all over England asking him to give them a
ti p as to how it had been done. That day 30 lod ges
had subscribed , and 16 had not done so, but he would
explai n wh y th ey had not done. Next year their Pro-
vincial Grand Master had consented to tike the chair
at the Boys ' School Festival in London , and it had
been thoug ht advisable that those lod ges should hold
themselves back for next year, so that they mi ght
be enabled to support his lordship . He had
had a letter from his lordshi p that morning,
in which he expressed great regret that he could
not be with them , and he had also received a telegram
from the House of Commons, in which Bro. Alan
Egerton , who had consented to take the chair that day,
stated that he had received command to dine with the
Speaker of the House of Commons. He wished his
great regret to be expressed to the brethren that he
was not able to attend , and he also extended to them
his " Hearty good wishes."

Bro. N EWHOUSE then read a list of subscri ptions
amounting to .£520 4s., and said he was sure they would
all be perfectly satisfied with that result. He was more
than satisfied , and could only thank them personally
for the manner in which they had assisted him in
carrying out the objects of the Institution. Before
sitting down , he wished to say that he was very happy
indeed to see so many ladies among them. It was very
seldom that they had ladies' society in their Masonic
gatherings, and when they did have the opportunity
they rejoiced at it , and hoped that in the futu re, when-
ever it was possible, they might see a large gathering
of ladies amongst them. He would like to call atten-
tion to the fact that they had a lady present that even-
ing who had been acting as Steward, and he had had
the honour and privilege of pinning on her breast the
jewel of the Institution , he referred to the wife of their
Treasurer, Bro. Cookson.

Bro. COOKSON, in responding to the toast , said that
the amount subscribed that year would enable them to
relieve the declining years of such aged brothers and
widows as might be directed to the fund , and he men-
tioned that in November next they would be enabled
to appoint four annuitants. The question of relief to
the aged poor was receiving the attention of eminent
statesmen, and their Worshipful Grand Master, the
Prince of Wales, had taken an active part in the matter.
He assured them that the funds of that Institution
had been, and would continue to be, safely employed ,
and he prophesied that that Institution would have a
successful future.

Bro. H. J ACKSON then proposed "The Health of the
Chairman." He said he was sure the toast was one
which would be most cordially received by every
brother in the room. They had in Bro. Stanhope a
most indefati gable worker in the cause of Masonry, and
when he said that their Chairman stood second to none
in Cheshire in the interest he took in the cause he was
sure they would all heartily agree with him.

The CH A I R M A N , in acknowledging the toast, said
whatever he could do for the cause of Masonry in that
province or throughout the country generally, or even
the'Colonies, he would only be too glad to do. He was
glad that they had had such a successfu l meeting that
evening, and he thought the result was such that they
mi ght all be proud of. They had had a first-rate
banquet provided for them , and for this they had to
thank the excellent arrangements made by Bros.
Cookson and Clayton , who, he though t , deseeved their
highest praise. He had no doubt every one present
would be glad to accord their heartiest thanks for the
trouble they had taken in the matter.

THE LATE BISHOP OF NEW WESTMINSTER ,
BRITISH COL UMBIA .

For several years he held the position of Grand Chi.; -
lain to the Grand Lodge of British Columbia , and his
influence was felt in every way that tended for tht
advancement of Masonry. He was always ready -.0
take part in any Grand Lodge function , and his ser-
mons to the brethren and Masonic orations were full oi
practical teaching. It was quite a picture to see the
late bishop assisting at the laying of a foundation-
stone or the consecration of a new lodge. Vested in
his scarlet convocation robes, wearing his episccp:. '¦
mitre, and clothed in the purp le and gold regalia of ;.
Grand Lodge Officer , he presented a most imposing
appearance. His services to Masonry were not con-
fined to taking part in the ceremonies of the CraL,
our late brother was an active promoter of the buildin g
of the Masonic Hall at New Westminster , and wher.
that edifice was destroyed by fire , he interested hirr.sel;
in its restoration. His loss will be "mourned by all
the brethren of the Grand Lodge which has jurisdictiur.'
over the farthest bounds of the far, far West. The
late Dr. Sillitoe was born in Melbourne , Australia. He:
was educated in Eng land , and graduated at Pembroke
College, Cambrid ge. He held several curacies , and ir.
1877 was appointed Chaplain of the British Legatior-
at Darmstadt , where he also acted as Chap lain n the
late Princess Alice. His position at Darm stadt lei to
his being selected for the bishopric of New West-
minster, and he was consecrated on November .s:,
1879. The difficulties of his work in a country where
the bishop is called on to be continuall y travelling told
on his health ; and we have to lament the loss of a
zealous and influential brother who, in the prime o?
life , has been called to join the Grand Lodge abore.

number of years managed tne extensive business a'.
Messrs. Fred. Horsman and Co., florists , of Marks 'Fey,
was widely known as one of the best jud ges of orchids,,
having made several journe ys to South America and
other places in pursuit of rare specimens. He regularl y
attended the London markets , and on returning freer
one of these journeys he experienced a severe shock to
his system in the Manor Park railway accident. O
late he suffered considerably from Bright 's disease,
and , althoug h he was able to attend to business up to ;
few days betore his death , it was a sharp attack of th!
malady which proved fatal. Bro. Horsman took ;

Sheridan Knowles , a
person known throughout the world as the greatest living
dramatist , and who, as he himself mentioned , was at one
time R.W .M. of St. Mark' s Lodge , and the heartfelt and
feeling manner in which this worthy man and brother spoke
of the kindnesses he had on more than one occasion receiver!
from brethren who do honour to this city, and their kind ,
was truly edifying. ' "
