Sir J O H N  H. MON CKTON , who ment ioned that he had

been a member of the Hoard for some 3(1 years, and , as Grand

Lodge Calendar shows , was its 1'resident for 10 years , look

a broad and general view of the circumstance- , and moved as

an amendment  that the appeal be allowed. He was seconded

by Hro. FRANK RICH ARDSON , Past Dep. G. Registra r, and after

hearing Grand Registrar 's rep ly, Grand Lodge decided by a
substantial majority of 75 in favour of the amendment  of Sir

J H. MONCKTON in .preference to tht ; course recommended by
Grand Registrar.

The circumstances of the case may be briefl y staled. A
brother was appointe d to the office of J .W. in the  Regent 's
Park Lod ge , the installation meeting of. , which falls in Ju n e , but ,
owing to his compulsory absence with his reg iment  dur ing  their
period of training, the brother in question was unable , to a t tend to
be invested , nor did his investi luiv lake p lace ti l l  the nex t  meet ing
of the lod ge in October. Thus his actual service as J .W. lasted
onl y eight months instead of the one full year , as required by
Ar t i c l e  130 of the Hook of Const i tu t ions .  At the next  ins ta l la -
tion meeting of the lod ge the  same brother  was appointed S.W.,
but , owing to the same enforced absence for his Yeomanry
trainin g ,  h ¦ was unable to be present , and was not invested t i l l
the October meeting. Thus , in his year of oil ice as SAW , as in
that as J .W., his actual service extended over a period of eight
months , and the Board of General Purposes decided that these
two broken periods of ei ght months ' service each—firstly as
J .W. and then as S.W. and separated as they were from each other
by an interval of lour months , dur ing  which there was admittedl y
lio service at all—did not constitute the one year required by

Article 130 , Hook of Constitutions , as a qualification for
election to the Master 's chair ; and consequentl y thai his election
as Worshi pful Master , which followed his second broken period
of service , was void. The authori t ies  which Grand Reg istrar
adduced in favour of the Hoard' s decision were certain
dicta of the late Pro. MclNTYRE , Grand Reg istrar from 1802 to
1SS4 ; of Bro. P l l l l .BRICK , K.C , Grand Reg istrar  from I SS.L to
1S9S ;  and of the late Bro. TllOMAS F KN N , who was President
of the Hoard of General Purposes from 18S4 to 1S 94. The
wei ght of such acknowled ged au thor i t i e s  as these on the law and
practice of the Cra ft is undeniabl y great , but with  all deference
to Grand Registrar , their dicta , as quoted by him , appear to  us
to have been intended to define what consti tutes the qualif y ing
period of one year 's service as a Warden , il being or having
been the op inion of many brethren of weight and inf luence  that
a Warden who had not served as such for a lull term of 12
months on the day set apart in the Lod ge Bye-laws for the
election of a Master did not tlie 11 possess the  necessary quali l i -  ¦

cation and was ineli gible. The die I a quoted by Grand Reg istrar
and Article 130 itself—since the insertion of the words " or
prev iousl y to the instal lat ion of such Master shall have "
between the words " have " and " served " in the  four th  line—•
have set all doubts upon this' p oint  at rest , but  (here is n o t h i n g  in
them to show tha t  the year 's service as .Warden.must  necessarily
be wholly in the chair of J . Warden of in t h a t  of S. Warden ; or ,
in other words , that  the year may not be served partl y in one
chair and p artl y in the other. I he late Bro. Dr. Oi . iVKR in his
"Masonic Jur ispruden ce "—edition 18 51), pp. 1J7 , i.| 8—lay s i t  down
that  a Warden " wil l  be eli gible for election to that  ol 'lice "—•
that of Master of the lod ge—" even thoug h the service shall have
been under  two separate Masters." A gain he says—" I f  a
Warden should die dur ing  his year , the  Worshi p ful  Master is
competent to app oint another brother in his place ; but the
substitute will not be qual i f i ed for the  chair , as he wi l l  ac tual ly
have executed the office for a part of the year onl y ; and his
qualif ication can onl y be comp leted by his re-app ointment  to the
oflice at the succeeding election. " We know it is (he  fashion to
pooh-pooh Dr. O L I V E R  as an author i ty  on Masonic history , but
we see no reason why , owing to his long exp erience as a Mason ,
and as Dep. P.G.M*,, for several years of Lincolnshire , and liis
fami l ia r i t y  with Masonic law and usage , his au thor i t y in a mat te r
of this k ind  should not be considered entit led to respect'.

But to return to this cast: of the Regent 's Park Lodge.
The decision of the Board of General Purposes was to the

