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Freemasonry and Life Assurance.

34| EADING lately one of the lectures or addresses
of the late George Dawson, Esq., M.A.,
of Birmingham, in which he treated of the
Db great importance of life assurance, the
thought struck us that many of his remarks would be
worthy of consideration by three classes of society :
namely,—those who are anxious to become I'reemasons
before they have taken care to provide for velatives
those who, having joined our Order,

dependent on them;
are lavish in connection therewith, and yet are not amongst
the roll of life assurers; and those who, having the direc-
tion and management of our public charitable institutions,
have not yet taken into account, as a principal factor in
qualification for assistance, the early intention of an
applicant to provide against the contingencies of life. We
will follow out this train of thought; for we believe that
very great advantages would mutually acerue to these three
classes if a means could be found to ensure the practice of
that ¢ prudence” on which we so much enlarge in our
theoretical teachings.

In the first place, it must be admitted as a fact that no
man has a right to expect admission into our Order unless,
mn addition to moral character and respectable social posi-
tion, he is possessed of independent means, or income
sufficient to provide for the prospective nceds of himself
and family. One of our most ancient charges instructs us,
n regard to candidates, to ““let them first consider their
meome and family, and know that I'reemasonry requires
ability, attendance, and a good appearance to maintain and
support its ancient and honourable grandeur.” Therefore,
to be true and loyal to our institution, no man other than
such as those above described should ever be proposed

into our Lodges ; nor then, unless some evidence has been
afforded that of the four cardinal virtues that of pradence
had been practised, to some extent at least, by assurance
against family distress in the event of his death ; no matter
in how slight a degree, for the desire to increase a slender
provision has a natural growth in all good men. Says
¢ I would rather beg whilst I am alive, than be
If I must be a pauper, 1

Dawson :
begged for after I was dead.
would rather bear what shame there is in it while I am
alive, than I would suffer my friends to go round and make
a collection for my ochildren after 1 was dead;” and this
should be the inborn sentiment of every man worthy of
admission into Freemasonry. And there can be no excuse,
on the score of inability to take the initial step, either in
regard to condition of health or of cost. In respeet of
health, if a man’y physical state is such as to altogether
preclude him from the benefits of assnrance, he can hardly
be fitted for association with either “ Jabour ' or ¢ refresh-
ment ;" and, in respect of cost, with what readiness will
many men produce their initiation fee of five, ten, or fiftcen
guineas or more, and in grand style lavish unnecessary
money on regalia and personal gratification, whilst not
one penny has been set aside for family provision in easc of
accident or death. This should not be; the outlay does
no good to the Order, and it inflicts harm upon those who
should be protected. And wo say that it should be, if not
a regulation, yet, in these days lea non seripta, that every
candidate for IFrecmasonry should have first provided by
assurance against certain misfortunes. As regards other
¢ unforeseen circumstances,” our craft has never yet for-
gotten splendid provision for those in calamity; and that
fact alone should, and, we believe, does, strengthen our
arguments in favour of some measures heing taken in the
direction we point out, to prevent the Order being over-
whelmed by the admission of persons unfitted for it.

What we have just said applies to the two first of the
three classes referred to; and now as {o those who centrol
our Benevolent Fund and our respective Charitable Institu-
tions. Would it not be worth while to consider in what
manner it could be made understood that more consideration
would be given to applicants for assistance, for support, and
for education, to those who had exemplified, on their intro-
duction into Freemasonry, that provident care for others
which, consequent on ““ perhaps unavoidable circumstances,”
they are now secking srom others. It could be done without
in anyway offending the prejudices of those who speak of the
Masonic Order as “not a benelit society,” and might think
that
to secure

a policy in an assurance office would be a premium

grants and assistance from our funds and

institutions.  By-the-bye, is not the Order already, hy the
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many years' past admissions of very unqualified persons into
our Lodges, fast becoming, if it has not already become, a
big benefit socicty 2 Otherwise, how comes it that we have
to listen to applicants who, in some instances, are not even
M.M.s, and in very many not members of even one or
two years’ standing 2 But, benefit socicty or not, big or
little, we ought in ““ justice,”’—another of the cardinal virtues
we expatiate upon—to do something to check the flow of the
improvidence which swamps the masonic soil, and destroys
the sced of that brotherly love and relief which should grow
We

say, that of the amount any man is prepared to pay for

to the advantage of those most deserving amongst us.