The brother in question was appo in t *  d J .W.  at t he  i n M  i l l a t i o n
meeting in June , but owing to his enlorccd absence on m i l i t a r y
duty , not invested and placed in his cha i r  t i l l  the  nex t  m e e t i n g
of the lod ge in October. Ai the  i n s t a l l a t i on  in the  fo l l owin g
June  he was appointed SAV., ' but again and for '.he s ime re ason
was not invested and placed in his chair  t i l l  ( leloher.  Gr . ,n d
Registrar contended that the second i n t e r v a l  from J u n e  to
October deprives the if) months ' service of th i s  br o ther  of
its qualif y ing virtue , and that , as two separate periods of ei ght



months' service confer  no qualification , the two added together
are similarl y worthless. He quoted what was probably intended
as a jocular remark by the late Bro. Ti-IOMAS FENN that
" Two hal f pennies won 't do when you have to put a p enny
in the slot." But the purpose in coining money is not
to put  a coin of a particular size and value into a hole in
a class of machine which a few years since had never
been heard of , but to provide legal tender in the purchase of
commodities or of certain ri ghts and privileges. Thus two
half penny pieces are as much legal tender in the purchase of
goods as a sing le penny p iece , and for this reason—that they
represent the. same money value. But , though wc mi ght urge
other reasons than wc have slated in support of the course
taken by Grand Lodge in allowing the appeal , wc must not pro-
long our article indefinitel y. We are, therefore , content to add
that this was eminentl y a case in which the dictates of common
sense should have been followed. The brother in question was
nominall y a Warden for two years, but , owing to circumstances
beyond his control , he was unable to serve the office for more
than the last eight months of his first year s Wardcnshi p and
the last eight months of his second year. Hence he served in all
twice eight months , which , as Bro. RICHAR DSON pointed out , arc,
(< a good deal more than one twelve. "

In opening the proceedings , the CONSECRATING OFFICER said no one
regretted more than himself the circumstances which had placed him in his
present position. They had for some time been looking forward to the
pleasure of meeting their beloved Provincial Grand Master , and their regret
at his absence was intensified by the cause of it. O.ily on the previous
Saturday he (the speaker) had received a communication from Lord
Warwick making an appointment to meet him this day, and they might
j udge of his astonishment and regret when on Monday he received a tele-
gram from Lady Warwick that his lordshi p had contracted a most serious
cold and chill , and was quite unfit  to travel. This was followed b y a brief
confirmatory note from Lord Warwick himself , his lord shi p adding : " I
am very sorry and very disappointed—p lease tell the brethren so, and that I
will come and pay them a visit later on." As regarded the object of their
gatheiing that day it must naturall y be a most interesting one to all
thoug htful Masons, because they were founding a new centre of Masonic
influence which they ferventl y hoped would add lustre and strength to their
province. At a time like this it was well to bear in mind that the b-ethren
who undertook the foundation of a new lodge were in a position of great
responsibility, particularl y during the early years of its existence. He
hoped the iounders would not misunderstand him if he ventu-ed to point out
that there was a danger during the infancy of a lodge lest there should be
too great a desire to add to its membership without due regard to the
character of those who might be admitted. This particular lod ge, as he
understood the intention of the founder s, was designed to provide a Masonic
home for Ching ford people, and there must be many gentlemen 111 th t f
attractive residential neighbourhood who would be glad to avail themselve s
of (he opportunity of practising the ancient Craft ; but he should like to
impress upon the founders that the idea of a lod ge was a community of
brethren knowing and respecting each other , who w mid ba alw.vjs happy
to meet , sorry to part , and who would look forward to the happ iness of
meeting again. He was sure he might in the name of the large and dis-
tinguished body of brethren who had gathered that afternoon , wish the
lodge and its members every prosperity, and ferventl y hope it mi ght have a
long and distingushed career of Masonic usefulness.

The D. of G. having read the charter from the Grand Lodge of England
authorising the formation of the lodge, the ceremony of consecration was
proceeded with according to ancient custom , the musicil portions baing
rendered by Bros. Thomas Powell , Etherington Smith , Charles Strong, and
Horace Reynolds, under the direction of Bro. W. E nsrsoa.

A very thoug htful and hi ghly instructive oration on t h e  Nature  and
Princi ples of the Institution ," was delivered by the Prov. G and Cfnp lain ,
Bro. the Rev. ELSAN 1. COLNETT , Chaplain to the Bagshaw Lodge, No.
1437. He said :
In dealing with so comp lex an inst i tut ion as Freemasonry, it was not easy to
cxprcM * in a few words- those essential th ings  which marked it off from bodies
which appeared to resemble it. They often heard i: sud , " Treemisonry was not
a reli gion ," and , while almitting that this was most certiinl y true , they must bi
cartful  lest they imp lied more than the words expressed. The wj rJ reli gion \va ;
used in more senses than one. They spoke , for instance , of the ChrUt an , or
Jewish , cr Mohammedan reli gions , and , as Max M ti ller re nin led them , they could
j peak in that sense ot a man chang ing his reli gion as he m 'git chinge tne
language he had been accustomed to use. " But ," Mii ll er went on to siy, " as
there  is a faculty of speech in in3n ind.-pen dent of all spoken langu iges. sj  then-
is a faculty of reli gious faith in man indepen dent of all reli gions." Yes , there
was a faculty within  them which made reli g ion natura l , a faculty which found i ts
spheieof  exercise onl y in the seaich after God. But while Freemasoiry must
not indeed be labelled "a religion ," at the same time it was in eery sense
reli g ious , for it recognised that wnich they mi ght oil the reli gious faculty.
Ol ive r  Wendell Holmes expressed something like the same ide i when he spoke
in his " Poet of the Breakfast Table " of the possibil i ty of a " B o  id " Church.
He exp lained the idea as that of a body of men not united became they held in
common a very large number of opinions as against the rest of Ih ;  wo Id , but
linked by a few things they held in common , and in sp ite of many o'.b ;r dilT r-
ences. " Freemasonry, " he says, " g ives an idea of such a Church. " It mi ght ,
said the Rev. Chap lain ; but in suggesting that idea it must not hi confou.11.led
with the realisat ion of it. Freemasonry was not a reli gion , a seel , or a Church.
But it was essentiall y reli gious , and he thoug ht they wou ld agree with him that
the first thing they must notice if they would understan d its nature and princi p les
was that it recognised that elemental reli gious faculty, and slig ht to dtvelope it.
It did not compete with the historical reli gions , nor seek to o:cupy their places. It
was, however , based upon the reli gious faculty in man , an i thoug h it onl y asked of
its adherents .1 simp le declaration of faith in God , yet it expected that
declaration to be made sincerel y and unre servedl y. In enforcing th is  point the
rev. gentleman reminded his hearers that  the blessing of fie Supreme Governor
of the Universe was soug ht on the first admission of a candidate ; that tbe
Volume of the Sacred Law was ever open in the lodge , not for mere show , for
eveiy ceremony found its significance in thnt sacred book ; and with special
regard to the work in which they were then engaged , they dedicated the lod ge to
God and his service. Yes, the lod ge was a Temp le indeed. They sprinkled it