initiation and subscription a portion should be applied
to provision against the inevitable ; and rather than it should
not be so applied he should select less expensive and extra-
vagant Lodges. As to state of health precluding assurance,
as we have heard some say, we know better. Here is a packet
of prospectuses of Life Assurance Associations beside us.
Let us take onc at random,—here it is,—and in it we find
that second-class lives, as those ‘ whose state of health or
family history prevents the acceptance of their proposals at
the ordinary premium” (we quote the Scerrre Lirre
AssociaTioN oF Loxpox) are denominated, can be assured by
an arrangement which appears to us to be equitable and, in
fact, more to the interest of the assurer than the company.
In that, however, we have no concern. Qur own policies are
issued from other offices, whose conditions may be of the
same nature and equally equitable as those of the Sceerre.
We mention that association only in order that what we
have said may be verified by reference, should any doubt.
Well, then, as every man can be assured, and as every
candidate for I'reemasonry ouglt to be assured, as well in
justice to his family as to the Order to which he is about to
attach himself, that e may not, in the fivst place, Ieave those
he should protect and cherish dependent on his friends, and,
in the sccond, not hinder the relief of those whose mis-
fortunes have not deceased, what should prevent the applica-
tion of a remedy to the prevalent evil?

Probably, this

many, as well Freemasons as others, who are concerned in
fostering provident habitsin early life amongst the population
generally. To all such we are prepared, as far as our
limited space will permit, to make public their views on
the subject, and, so far as our humlle influence can be
made serviceable, to support such proposals as may seem
best adapted for the purpose of enforcing on candidates
for Freemasonry a preliminary provision against the sad
results which often follow upon that ¢awful moment ”
to which our attention is so forcibly directed in the most
solemn of all our ceremonials.

THE BOARD OF MASTERS AND BOARD OF
BENEVOLENCE.

The quarterly meeting of the Board of Maslers and the monthly
meeting of the Board of Benevolence were held on the 21st inst., at
Freemasons’ Hall, London. Bro. Robert Grey, P.G.D., President of
the Board, presided ; and Bro. J. Brett, P.G.P., Senior Vice-President,
and Bro. . A. Cottebrune, P.G.P., Junior Vice-President, were
present and about eighty other brethren attended.

At the Board of Masters, which was first held, the agenda paper
for the next meeting of Grand Lodge in December was submitted
to the brethren. At the Board of Benevolence which followed, the
brethren confirmed the recommendations to the Grand DMaster
to the extent of £510.

On the new list of applicants for assistance were 41 names,
whose qualifications for relief were through ledges in the London
district 28 cases, Upper Mill 2, Sidcup, Devonport, Doncaster,
Melbowrne, Weymouth, Newport (Isle of Wight), Bruton, Illinois,
Halesworth, Gainsborough, and Harwich.

Three cases were deferred, being incomplete. The remainder
were relicved with a total of £95+, which was composed as follows :
One recommendation to Grand Lodge of £100, and two recommen-
dations to Grand Lodge of £50 each; four 1ecommendations to the
M.W.G. M. of £40 each, and eight of £30 each; thirteen grants of

He was a remarkable man in a land
where civilization has barely obtained a footing; and the recollec-
tion of his short but usefully spent life, which terminated at the
early age of 44, will not easily be effaced from those who in this
country and in Morocco knew him and appreciated his sterling
worth.

Ghenings  Abroad.

“ITANDS ACROSS THE SEA.”
AT THE PRINCESS' TUEATRE.