with corn to denote p lenty and abundince ; they poured wine upon it t) signify
joy and cheerfulness ; oil for peace and harmony ; and they sprinkled silt for
hospitality and friendshi p. But they did more, they burnt sweet incense in coa-
junction with prayer—the sign of their belief in an ever-listening God , and an
Ovcr-rulfng Providence. Thus recognising God as the Father of all , Freemasonry
was a Brotherhood , and they said with legitimate pride that their Order was
founded on the princi p les of Brotherl y Love, Relief , and Truth. It was very neces-
sary for them often to recall the great princi ples upon which the Order was
founded , if they were to maintai n the high ideal set before them. Especially
those who were gathered there that day ought to feel that responsibility, for this
was not an ordinary gathering of the Craft. They were met for the establish ,
ment of a new centre of Masonic life and influence—their work that day was to
a certai n extent that of propaganda. They wished them to be imbued with the
lrue Masonic sp irit , as only a lofty conception of the nature and purposes of the
Order would enable them to do that. If the founders esteemed Masonry li ghtly,
the result of their work would be inconsiderable , perhaps , even pernicious , for
they mi ght degrade the Order for many generations to com;. He confessed he
looked upon the future of that lodge with great interest , and not alone because
he had the honour of assisting at its consecration. The circumstances of Ching-
fo rd were very much like those of her nei ghbour Lou;hton , where he resid:d and
where the Bagshaw Lodge met , of which he was a member. He knew well how
good an influence the Bagshaw Lod ge had upon their village life. He had often
been able to trace increased harmony and brotherl y love ir. their village com-
munity to its source in their lodge. He was a parish priest through and throu gh ,
and he thoug ht there was no hig her tribute that he could pay to Misonry than to
say he had always found it a hel p in his pirish work to be a M ison among
Masons and to be a member of a lod ge actuall y meeting in the place where he
laboured. He was confident that the same good results would b2 realised in
Ching ford . Mi ght it be so and mi ght the Great Architect of the Universe shei
His abundant blessing upon the lod ge tli2y were met that day to consecrate !

At the conclusion of the consecration ceremony, the first Master of the
lodge, Bro. George R. Brown , was ably installed by Bro. Albert Lucking,
P.G. Purst., Prov. G.D.C., and the new W.M. having invited Bro. Fred.
Taylor, P.M. 2256, to act as I.P.M. for the year , the officers were invested
as follows : Bros. Sydney Fortescue, S.W. ; J. Parkinson Watts, J.W. j
S. C. Rhodes , Treas. ; Charles T. Papworth , Sec ; H irry Bird , S D  ;
George H. Pizey, J.D. ; W. W. West , I.G. ; K. M. Yeoman , D.C. ; F. C.
Gooding, Stwd.; and John Ives, Tyler.

I he W.M. was elected to represent the lodge on the Essex Provincial
Charity Committee.

Letters were read from Bros, his Honour Judge Philbrick , K.C. ; Col.
Lockwood , M.P. ; Claude E. Egerton-Green , P.P.S.G.W. ; and other
brethren , regretting their inability to attend.

A hearty vote of thanks having been accorded to the Consecrating
Officers , they were unanimousl y elected honorary members of the lodge.
Thanks were also accorded the Prov. Grand Chap lain for his excellent
address.

Between 70 and 80 brethren alterwards dined together, under the presi-
dency of the new W.M., fervent wishes being expressed by the after-dinner
speakers for the welfare of the new lodge.

buted (in 1X1.6) a remarkabl e essay on " German Freemasonry in the Present Era ," that
lias been universally acclaimed as the standard authority, in the English language , upon
the subject of which it treats.