Mr. Ilenry Pettitt has given us another good, emotional, sensa-
tional drama. As an example of picces of this description, /Tunds
acress the Sea may take a very respectable position ; and it doubt-
lIess will for a long time aftrace profituble andiences. 'There is
always a strong family likeness in plays of this type. but conven-
tionality does not trouble the spectator if only the workmanship be
good. Tor no matter how familiar may be the incidents or the
personages introduced. a capable dramatist and one whoxe instinct,
as is the case with Mr. Pettitt, carries him on the right track,
weaves his materials together in such combinations, that a new
complexion is given to the whole, and the charm of the andicnce is
complete. There is, perhaps, one fault which may reasonably be
found in this play. It is a fault, however, for which no remedy
can be found by me, because its elimination would necessitate a
recasting of a good deal of the play. The villain is far too trans-
parent and unreal, not to say feeble : true it is he indulges in his
villainy freely enough. but this does not constitute the strength of
mind and purposc which would be necessary to effectnally weave
the net around the hero, Jack Dudley. Jack is a man of purpose,
of will, of intelligence ; he would, despite his country breeding, sec
through Robert Stillwood at a glance. Even little Lucy, a girl in
her teens, whose heart and womanhood are all she thinks about, has
sufficient worldly sense to frustrate some of Bol's sweet schemes ;
and yet, Jack Dudley, presumably a strong man who has hitherto
heen able to fight his way successfully through the world, yields to
the wiles of the Stillwood brain without even a mental wriggle
with his own common sense. Of course, no drama can do without
its villain ; the hero and the heroine must of necessity go through
their allotted trials during the earlier acts, in order that they may
be reunited at last : the exigencies of the audience must be obeyed,
and the author has to yield. Sometimes the criminal motive is
strong, sometimes it is weak ; here it is undoubtedly weak, but its
weakness may be condoned in consideration of the other merits of
the play. Speaking of coriginality with regard to this play, it is
curious that a scene in it should have been taken bodily from La
Maison du Mari. But with all the faults which the critical may
find in it, Iands Aeross the Sea attracts and interests the publie.
As the hero, Mr. Neville gives us a touch of his old form ; his Jack
Dudley is a splendid specimen of an Englishman ; in his most
emotional moments he is manly and not tearful, and he carries the
weight of the play upon his shoulders in the most satisfactory
fashion. A sweet heroine is Miss Mary Rorke; her pathos is so
natural and real, and her attractivenecss is so great that she
thoroughly enlists the sympathy of her auditors. Mr., Pateman
gives us a marvellous performance ; his death scene, indeed, is too
terrible, and this is the worst that can be said of it. Mr. Garden
is, as usual, highly amusing, and his fun is ably seconded by Miss
Webster ; and Miss Vizetty, whom I welcome as a clever recruit to
the stage, was very nice in a small part. Mr. Abingdon plays the
villain in a cool, artistic manner, while Mr, Buchlaw and Mr. Cross
lend most valuable aid to a generally capable cast. Altogether,
the Princess’ piece is well worth sceing.

The Srmade at Drary Lane will be withdrawn very shortly to
make way for the Christmas Pantomime, which will be on the
subject of Zhe Babes in the Wood, and Robin Hood and his Merry
Men, and Harieqguin who Killed Cock Robin—a title which, though
comprehensive, is not brief. Augustus Druriolanus announces
“unprecedented preparations,” and he has engaged a splendid
company, chief amongst whom are Messrs. Nichols, Campbell, Leno,
Stevens, and Miss Harriett Vernon. :

Thesc two picces are somewhat a tax on
amateur talent ; but, I am informed that everything was done in
o highly satisfactory manner. The gentlemen werc ably assisted
by Misses Ada Melrose, Lilian Hingston, and Ella Stirling.

. On Friday evening last I journeyed to Leamington, at the invita-
tion of Mr. Yorke Stephens, there to assist at an interesting premiére,
to wit, that of Zruc¢ Zlrart, a powerfully interesting drama by a
clever young dramatist, Mr. Henry Byatt, whose play, 7%e Brot hers,
now running at the Vaudeville Theatre, all who see admire. Folk
here in London will probably see this new play, and will have an
opportunity of comparing it with some of those farragoes of
drm_na,tic rubbish which pervade the provinces and attract good
business because the towns they are taken to are smothered with
blood-curdling posters, and the company carrvies *real” steam-
rollers, or *real” bloodhounds, or other realities of the Vincent
Crummel type. Speaking individually, I consider Zruc Ivart a
manly, breezy, and vigorous drama, full of interest and capable of
attracting the public, wherever it may be sent. It was excellently
acted by the company engaged, which embraces the names of
some very popular artists, viz.: Messrs. Yorke Stephens, J. A.
Howell, Sidney Vallentine, William Calvert, Ilenry Elmore, Murray-

As the writer of the
article has some twenty years’ experience of the subject, and may
fairly say that he knows the ways of doing business, what is what
and o is who, he will be pleased to answer any inquiries addressed
to the Editor, where advice is asked, upon whatever requires exe
planation, so that pleasure and profit may be the result. Any
letter sent to us, and any reply given, will be treated *¢ on the square.”