them have joined the "great majority ." VVe sincerely trust they have entered " The
Grand Lodge above , where the World's G'-eat Architect lives and raigns for ever. "
Your W.M. has alluded to the fact that I initiated his father into Masonry in this lodge
in 1SG9, and now my first act on returning in 1901 is to instal him (the ron) into the
chair, and pleasing it is to find the father looking in such excellent health , and willing
to assist his son in the work if necessary, but judg ing from what we have seen to-night .
he is not likely to be called upon frequently for any aid , and we can but hope the W.M.
will have a successful year of office, and then take his place amongst the Past Maste rs
respected as much as his good father now is. It is gratifying in the extreme to find No.
92 in such a flourishing condition , and keeping up its old tradition for both work and
hospitality. Since my return to Shanghai , in 1S74, I have had rather an unique
experience as a Mason. When I left , in 1SO4, there were onl y two Masonic lodges in
Shang hai. On my return I found six, viz., three Eng lish , one Scotch , one American ,
and one German , betides chapters , Kni ght Temp lars, etc., and I felt particularl y honoured
by my Shang hai brethren when I was asked to consecrate The Orient Mark Masters
Lodge. I am a Mail. Master , but have not passed the chair , and I exp lained I could
not therefore comp l y, bu t the  brethren requested the W.M. to ask for a dispensation for
me to perforin this ceremony.

H irace rtr 1 iks
Marshall was one of the best known of Masons, l i e  had had dealings wi :h him in
connection with the candidature of suns of former nirmbers  of the lod ge for admission
to the Boys' .School, and Urn . Brooks Marsha l had always aided him , often at con-
siderable personal sacrifice; in fact , his kindness bad been such that on the occasion of
any fu ture  candidature , be should go to him again.

liro. Sir J. Dimsdale , Lord Mayor , in response, thanked the W.M. for the terms
1 n which he had proposed the toast and the members for the way in which it hid been



rrccived. It mig ht seem that there was small analogy between the Corporation and
Masonry, but they were both of assistance to mar kind , and both of great anti quity, the
Otpcia t ion  ol London da 'irg back to before the Conquest , but their antiquity had
a ffected the efficiency of neither. Then , again , he regarded Masonry as a religious
Inst i tut ion , r.ot sectarian or confined , but truly religious ; and the City of London had
woiked rard and strenuously in the past for relig ious liberty. They both had as their
f i ro  Chaiity and Benevolence—the City extending its Charity, like Masonry , not only
to London , but lo mankind generall y. In his civic capacity he had to thank journa lists
lor co-operation and advice ; their criticism was never unkind , and he considered the
crunt ry  owed a deep debt of gia 'itude to the patriotism and high tone maintained by
those who were responsible for its newspapers. He congratulated the I.P.M. on the
impressive , rragnificent , and rel i gious n .inner in which he had rendered the installation
ceremony. Thjere were two classes ef men he held in contempt—those who never made
a mistake, and those who did not like a good dinner;  but the Fourth Degree was  only
the fringe of Masorry, and it was in l.i'ge mi asure to the excellent working of the
l.P.-M. and his predecessors that the lodge occupied a front rank among the lodges of
the country.

Bro. Alderman and Sheriff Bell amused his audience by declaring that he felt
nervous among so many pioneers and captains of the press. The Lord Mayor was
responsible for his admission into Masonry, and he looked forward to obtaining his
purp le collar, and to keeping the Lord Mayor company in his efforts on behal f of the
Charities.

The Charity-box, on being passed round, realised the sum of £9, which was made
up to _£io ios. by the Lord Mayor and Sheriffs, the amount being contributed to the
funds of the Boys' School.

Bro. Gowing, I.P.M., proposed "The Health of the Worshipful Maste r," who had
the unique honour of being Master of a lodge composed entirely ol those who were
journalists as well as Masons. A few months ago he had narrowly escaped having to
appear at the bar of the House of Commons, and he was not sure his comrades felt
glad he had escaped, as they felt he would have distinguished himself there as much as
he had done in Masonry. The office of Treasurer of the Benevolent Fund , an office
almost created for him , he had held for the Lst 10 years, during which time the fund
had attained to line proportions , although Bro. Robbins had never hesitated to pull the
purse-strings when required , either privately or for the Charities. He had continued
Treasurer of the fund as Warden , and would continue now he was W.M., and yet that
he had managed to supplement his duties as Treasurer by knowledge of the ritual , they
had seen that evening.

Pro. Robbins, W.M , who was most cordially received, said it would be affectation
on the put of any man to say he was not deeply moved on being installed as W.M. of
his mother lodge, and that such a lodge as the Cillery. When 13 years ago he had
responded to the toast of the initiat e , he had promised to do all he could on behalf of
Charity, which had been emphasised to him in the lod ge, and during the list 10 years he
had done all he could to develope the Benevolent Fund , a fun I which had kept house-
hold from wreckage, families from being broken up, and insisted individuals in distress.
The lodge was composed of men who had to wo-k , and sometimes work very hard for
their living, yet their practical benevolence was shown more and more towards the fund
belonging to the lodge. He was proud of the way the brethre n ha 1 rallied round him ;

Every class of journalists was represented
in the lodge, not only those who used the scissors and paste—(laug hter)—and the pen ,
but those also who used the pencil; those who belonged to London entirely, and those
who, like himself , obla:ned a living from what he hoped were the handsome profits of a
provincial paper; or, like Bro. Watson , who supp lied news to the world. He was
&roud of his calling, which for 27 years he had followed, and felt like saying with

'i srj eli, " I am a gentleman of the Press, and know no other escutcheon." (A pplause.)
Ihe W.M.proposed "The Health of the I.P.M. and Installing Master."
Bro. Gowing, I.P.M., in reply, gracefully acknowledged the appreciation of his

wotking expressed by the Loid Mayor. He was not an initiate of the lod ge, but came
to it from Shanghai , where one met b re t r ,t en  ficm every part of the world , and where a
profound reverence for Freen.a onry had brc.i inculcated in him. As long as he lived
be should be proud to serve the Gallery Lodge.