Cirru Court, NOVEMBER 28TH, 1888.

Although no advance was made in the Bank rate last week, in the
best informed guarters it is confidently expected that a change will
he made before long, and that moncy will be dearer as we get
towards the end of the ycar. The latest development of the mone-
tary position is the large shipments of gold from New York, and
although this may serve to modify the pressure here, it merely shifts
the place of the disturbance, and this is to be scen in the very
unsettled condition of the New York markets. IFrom day to day it
is impossible to tell whether we are to look for better prices in
American railway sharves, or the reverse, and in this contingency
my remarks of last week are equally applicable now. This is not
the time to buy stocks in Yankee railways, neither is it safe to sell
after the recent fall. We have momentary recoveries followed by
relapses, and the dealers in the Stock Exchange are quite at sea as
to which way the movement is tending. Looking at it merely from
the monctary point of view, I am doubtful of any permancnt
recovery before the New Year, and still advise that this market, at
all events, should be left alone.

When I turn to the English rails there is apparently nothing
adverse to apprehend ; the traffic returns still show good increases,
sufficient to affect favourably the dividend prospects for the half-
year, nor is this increase altogether discounted. The movements
during the past weck bhave all been upwards. North Easterns,
to which I called attention last week, have risen from 156} to 153,
and may go still higher. Brighton “ A's” are 1 per cent. better,
and, with a continued increase in the takes they should improve.
They are now over £15,000 to the good, and the distribution on the
“ A" gtock will probably be at the rate of } per cent. better for the
year ; but, at the same time, it must not be forgotten that this stock
is not strongly held, and, as a very favourite speculation, is more
liable to fluctuation than any other. It is rather to the heavy lines,
such as Midland, Great Western, and North Western, that I would
direct the attention of the speculator.

The uneasy feeling in Paris is affecting adversely all Continental
stocks, and from the different Bourses the markets are reported
weak. Prices have been carrvied very high, so that there is rather
a tendency towards realisations than fresh purchases. The Russian
loan, it is said, will be issued on the 7th December and, until that
is sately floated, every effort will be made to keep prices up. Paris
is so much committed to the Panama Canal scheme that a collapse
in that undertaking is an ever-present source of weakness, and this
affects the dealing in all other securities. Rio Tinto shares should
be watched very carefully, and may be purchased with tolerable
safety on any fall.

Since I wrote, Canadian Pacific Shares have been much depressed,
and although there is every disposition to think well of them, any
advance in prices is taken advantage of by the holders to get rid of
them. The determination of the directors to persevere in needless
extensions and in a fighting policy is not calculated to inspire con-
fidence amongst the proprictors, nor is it at all likely to benefit the
railway ; the ordinary sharces have been as low as 524, and, although
now somewhat above that price, they are not an improving property.
Grand Trunks have been making a hard fight to get themselves up,
hut the result is not a greab success, although there is always a
large oversold account in these stocks ; there is alsoa large amount
held as security against advances by the Banks, and this is not an
clement of strength at this time of year. At the fortnightly settle-
ment yesterday, contango rates ruled high, but not so much as had
been anticipated.

Mining shares are fairly active, and there is a disposition to buy
the South African Gold Shares, but I need scarcely say that there
are good and bad lots in this group. Spes Bona shares are not a
bad purchase just now, as they are likely to be carried higher.
Nitrates have advanced no further, as there is nothing actually to
warrant any higher prices, and dealing is confined to a very
narrow circle. The public have found they are only made use of
by a certain set of wire-pullers as their services are required, so
that they are very shy of assisting in the movement. There has
been a good rise in the shares of a small company called
Bell’s Ashestos, but it is only amongst a few speculators that
the dealings have taken place. Without going into the merits
of the concern, it certainly scems extraordinary that people
should give 184 for #£5 shares in a company which has
never yet paid a dividend, and about the prospects of which
absolutely nothing is known. Looking at the markets generally, I
consider that English railways afford the best chance of a rise, but,
as reeards forcign stocks and American rails, I look for continued
weakness and lower prices up to the end of the year, with decided
advance in the rates charged for the use of money.