Bro. W. T. Perkins, P.M., proposed the toast of "The Masonic Benevolent Insti -
tutions," and said it was especially agreeable to discharge such a duty on an occasion
when the Gallery Lodge was honoured by the presence of the Cnief Magistrate of the
City, of Bro. Hoia:c Brooks Marshall , and of so many brethren whose
Masonic 1 le is closely associated with the magnificent work ol our Benevo-
lent Institutions. It was his good fortune to hear the Lord Chancellor announce
the gratifying approval which the King had expressed of the citizens ' choice in
electing Bro. Sir Joseph Dimsdale to the highest civic ollice, and not less was it a
pleasure to be preser.t in Guildhall , on November 9th , when such striking testimony wis
borne to the esteem in which the present Lord Mayor is held by those who know him
best. One of the distinguishing features of his heart, as all his work showed , was
undoubtedly that

of charity, and happy was the coincidence which had in civic life

associated with him such a pillar ot strength in Masonic benevolence as Bro. Horace
Brooks Marshall , who , with Bro. Alderman J. Bell , was this year worthily dischirg ing

He felt that he hard ly deserved the reception that
had been accorded him , nor the flattering terms in which the I.P.M. had proposed his
health. At the same time he was one who had Masonry deepl y at heart , and he hoped
during the coming year to endeavour to merit the good opinion thev had formed of him.
He was very fond of the lodge throug h the chair oE which he had passed, as it was a
lodge connected with his old school , and he was one of the founders ; but he had been
initiated in the United Northern Counties Lodge eight years ago, and he hoped then to
become its W.M. in due course.

The United Northern Counties Lodge was
behind none in giving to the best of its means. It had subscribed 70 guineas at the
Boys' Festival , and 300 [guineas had been left by a late member to the Benevolent
Institution. The Boys were being taken out to Bushey, but he hoped the School Com-
mittee would be able to continue Dr. Porter s services, for he was sure the lodge would
raise as much money as it could , not only among its members , but also fro m among
their nei ghbours—with the consent of the latter , of course. (Laughter.) The Masonic
Charities resulted in boys and girls not only being given a gcod secular education , but
they were taught reverence for T.G.A.O.T.U., which they could not learn in a State
school ; and the Old People were given a certain amount of help to spire them making
an appeal to the public oliicers. I le coupled the name of Bro. Smithson with the toast.

Bro. W. F. Smithson , P.G.D., in rep ly, said he had been associated with the
Charities for a number of years, not only with the education of the boys and girls , but
also with the maintenance of the old men and women. There were zco old men
receiving £42 a year, and over 200 old women who received £30 a year each, or a total
cost to the Order of £16,000 a year. The Girls' School had 270 on the roll to-day, all
of whom were taught cooking and sewing in addition to ordinary lessons, so as to make
them good housewives in the future. The cost of that Institution was £14,000 a year,
while in the Boys' School there were 300 boys receiving a good commercial education ;
they were also taught shorthand , carpentry, printing, and book-binding. The Craft was
spending voluntaril y £.So,ooo a year on the three Institutions , and at the Centeniry
,1140,000 had been raised to provide accommodation at Bushey for from 300 to 400
ooys.

Bro. W. B. Hextall proposed the toast of "The Visitors ," which was responded to
by Bros. Brock, Anderson , Robinson , Gooding, Davies , and Pridvnore , P.Ms.

The W.M. then proposed "The Health of the I.P.M. and Instilling Master ," pre-
senting him , on behalf of the lodge, with a Past Master 's collar and jewel as a mark
of esteem for his great services , this being the first occasion on which the lodge had
voted a collar to a P.M. Bro.

Last week we mentioned in our
leading article that some 1S0 had so far volunteered
their services, so that the latest efforts of Bro. Secre -
tary Terry in organising the Board have been most
successful. We hope that before the year is out the
number will be very considerably augmented , and
that when the Board holds its first meeting in
January for the purpose of appointing officers and
making the necessary arrangements for the cele-
bration , Bro. Terry will be able to announce that ,
making due allowance for the difference in the cir-
cumstances , he has had pretty nearl y as great success
in enlisting the services of brethren as at the first
meeting of the 190 1 Board. .

China at its regular Communication at the Masonic
Hall , Shang hai , on the 23rd September last. Bro.
Lewis Muore , Dist. G. Master , presided , and there
appears to have been a full  attendance of members and
visitors , among tho latter being several brethren of the
Cosmopolitan Lodge, No. 428, Scottish Constitution ,
and the Ancient Landmark Lodge, Massachusetts
Constitution.

The District Grand Master , after proclaiming the

new Grand Mailer , H.R.H. the Duke of Connaught
and Strathcari , K.G., delivered an admirable address ,
in which he passed in review the princi pal events that
had occurred in the District since the previous meeting,
making special ai.d most sympathetic reference to the
assassination of Bro. William McKinley, President of
the United States, and to the fact that the Dist rict
Grand Lodge and members of the Eng lish lod ges had
only a few ni ghts previousl y attended the Lodge of
Sorrow , held by the Ancient Landmark Lod ge, Mass .
Const., in memory of the deceased President. He
also referred to the Special Communications that had
been held—one as a mirk of respect for and to cele-
brate a memorial service in honour of the late Queen
Victoria , and the other to wish God-speed to Bro.
Cornelius Thorne, the first District Grand Master of
Northern China , on his return to Eng land. He also
announced that the warrant for the new lodge—the
" Far Cathay," No. 2855, Hankow—had been received ,
and in doing so paid a just compliment to Bro. W. C.
Howard , to whose zeal and assiduity the formation of
the lod ge is to be ascribed.

The addition of this iodgctothe muster roll ol lodges
in the District increases the num 'icr to seven , and the
District Grand Master ment ioned that it hid reached
his ears that there was a possibility of a still fur ther
addition being made lo the list. Indeed , the District
appears to be in a condition of great prosperity. I he
table of the Returns in the A ppendix showing the
membershi p of the pr ivate lod ges during the live
years from 1S9O to iyoo , both inclusive , 111 ikes this
particularly prominent. In 1896, when there were onl y
five lodges in the District, the aggregate membershi p
was 162. In 1897, when the Northern Star of China
Lodge, No. 2673, Newcwhang, was added-to the list ,
it was 179; in 1898, it reached 227 ; in 1839, 256 ; and
last year it tota lled up 310, the increase in this brief
period being 142 , and the average membershi p per
lod ge in the whole of the five years 51. The strongest
evidence of progress is furnished by Lod ge No.
21)73, which at the clo;e of four years ' work mustered
70 members. We trust that Far Cathay Lod ge will
prove equall y successful.

The recent annual meeting of the Prov. G. Lod ge
of Cambrid geshire , under the ausp ices of the Alm a
Mater Lodge, No. 1492 , would appear to have been

about the most successfu l we have known for several
years past. We all realise that since the appointment ,
in 1891, of Bro . Col. Caldwell as Prov. G. Master the
Craft in this Province has gone on prospering, but
the reports that were presented on this occasion show
that that prosperity has greatly increased , and is
increasing. The Prov. G. Master, in acknowledging
the toast of his health at the banquet which followed
the proceedings in lodge, spoke of the possibility of
further lodges being added to the roll , the towns in
which such lodges might be placed being Marc h and
Chatteris. In the event of these antici pations being
realised , there would be nine lodges in Cambridge-
shire as compared with the seven now existing.

Certainl y the success which has attended the St.
Audrey Lodge, No. 2727, Ely, justifies the belief that ,
given the necessary facilities for extending the
inllucnce of Masonry to other places in the Province ,
an amp le measure of support would be forthcomin g
such as would place beyond doubt the stability of any
lodges that might be formed at Chatteris and March
or elsewhere. The St. Audrey Lodge, though war-
ranted onl y three years since, has already 49 members
on its register, and as, in the terms of the old familiar
say ing, ' " nothing succeeds like success," there is
reason to hope that half a dozen years hence this
lodge will be stronger still , and we trust it will be so,
provided always the quality of the recruits is on a
level with their number. Candidates of indifferent
surroundings are a source of weakness rather than a
source of streng th.

We have said that the reports that were submitted
;il this meeting were ol a satisfacto ry character. The
Prov. G. Treasurer was in u position to show an
improved balance at the close of his year 's account ,
and Bro. Major Oliver Papworlh , Prov. G. Secretary,
and Secretary of the Cambrid geshire Masonic Charity
Association , had the pleasure of congratulatin g the
Province on the increased number of subscribers , the
recei pts for the year amounting to ,£254. But the
report which is most likel y to have impressed our
readers is that of the Prov. G. Registrar , whose
return of the membershi p of the seven lodges
gives a total of 565, being an average of 80 per lodge.
It was pointed out that there were some dup licates
included in this Return , but after making allowance
for these the average is extraordinaril y hi gh for so
small a Province. 1 he strongest lodge is the Isaac
Newton University Lodge, No. 859, which has 197
members on its roster , the next highest being the
Scientific Lodge, No. S8, Cambrid ge, which musters 88
members. We heartil y congratulate this Province and
its respected chief on the success of the past year.

Our report of the proceedings at the recent annui l

meeting of tbe Provincial Grand Lodge of Derbyshire
is exceeding ly pleasant reading, disclosing, as it does,
that during the past year—and wc may add for very
many preceding years -Freemasonry in this Province
has greatly prospered. The number of its lodges is
greater than formerl y ; but it is not so much the pro-
gress that has been made in this respect that wc look
to for confirmation of our statement as to the excel-
lence of the work that is done in the lodges , and the
very generous support which , both severally and col-
lectivel y, they give to ourgreat Charitable Institutions.
The sum distributed among these during the past year
wis  about £900, which sum , thoug h it may have been
exceeded in the past , is , nevertheless , worth y in all
respects of the traditions of the Province. It must be
gratif y ing to the Duke of Devonshire , who has been
for so long a time the Grand Master ol the Province ,
and whose absence on this occasion may easil y be
accounted for by the large demands upon Ins t ime as a
Cabinet Ministe r , to hear how admirabl y his Derb y-
shire brethren are fu l f i l l ing  their duties , and also how
worthil y he is represented at these gatherings by his
respected Deputy, Bro. H. C. Okeover , P.G.W.

The present number is of a varied
and most interesting character, completing Dublin Castle, and giving in full the
Tower of London , Melrose Abbey, Glastonbury Abbey , and Chepstow Castle,
with the first page of the next article devoted to Boyle Abbey. There is a fine
plate, quarto size, as the work, of Glastonbury Abbey, by Harry Evans , which is
worth much more than the whole of the part costs ; besides which there are
several full page illustrations by the same artist , and smaller sketches, the special
feature of this part being the article on the Tower of London , with all its smaller
Towers.

Doidgo'S Annual (Hoyton and Cole, Plymouth ; Simpkins, .Ma rshall
and Co., London). Price, One Shilling. We consider " Doidge's Annual " for
1902, has no superior among any of its thirty-three predecessors , and as a com-
bined almanack , directory, and library of local tales and sketches , it cannot be
beaten , and rarely equalled in any other locality ; this is the 34th issue , being an
extraordinary shilling 's worth , and a great credit to the enterprising printers and
publishers, Messrs. Hoyton and Cole. In addition to the numerous attractions of the
buiky volume , of some 450 pages, there is a really good picture of The Barbican ,
Plymouth ( fi t  for  framing) , reproduced from the ori ginal water-colour drawing
by C. G. Hannaford , which is a triump h in fine art colour printing. The artist
selected the historic spot where from the steps (at the left) the Pil grim Fathers
sailed in the Mayflower, 6th September , 1620, for New England., Copies of this
and the book may be sent to America for 34 cents, post free.

We have ofte n been struck with the fact that it is not in the great centres of popu-

lation , in the crowded towns or cities, that we find the greatest Masonic activity and
enterprise. Where many lodges meet under one roof it is easy, of course, to get
together large numbers on special occasions , but when the next nearest lod ge is miles
away, and yet the numbers assemble, it is an indication that interest of more than
ordinary character is being disp layed. Instances ot strong Masonic vitality in places
which may be termed remote and comparatively insignificant have many times been
illustrated in our columns. It would be an interesting experience for brethren whose
onl y knowledge of Freemasonry has been obtained in , say, a l.nndon lodge, to be
brought into close contact with the Masonic fraternity of some far distant manufacturing
village or small town on the edge of a moor or in a river valley in the West Riding of
Yorkshire. Our impression is that it would not onl y be an experience but a revelation.
Londoners are supposed to barely tolerate their " country cousins ," they themselves
being, of course , so vastly superior; and our provincial friends fancy that such benig-
nant condescending recognition is especially shown in Masonic matters . Whit truth
there is in this we will leave others to determine , but by our own observation and
experience we can testif y that in many an out-of-the-way nook and corner
of West Yorkshire at any rate, may be found active lodges, strong in numbers ,
enthusiastic in character , and imbued with the true Masonic spir it of open-
handed Charity and Christian fo rbearance. The working, too, will stand com-
parison with the lodges in the larger centres , and the esprit de corps is beyond praise.
It would be easy to name 10 or a dozen instances of this kind in or about the valleys
of Aire and Calder alone. Perhaps , one of the happiest illustrations of these self-con-
tained Masonic societies is to be seen in the small town of EUand. Here isto be found the
proverbial hard-headed , shrewd Yorkshire business nun, and here, to ) , may be heard the
now rapidly departing Yorkshire dialect. EUand has some prete isbns t J antiquity, to >,
and is associated with the Elands , the Siviles, the Grasslands, the lieiumnts and th ;
Cliffords, old Yorkshire families going back some o'. ticin to the 13th century or
earlier. It has a st rong Craft lodge and a young but very thriving Mirk loJj:. I'he
Savile (Craft) Lodge dates fro m iSCS. It has its own Masonic rooms , and is in a most
healthy and vigorous condition. This wis shown most emphatically on the occasion of
its annual festival , which '.vas held on I'hursdiy, the  5th of this m inth. It wis a very
numerous eathering, for the new Worshipful Master , Brj . J. W. Hroidhead , who is
manag ing director ot the large engineering lirm of R. Dempster and Sons, Ltd., has not
onl y won for himself numerous friends in EUand , but in his business conne ctions his also
acquired a wide and extensive Masonic acquaintance. His popularity was indicated by
the splendid way in which on this occasion they rallied round hitn. From east and west,
from north and south, did they come, and right royall y did he welcome and entertain
them. The festival of St. John in these country lodges is well kept up and this was no
exception. .

Gifkins , Grand Superintendent of Canterb ury, N.Z.C , also congratulated the
lodge upon its J ubilee , and stated that the firs t brother initiated in that lodge was
initiated bv him.

WHAT MODERN SCIENCE OWES TO THE A N C I E N T

ALCHEMISTS.
Those sanguine and patient enthusiasts , the alchemists , were not by any

means the jugg lers and charlatans they are commonl y supposed to have
been. Disdainers of dogmas, searchers for new truths , strenuous workers
in the advanced trenches of scientific discovery, pit ting Natuie to the rack ,
forcing her by steel and fire to disclose her secrets after the dumbness of
long ages—those laborious men broke up the old ground of Aristotle, and
sunk deep the piles on which modern medicine and modern chemis ry have
reared their vast , but still uncomp leted , palaces. They first struck the
lodes , which have since widened into richer veins. To reproach them
because they sought for impossibilities, is like striking the infant because it
cannot at once speak. We must not forget that modern science had shown
that there were germs of truth even in their wildest dreams. The great
Liebig could manufacture gems by chemical combinations , which have been
such peifeet imitations as almost to challenge comparison , in fact, experts
in prrcious stones have been themselves occasionall y deceived. The
great chemist publicly expressed his firm belief that , sooner or
later, we shall learn how to make gold ; and we must
remember that , if a common basis of all minerals was once
found , gold-making would be the smalles t of the benefits mankind
would derive fro m the vast discovery. The early alchemists
obtained a great knowled ge of the properties of natural objects, by their
ceaseless and prolonged experiments. It was they who discovered alcohol ;
at once the curse and blessing of the human race. They first taught
us the use of minera l medicines. Those from the vegetable kingdom were
known at the earliest times. Basil Valentine devoted half his adveir.uro is
life to the study of the medicinal properties of antimo iy a moi t  valuable
agent for good , in the hands of the skilled physician. ParaceLus , the famed
alchemist , whose name should be gratefull y remembered , brought from the
East opium , (he pain-kille r. Those whose fate it has been to suffer from
the agonies of incurable diseases , or, from the necessary operations of the
hospital surgeon , should not forget that they owe to Paracelsus this in valuable
anodyne ef their sufferings. It was an alchemist who discovered
phospherous. Another alchemist , Van Helmont , first anal ysed
atmospheric air , and discovered that it is composed of different
gases. In the Spa waters of Germany, he first observed cirb inic
acid gas, and learned to distinguish it as a distinct elastic
aeriform substance, to be elicited onl y by chemical decompj .ition ,
and considering it as more of an essence th m cim nan H' rrt is-p'ieric air , h :
gave it the German name of (Geist), ghost , or spirit , fro n wh wee co nes
our English word Gas. This great discovery date; about i6 _>| Wo
moderns know that the conclusions he arrived at were erroneous , but it ever
has been , and will still continue to be, that throug h th ;  m iz s  of errors we
eventually  discove r the truth. If space permitted , we c mid easil y e i l i rge.
on this subject , but enough has been alleged to induce us to look with a
lenient eye on the ancient pioneers of science, and forg ive the errors which
their earnestness and enthusiasm led them to commit.

UTILISATION OF PINE NEEDLES.

In the Oregon exhibit in the Agricultural Building of the Pan-American
Exhibition , at Buffalo , is an interesting display of methods of u'ilisiiig nine
needles, as employed by an establishment in Grants ' Pass, Oregon. The
American Manufacturer, in a recent issue, describing this process , says that
the company takes the long needles , and puts them through a process of
steaming and rolling, after which they look like coarse hair or tow , and are
said to retain all their original medicinal properties. This peculiar woolly
fibre is utilised in a great variety of ways. From it is obtained the
extract called " Pinaronia." Bonbons are also made with the original
pine flavour , and these are sold , and said to be not only palatable, but
wholesome as well , and are used as a specific for many comp laints. Pine
pillows, stuffed with the soft fibre , find a ready sale, and under-clothes and
hosiery knitted from this vegetable wool are said to be an excellent remedy
for and preventive of rheumatism , and also to be valuable for the use of
those suffering from pulmonary troubles. Cigars are also* manufactured
with this pine material for a filler , and with a regular tobacco wrapper , and
are stated to have a beneficial effect on the throat and lungs of those who
smoke them.

HANOVER GALLERY.

EMPIRE THEATRE.
Through the courtesy of the manager, we were enabled to piy a second

visit to the above theatre. The great attraction at the present time consists
in the two ballets " Les Papillons " and " Old Chi-ia." The fi rst we have
already noticed in a previous issue. It was with renewed pleasure we saw
it the other evening—it is a deli ghtful harmony where all garish colours are
rigidly excluded , a succession of kaleidoscopic pictures are shown by the
graceful groupings of the butterflies, whose wings, with grey and brown
outer cases, show resplendentl y when unfolded with every variety of hue in
harmonious combination. The whole is a revelation of beauty—light
sparkling music affords the opportunity to the princi pal danseuses
and the coryphees to disp lay their terpsichorean abilities. The
second ballet " is entitled " Old China ," the conception is original
and gracelul. The first tableau represents a mantelshelf , with mirror , clock,
and candelabra set out with rare old Dresden figures , a Court dandy and
his fair lady, a shepherdess and her swain. The fanciful idea is that when
the hour of 12 (midnight) sounds each figure, for the nonce, is endowed with
vitality . They quit the mantelshelf to join their boon companions in the
second tableau , supposed to be in the realms of Arcadia , where even the
flowering trees, as well as the fantastic architectu e, assume the appearance
of Dresden China. There the story, slight as it is, is developed , love and
j ealousy forming the chief themes. Cup id is invoked , and amuses himself
with the troubles of the lovers , being eventuall y the Dens ex inacliiud who
extricates them , and brings the trifle to a happy end. Melodious music and
gracefu l dancing combine to render it a pleasing entertainment. There are
the usual varieties , each in their "turn " being an interesting item. The
operatic selection is good and efficientl y rendered. For any one who
would wish to spend a pleasant evening we would recommend the Emp ire
Theatre.
